1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are Chairman Mark Reidhead, Board Members Earl Hawkins, Bob Abercrombie, Larry Henley, Jesse Danley and Secretary Kaelyn Meyers. Secretary Anissa McDonald was not in attendance.

2) WATER CONNECTION – Milton Eschler
Milton Eschler was not in attendance to this meeting. Milton Eschler called and indicated that he is going to check into hooking into Johnson Water. His property is located on the Duchesne County side. The only thing that would be in Ballard would be the access road going into his property.
3) WATER TANK UPDATE – Ben Mower
Daren Anderson explained that we held off and missed the 1st CIB application cycle until the owners were more on board. He is still working on the purchase agreement between the water district and Miss Cuch. Easement discussions went well and CRS will have an agreement for them to sign between us and Oberhansly’s for easement construction. We are at the point to put in our application to CIB for funding. 

Ben Mower stated that the Oberhansly’s didn’t want a cash settlement but instead, they would like 2 water connections. It is agreed to give them 2 water connections for temporary right-of way. They would still have to pay the impact fee for the connections. In principal it is the negotiations that are done. 

Daren Anderson stated that the deadline to put in the application is June 1. We need to have a Public Hearing before that. It was suggested that we schedule the Public Hearing in May. The estimated cost is about 2.5 million dollars for this project. This tank will be a post tension concrete tank. It was stated that there shouldn’t be any problems with leakage on this tank. Some money we receive will be used for repair on our other tank as well. We won’t qualify for 100 percent grant. Daren recommends that we try for a 25 percent loan to a 50 percent loan. There is a better chance today in the CIB meetings to suggest this type of project. 

Daren Anderson stated that we can show the property can be listed as an in-kind amount on the CIB application. It was stated that we try to go 25 percent loan / 75 percent grant. We might need to be prepared to move that to 50/50 grant loan. Daren Anderson stated that we have up until we sign the loan papers to back out of the project. 
Motion was made by Board Member Earl Hawkins to move forward with the CIB application process for the new water tank. 2nd by Board Member Jesse Danley. All in favor.
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4) SEWER AGREEMENT -  
The Roosevelt Budget worksheet for the sewer agreement was gone over with the board. It shows that the income listed is for Roosevelt’s whole system not just for our line. We have asked Roosevelt to break this down but they are not complying. It was decided that the breakdown that was sent to us needs to be better justified to show that a rate increase is necessary. We don’t have a problem paying an increase they just need to show us the reason. Ben Mower suggests that we have another meeting with Roosevelt as a new fresh start with new members of the Roosevelt Council. Ben Mower will schedule a meeting some evening with Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Mark Reidhead and Ben Mower in attendance.
Ben Mower stated that another item is the rate change itself. They want to speak with us regarding the independence line. Ben thinks that they have talked about wanting to take over connections along independence road. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that when they put the line down 1500 E it was constructed with us utilizing it in mind. When Roosevelt had the 2005 rate change, we were not included in that increase. 

5) SEWER LINE RESEED PROJECT -  

Ben Mower met with the Davis’s for the reseed to be done on the berm in the right-of-way. The cost was quoted $1300 for the small amount of seed needed for the project. 
6) PUBLIC INPUT-

SEWER CONNECTION – Chairman Mark Reidhead brought up that Sione Kafusi was in and would like to hook onto the Sewer. In researching past records, it looks like the sewer connection was purchased with a check from the Ute Tribe in the amount of $1200.00. Akosita Kaufusi had made a $300.00 payment later with an agreement to pay extra to pay for a connection. The check that was received from the Ute Tribe was in 1998. It was suggested that the $300.00 be applied toward the impact fees. After a discussion regarding old and current fees, it was decided that we would collect $1500 Impact fee only toward this project. 
APOLOGY – Council Member Tom Nordstrom stated that in the last meeting he said some things that he would like to apologize for. The Board members stated it was all good. They indicated that with everything we need to be fair with all people.
