MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance were Council Members Lloyd Meacham, Tom Nordstrom, Mark Reidhead, Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.  Council Member John Plant was excused from this meeting.
· Prayer – Lloyd Meacham
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.
2) TRANSPORTATION MASTER PLAN UPDATE – Eric Major
Eric Major from Jones & DeMille Engineering discussed the Transportation Master Plan. Explaining the study process, 1) what Ballard City’s Transportation Master Plan goals are, 2) existing conditions of roads including a Transportation Improvement plan, 3) funding sources.  There will be a public open house, starting between the Water Board and Council Meetings, on May 17, 2016 at 6:15 pm.
3) UNION HIGH ACCESS ROAD – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that he is waiting to hear back from Uintah County Commissioners regarding the Union High access road and will update Council Members at next meeting.
4) BADLANDS ROADWAY – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that the State of Utah has recommended to Badlands Energy the requirements regarding the de-acceleration roadway on the highway at approximately 4000 E. Hwy 40.  Ballard City needs to follow UDOT’s recommendations.
5) 1500 E. GUARDRAIL UPDATE – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked Eric Major if he knows of any contractors that would be able to replace/fix the guardrail on 2000 S 1500 E.  Eric said that there are other projects in the Duchesne County area that will be installing guardrails and said that he will look into having them fix Ballard’s as well.  Eric Major stated that he will communicate with Public Works Director Ben Mower about the details.

6) ILLEGAL PARKING – Lloyd Meacham
Council Member Lloyd Meacham said that residents are parking on the roadway between 1500 E. and 2500 E. on 1000 north. Council Member Lloyd Meacham asked that signs be placed along 1000 N starting at 1500 E. through 3500 E., stating “no parking in street”. Engineer Eric Major said that he will email suggestions for verbiage for the signs and the laws pertaining to installing them.
7) CHRISTMAS LIGHTS – Mark Reidhead
Secretary Anissa McDonald will provide several designs for Christmas lights to be installed on the street light poles, to be presented at the next meeting. She would like to place an order by the end of the month.
8) PUBLIC INPUT – 
· EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT -- Kaiden Owen was in attendance to ask City Council members if he could paint the guard fence at Serenity Park, and possibly the City Park, for his Eagle Scout project.  Kaiden Owen said that he will organize the project and asked if Ballard City would buy the necessary equipment.  Council Member Mark Reidhead said that he will talk with Public Works Director Ben Mower regarding the purchase of the paint.  A brief discussion was held and decision was made to allow Kaiden to move forward with his project, and to paint the guard fence red. 
· NON-COMPLIENT BUSINESS -- Secretary Kaelyn Meyers said that there has been a formal complaint filed about a business operating without a business license at 523 S 1500 E.   Officer Bevin Watkins was in attendance at the meeting and said that he will go and ask to cease and desist.

· TRAFFIC VIOLATION -- Another complaint that Officer Bevin Watkins has received was kids speeding through Hidden Valley Subdivision. Officer Watkins said that he has spoken with the residents where the kids live and he will keep an eye on that area.
· OHV VEHICLES – There was a discussion regarding our Transportation ordinance including OHV vehicle rules. City Council Members suggested that we schedule a work meeting in the future to review off highway vehicle ordinance.
