Mayor Jerry A. Taylor called the regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

DREW PARKIN
Mr. Parkin said he has prepared a housing plan that Planning and Zoning is reviewing. 
Mr. Parkin said he and Mayor Taylor had a chance to meet with the State of Utah Economic Development Group. Mr. Parkin said there is an opportunity for people who need help with getting funds to purchase a home. Mr. Parkin said if anyone is interested they can contact the City Office or himself. PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS					
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
STEPHEN & JEANNE SEYMOUR - CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT - 40 S. 200 W. 
City Recorder Steed explained Mr. and Mrs. Seymour’s Conditional Use Permit. City Recorder Steed said the Conditional Use Permit meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Mr. and Mrs. Seymour. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Torgersen, Barnes and Graham voting aye.

HIGH ADVENTURE BED AND BREAKFAST - 40 S. 200 W. 
City Recorder Steed explained this Business License goes with Stephen and Jeanne Seymour’s Conditional Use Permit. City Recorder Steed said the Business License meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Council member Barnes made a motion to approve the Business License for High Adventure Bed and Breakfast. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Barnes and Torgersen voting aye.
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BRENT COTTAM - CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT - 609 EAST HIGHWAY 12
City Recorder Steed explained Mr. Cottam’s Conditional Use Permit. City Recorder Steed said the Conditional Use Permit meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. 
Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for 
Mr. Cottam. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Barnes, Torgersen and Graham voting aye.

BRENT COTTAM - HOTEL AND CABINS - 609 EAST HIGHWAY 12 
City Recorder Steed explained Mr. Cottam’s project is for a Hotel, Cabins, City Water and 
Sewer. City Recorder Steed said the Municipal Project Approval Form meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Elaine Lott said Planning and Zoning did not approve the Cabins because they were not laid out on the plan. City Recorder Steed said the setbacks are on the plan and she thought they were approved. Lawrence Barnes said the Cabins were not approved. Council member Barnes made a motion to approve Mr. Cottam’s Motel, City Water and Sewer connections, but not the Cabins at this time. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye. 

ANDY FERRIGNO & SANDY ESQUE - REMODEL, ELECTRICAL, PLUMBING, 
CHIMNEY - 180 WEST 300 NORTH
City Recorder Steed explained Mr. Ferrigno and Ms. Esque’s project. City Recorder Steed said the Municipal Project Approval Form meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the Municipal Project Approval Form for Mr. Ferrigno and Ms. Esque’s. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Torgersen, Graham and Barnes voting aye. 
 
SCHEDULED ITEMS
GARFIELD COUNTY SHERIFF DANNY PERKINS - UPDATE
Sheriff Perkins gave an update on the Deputies in Escalante. Sheriff Perkins asked the Council if they have any questions or concerns. Sheriff Perkins said tourism is picking up and there were two overdue parties last week. Sheriff Perkins said there was a fatality on Spencer Flat last week and the Search and Rescue did a great job helping out. Sheriff Perkins said while some of the Search and Rescue members were helping out on the fatality, Stephanie Steed was on the helicopter looking for an overdue family. Sheriff Perkins said we have great volunteers on the Search and Rescue in Escalante. Sheriff Perkins told the Council if they have any questions or concerns to call him.

STEVE WESTHOFF - DEVELOPMENT, WATER, HIGHWAY ACCESS, GRAY WATER
Mr. Westhoff said they are under contract to purchase 24 acres of land by the Forest Service. 
Mr. Westhoff said they would like to put in a Planned Unit Development on the 24 acres (proposal attached). Mr. Westhoff said they are having a problem with access onto Highway 12. Mr. Westhoff is working with Rick Torgersen from UDOT and would like the City to meet with them to discuss access. Mr. Westhoff said the City needs to decide if they want to have four lanes or two lanes through town. Mayor Taylor said we need to set down with UDOT to decide what we want to do with Main Street. Mayor Taylor said we need to decide how we want it to look and feel. Mayor Taylor said we also need to look at the speed limit and safety of our Citizens. Mayor Taylor said he would like to look for grant money to help with this project. This item was discussed at length and the City will meet with Mr. Westhoff and UDOT to work on getting him access.  

Mr. Westhoff asked the City about the water availability for a Planned Unit Development. 
Mr. Westhoff has one 3/4” meter and a stubbed in 6” line (public utility easement attached). 
Mr. Westhoff would like to increase the 3/4” meter to a 2” meter and get an additional 2” meter. Council member Graham told Mr. Westhoff he would like to meet with him to discuss the water. 

Mr. Westhoff said he would like to treat the shower and laundry water and use the water for landscaping. Blaine Porter said he talked to Rural Water about the law on using gray water and they will have the State contact him. Mayor Taylor said in order to use the gray water it would have to be treated. Mr. Westhoff said he would treat the water, but wanted to make sure the City was okay with him approaching the State about it. Council member Torgersen said she has no problem with Mr. Westhoff contacting the State to see what he can do. 

ELAINE LOTT - NIGHTY RENTAL
Ms. Lott said she was on the last City Council Agenda about the Nightly Rentals. Ms. Lott said she has been talking to Mayors in other Cities about the Nightly Vacation Rentals. Ms. Lott gave examples of what other Cities are requiring from Nightly Vacation Rentals. Ms. Lott said she has talked to Justin Fisher with the County and he said they don’t know if the Nightly Vacation Rentals are paying the Transient Room Tax. Ms. Lott said Mr. Fisher suggested the City have a check list for Nightly Vacation Rental to get all their licenses and commercial utilities. Ms. Lott said in the last Planning and Zoning Meeting City Recorder Steed stated that her and Council Member Graham went through and changed all the businesses to commercial rates. City Recorder Steed said they did not change rates they changed the classification. Council member Graham said the water rates are the same for residential and commercial. Mayor Taylor said he will be attending a meeting on Monday on this subject. Council member Barnes said David Church will be down on May 25, 2016 for some training with the City Council and Planning and Zoning. Mayor Taylor said David Church said the legislature has asked that Cities do not put a moratorium on Nightly Vacation Rental until they have time to research this issue. This item was discussed at length.  

MAYOR TAYLOR - SOUTH CENTRAL FIBER-OPTIC
Mayor Taylor said South Central would like to install Fiber-Optic in Escalante starting January 2017. Mayor Taylor said the staff will have to mark all the water and sewer lines in town. 
Mayor Taylor said this will put a big responsibility on our staff, but having Fiber-Optic in Escalante is huge. Council member Torgersen made a motion to move forward with South Central installing Fiber-Optic in town. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

MAYOR JERRY A. TAYLOR
Mayor Taylor said Garfield County School District would like Escalante City to take care of the Little League Field. Mayor Taylor said the School would provide the water and the City would take care of the field. Mayor Taylor said the little league field is for our youth and was built with donations from our Community. City Attorney Huntington said he will draw up a lease if the Council wants him to.
