
 Minutes of the regular meeting of the Daggett County 
Commission/Redevelopment Agency Board Tuesday, May 17, 2016.  Commissioners 
Clyde Slaugh, and Karen Perry were present.  Commissioner Lytle was excused.  County 
Attorney-Chad Woolley and Sue Olorenshaw, County Clerk were also present.  The 
meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Commissioner Slaugh.      

Also present were: Hank Gutz, Lesa Asay-Assessor, Linda Petersen, Keri 
Pallesen-Auditor/Recorder, Brian Raymond, James Olsen, and Valton Mortenson.     

Old Business:  Commissioner Perry stated that Steve Henline with the American 
Heroes project contacted her and indicated that Questar has agreed to donate the water 
line along with the installation of the line.  Commissioner Perry has instructed them to 
work with Carrie Poulsen with Planning and Zoning.  Mrs. Perry indicated that the 
County will need to find out what will need to be done to get them a right-of-way, etc.  
Mrs. Perry asked Commissioner Slaugh if he would be willing to use his trailer to pick up 
flowers again this year.  Commissioner Slaugh indicated that he no longer has a trailer 
but he will see what he can do.  Hank Gutz inquired about the meeting with Dutch John.  
The Commissioners indicated that a public hearing will be held prior to making any final 
decisions.            

Public comment:  None at this time.   
The minutes of the regular commission meeting held on May 10, 2016 and the 

special meeting held on May 13, 2016 were presented for review and approval.  Motion 
by Karen Perry to approve both sets of minutes as written.  Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, 
all in favor.       

The Open Invoice Register was presented for review and approval by the 
Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Slaugh had a question regarding the CIVCO 
Engineering invoice for $7,120.00.  Keri Pallesen was not present and Commissioner 
Slaugh stated he would like to come back to this item when Mrs. Pallesen is present to 
answer questions.     

Correspondence:  None 
Commission Calendar Review.  Commissioner Perry stated that she will be gone 

from June 17th to July 3rd.  Commissioner Slaugh stated that he will be gone on June 13th 
and Mr. Woolley stated that he will be unavailable the for the June 7th meeting.   

The following business licenses were presented for review and approval: Mark 
Cole, Ferrelgas, LP, Don Hatch River Expeditions, Quick Dispense, Inc., and RDT, Inc.  
Motion by Karen Perry to approve the business licenses as submitted.  Seconded by 
Clyde Slaugh, all in favor.   

Consideration of a donation for a pro bono luncheon which will be held in Vernal 
on June 10, 2016.  Commissioner Perry stated that Sheila Williams had approached her 
regarding a training and recruitment session that was being held and asked if the 
Commission would be willing to donate something for the lunch.  Motion by Karen Perry 
to supply a dessert for the luncheon.  Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, all in favor.  

Discussion and consideration of the County newsletter.  Linda Petersen addressed 
the Commission and stated that the newsletter was turned over to the High School earlier 
in the year and she feels it has become a bit juvenile.  Mrs. Petersen stated that among 
other things, they are using different fonts that aren’t compatible and the mail merge did 
not work this month.  Mrs. Petersen indicated that someone had mentioned that it is not 
the same quality.  Further discussion regarding the newsletter.  Commissioner Perry 



indicated that she would be in favor of taking the newsletter back and encourage the 
students to continue contributing articles, etc.  Mrs. Perry asked if there were any 
comments regarding this matter.  Mrs. Olorenshaw asked if anyone had mentioned the 
problems or concerns to Mrs. Pendleton at the high school.  Mrs. Petersen indicated that 
she had not talked with Mrs. Pendleton regarding the newsletter.  Mrs. Olorenshaw stated 
that she felt it would be more appropriate to speak to Mrs. Pendleton first to address the 
issues and allow her to make adjustments with her class.  The County agreed to let the 
school publish the newsletter and students were given the opportunity to receive credit 
over the summer.  Mrs. Olorenshaw felt it wouldn’t be fair to take this away without first 
giving them a chance to address the concerns.  After further discussion, Mrs. Perry stated 
that she will contact Mrs. Pendleton and request a meeting to discuss the newsletter.     

