Ms. McDermott explained that the airport lounges changed ownership in July of 2015.  The owners failed to notify the department within the 30 days required by statute.  The department was made aware of the ownership change mid-April of 2016 and issued a notice that the licenses were forfeited as of August 28, 2015.  Due to the unmet need for the population at the airport, a Special Meeting was called so the outlets would not remain dry until the May 24, 2016 meeting.
Steve Barth, representing the owners and Jon Butler, explained that it was a mistake and the owners have agreed to pay a $10,000.00 fine for each location.

The commissioners, Ms. Page, and Ms. McDermott discussed the fine amount and asked which body will be paying the penalty.  Mr. Barth responded that the new owner will be paying the fines.

Mr. Berube moved to confirm the forfeiture and issue a $10,000.00 fine for each location.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
