Manti City Complex

6:30 P.M.

Mayor Korry Soper in chair and presiding. Roll call showed Councilmembers Gary
Chidester, Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen and Jason Vernon present,
along with City Administrator, Kent Barton.

Mayor Soper opened the public hearing for the purpose of receiving input from citizens
of Manti with regard to the proposed trade of 30 acres of city-owned property near the
Sanpete County Jail Complex to the Utah National Guard, in exchange for the National
Guard Shop facility, including a 3,000 machine shop on .7 acres of land at 100 North and
100 East streets in Manti. The Mayor explained that discussions had been underway with
the National Guard for well over 2 years and that the Council and Staff have worked hard
to bring about this project, which will ensure the long-term presence of the National
Guard in our community. The Mayor stated that while the National Guard has not yet
made a detailed announcement of what the property will be used for or a timetable for
development, that our understanding is that it would be used for the future construction of
a readiness center. After location maps of both parcels were displayed, the Mayor
mentioned that appraisals of both properties had been completed and that the city is
comfortable that the trade is a good deal for Manti City. He then asked if there was any
public comment regarding the proposed sale. Lewis Miller of Manti stated: “It looks
good to me”.

Seeing there was no additional comment, the Mayor called for a motion to close the
public hearing. That Motion was made by Vaun Mickelsen and seconded by Darren
Dyreng. Councilmembers voting “aye”: Gary Chidester, Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett,
Vaun Mickelsen and Jason Vernon. Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.
