Public Comment - None
1. Resolution 03-2015 – Resolution in support of Utah County Law Enforcement and Officers Nationwide – Discussion regarding the reason behind this resolution.  Many cities nationwide are trying to show support for their police officers. Discussion regarding changes to the first paragraph and fifth paragraph making it more our resolution rather than the counties.  Brian Braithwaite made the motion to adopt the resolution with noted corrections.  Don seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.  It was reported that the Youth Council in Alpine organized a dinner and entertainment to recognize the efforts of law enforcement in Alpine and Highland.  The resolution proposes that on the first day of every month at 11:00 a.m. they turn their red and blue lights for one minute.  Chief Gwilliam made the comment that they appreciate the support of the cities that they work for.  They don’t feel the unkindness that other places in the country are experiencing.  The board thanked Mayor Gygi for his efforts to bring the resolution to the board.  
2. Management Improvement Program - Rich went over the proposed plan in educating the board of the day to day running of the departments.  Staffing, financial quarterly meetings, outside consultants to review our policies and practices.  Management staff meetings weekly and biweekly meetings with city administration and chiefs. Brian Braithwaite suggested that keeping the public up to date would be making sure the websites of the various cities are informative.  Mark commented that policy is made to live by and if it’s not good change it. Discussion ensued.  Tim suggested that a job description for the Board Chair should be established.
3. 2014-2015 Audit Presentation and Acceptance – Keddinton & Christensen - Steve from Keddington and Christensen went over the basic financial statements and supplementary reports. Discussion took place regarding the unfunded liabilities in the Utah Retirement System. Steve explained that these liabilities are paid for year by year as directed by the Utah Retirement System.  They determine the rate and pass that to the cities that help them maintain the retirement fund.  The only management comment was to have Laurie be certified as a records manager.  Discussion ensued.  The board thanked Steve for his report and accepted the audit for 2014-2015 Fiscal Year.
4. Approve Minutes for June 18, 2015 and October 22, 2015 – Gary made the motion to accept both minutes.  Mark seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.
