· Technology Acceleration Program (TAP) - Provides funding to Utah-based science and technology start-ups and early stage companies. The purpose is to accelerate science and technology companies to market entry, or to mature a new technology within an existing company. 
· Industry Partnership Program (IPP) - Promotes the development, acceleration and commercialization of technology and innovation by teaming industry and university research expertise to address specific technology gaps identified by a Utah company. The program is open to companies that have a substantial presence in Utah. A cost-share is required by the industry partner.
· University R&D Grants (UTAG) - Supports research, discovery and innovation at all state colleges and universities. The R&D grants provide funding to college and university researchers with the goal of accelerating science and technology companies to market entry, or to mature a new technology.
· University Research Fund (USRF): Provides competitive funding for commercially-oriented research projects and other mechanisms to incentivize interdisciplinary and industry-university connections, and strengthens the R&D capacity at state research universities in areas aligned to the state’s priority sectors. This will be an additional small pilot grant program requiring a university match to develop data and other precursor organizational activities required to pursue larger, more commercially oriented federal grants. These grants are open to university researchers at non-profit Utah colleges or universities, and will encourage multidisciplinary and cross-institutional collaboration.
