MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance are Council Members Lloyd Meacham, Tom Nordstrom, John Plant, Mark Reidhead, Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – John Plant
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.

2) CARNIVAL – 
Members from the American Legion were in attendance and said that the carnival will be in Ballard from May 25th thru the 28th.  Arrangements have been made to have extra dumpsters, outhouses and water tanks to provide for dust control. Sheriff’s Department have been notified for police control.
3) UINTAH COUNTY COMMISSION CANDIDATE – Brad Horrocks
Brad Horrocks, Candidate for Uintah County Commissioner, said that he has placed his campaign signs around Ballard.  Mr. Horrocks said that he looks forward to working with Ballard if he is elected. 
4) LIGHTING FOR CITY PARKING LOT – Ben Mower
Council Member Mark Reidhead said that when the power is installed for the flag pole lighting, he suggests we place some light poles down the center of the parking lot at the City Building.  It was suggested that the lights for the flag pole be placed in the bollards around the pole.
5) SIGNAGE ON BALLARD ROADS – Ben Mower
In speaking with law enforcement it may be a good idea to educate the residents by simply asking them not to park in roadway.  To place the signs would cost $250 each. Council Member Lloyd Meacham said that per Ballard City’s ordinance we can’t enforce this unless there is a sign indicating no parking on or in the roadway.  After a brief discussion it was decided to order 10 signs that will be placed along 1000 north.
Council Member Tom Nordstrom said there is a street sign by his house that has been knocked down and for emergency vehicle purposes it needs to be reinstalled.  Decision was made to have Ben replace the street sign at 500 N 2500 E.