Discussion and consideration of cancelling the June 28th meeting due to the 
primary election.  Motion by Karen Perry to cancel the June 28th Commission meeting.  
Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, all in favor.   

Mrs. Pallesen addressed the Commission regarding the application for deferral of 
delinquent property taxes for Stephen Smith, parcel 01-015A-0016.  Mrs. Pallesen stated 
that Mr. Smith has requested a deferral of his taxes for one year.  The deferral would 
allow her to remove his property from the tax sale for this year.  Mrs. Pallesen indicated 
that Mr. Smith has a home in Weber County in the same situation and Weber County has 
given him a one year extension.  Mrs. Pallesen stated that the property is also in the name 
of Alice T. Smith who was Mr. Smith’s mother and is now deceased.  Mr. Smith has 
started the process to remove her from the title.  Mrs. Pallesen addressed Utah Code and 
indicated that she has talked with the County Attorney regarding this matter.  The 
Commission has the option to defer the taxes, which will then become a lien on the 
property.  Commissioner Perry addressed the application for Mr. Smith.  Mrs. Pallesen 
stated that she was unable to give him an answer when he was here and had to do more 
research.  Mrs. Pallesen mailed Mr. Smith the necessary paperwork and spoke with him 
yesterday on the telephone.  Mr. Smith indicated that he had filled out the forms and 
included the requested documents.  Mr. Smith stated that he returned the forms via 
FEDEX and they should be here today by 4:00 p.m.  Motion by Karen Perry to approve 
the deferral for a period of one year, contingent upon receipt of the application and 
required documentation.  Motion was seconded by Clyde Slaugh and all were in favor.   

Mrs. Pallesen addressed the property listed on the 2016 tax sale for LH 
Brockbank.  Mrs. Pallesen stated that the property is actually “Brockbank Circle”.  Mr. 
Woolley addressed the Commission regarding this piece of property.  Mr. Woolley 
indicated that this is a driveway and is still owned by Brockbank.  If the circle was sold, 
five property owners would not have access to their homes.  Mr. Woolley stated that his 
recommendation would be to defer the property from the tax sale for one year until he 
can do further research to find out how to fix the problem.  Motion by Karen Perry to 
defer the tax sale on parcel #01-011C-0183 for one year.  Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, all 
in favor.   

James Olsen and Valton Mortenson were present to discuss the federal land 
access program grant.  Mr. Mortenson addressed working on private property on the 
Sheep Creek geological loop.  A portion of the loop goes through private property and the 
Forest Service does not do work on private property.  Discussion regarding the Federal 
Grant program.  Mr. Mortenson stated that the County must file for the grant and June 



10th is the proposal deadline.  The program is administered through federal highways and 
a match will be required.  Mr. Olsen stated that the 6.77% road money that is set aside for 
paved roads should cover the match requirement.  Commissioner Slaugh stated that this 
sounds like a good way to get the work done.  Mr. Olsen and Mr. Mortenson will work 
on the proposal.  Motion by Karen Perry to approve the Federal Land Access Program 
Grant application.  Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, all in favor.   

Hank Gutz inquired about adding the Sheep Creek boat ramp.  Mr. Olsen stated 
this is already included on the road system maintenance agreement.  Mr. Mortenson 
stated that there will be one application for the 4-5 year program which was authorized 
through a new federal highway bill.  Mr. Mortenson stated that if there are other lands the 
County may be interested in adding, they can submit multiple projects.  Brian Raymond 
addressed other roads that may be considered.  Further discussion regarding the program.     

Brian Raymond gave a report on economic development.  Mr. Raymond stated 
that Commissioner Lytle had asked for this to be put on the agenda.  Mr. Raymond 
indicated that on Monday they had a group of international media operators and tour 
operators from other countries (China, etc.) and spent several hours showing them the 
area.  Mr. Raymond discussed intergenerational poverty as well as GOED and EDCU.   
Mr. Raymond stated he will be attending an event on Wednesday in Carbon County.  Mr. 
Raymond addressed the handout that was included in the packet for today and suggested 
doing the presentation for both Dutch John and Manila.  Mr. Raymond discussed some of 
the new legislation that was presented which includes taking out tax credits for rural non 
profits.  Further discussion regarding economic development.  Mr. Raymond stated that 
TRT tax for the State is up and mentioned that they had a record turnout for the fishing 
derby.  Mr. Raymond stated that August 13-16 there will be an event in Salt Lake for 
Executives of Associations.  Mr. Raymond presented a copy of the Utah National Parks 
brochure which also included State Parks and pointed out that Flaming Gorge is 
mentioned in the brochure.  Mr. Raymond addressed various business tax credits that are 
available.  Commissioner Slaugh stated that the Commission appreciates Mr. Raymond’s 
efforts with economic development.  Mr. Raymond stated that the BEAR grant was 
turned in on Friday and addressed the Ambassador training in June.  Mr. Raymond stated 
that he could use some help with this if anyone is available.  Mr. Raymond addressed a 
letter from Mark Wilson that will be coming to the Commission regarding the Chamber 
marketing plan.    

The invoice register was presented again for review and approval.  Commissioner 
Slaugh asked Mrs. Pallesen about the invoice for CIVCO Engineering.  Commissioner 
Slaugh stated that he thought this had been paid.  Mrs. Pallesen stated that this is a new 
invoice for the Dutch John airport project.  Brian Raymond addressed the Commission 
regarding comments from the Department of Aeronautics after their visit.  Mr. Raymond 
indicated that they were very disappointed in the work that was done, and felt that they 
waited too long to re-surface and treat.  Mr. Raymond stated that the runway is pulling 
itself apart, leaving large cracks that will have to be dealt with due to concerns with the 
width of the cracks.  Mr. Raymond also indicated that there was a bag of hardened 
concrete sitting at the end of the runway, and they had concerns with some trees.  Mr. 
Raymond stated that there is still a lot of work to be done and as soon as he gets a written 
report, he will pass it along to the Commission.  Mrs. Pallesen presented the invoice from 
CIVCO for the Commission to review.  Commissioner Perry addressed the project report 



from Bret Reynolds.  After further discussion, motion by Karen Perry to approve the 
Open Invoice register in the amount of $31,991.81.  Seconded by Clyde Slaugh, all in 
favor.   

Consideration of the Vehicle Lease Agreement between the Daggett County 
Sheriff’s Office and Zions Bank.  Commissioner Perry addressed the lease agreement and 
wanted to know how many vehicles the Sheriff’s Office is replacing this year.  Mrs. 
Pallesen stated there are a total of six vehicles scheduled to be replaced.  Commissioner 
Perry asked how many were included in the Sheriff’s budget.  Mrs. Pallesen stated that 
the Sheriff had budgeted for four vehicles.  Commissioner Perry stated that the new 
Chevrolet vehicles are also more expensive.  Mrs. Pallesen stated that she had emailed 
Sheriff Jorgensen and Chris Collett and asked them to be here to answer questions but 
received no response.  Further discussion regarding the leases.  Commissioner Perry 
asked if the Sheriff’s Office would be within budget if the Commission approves this 
lease for three vehicles.  Mrs. Pallesen indicated that they would.  After further 
discussion, motion by Karen Perry to approve the lease with Zions Bank for (1) 2015 
Chevrolet Silverado VIN# 3GCUKPEC9FG417242, (1) 2016 Chevrolet Tahoe VIN# 
1GNSKDKC2GR250032, and (1) 2016 Chevrolet Tahoe VIN# 1GNSKFEC4GR3266261 
with the understanding that there will be no more vehicle leases approved this year.  
Motion was seconded by Clyde Slaugh and all were in favor.   
With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:20 a.m.
