Chairman Bitner called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.

	
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Scott Bradshaw.

MINUTES.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the minutes of the Commission Meeting held May 3, 2016 as presented.  Commissioner Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Commissioner Milne moved to appoint Elaine Breitweiser to the Council on Aging.  Commissioner Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.

B) Rush Valley Water Conservancy District ‑ 1 position ‑ 1 to represent Ophir ‑ open until filled
Commissioner Milne moved to appoint Gary Ross to the RVWCD representing Ophir.  Commissioner Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.

C) Budget Advisory Board ‑ 2 positions ‑ open until filled - there were no applications.

D) Lake Point Cemetery and Park District ‑ 1 position ‑ open until filled - there were no applications.
 
E) Career Service Council ‑ 1 position ‑ open until filled - there were no applications.

F) Historical Preservation Commission ‑ 5 positions ‑ Open until April 4, 2016
Commissioner Bateman moved to appoint Bob Shields, Clint Thompson and Jean Mogus to the Historical Preservation Commission.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

G) Mosquito Abatement ‑ 1 position ‑ Open until June 6th ‑ Must live in district - Commissioner Bateman moved to appoint Scott Stice to the Mosquito Abatement Board.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

6.	PUBLIC CONCERNS.  Raymond Dixon was at the Wendover airport for a Safety Fair and was shocked at the condition of the buildings, especially the Enola Gay Hangar.  The county website says the county has received $22 million to renew the airport.  He would like to know what has happened to the money. 

Commissioner Bitner - most of those improvements have been completed with by federal grant moneys.  They have extended the runway, put a taxi way on the way coming back in, the Officers Club was done by grants as well as tax money.  The Enola Gay Hangar is one that is on record to be fixed, but we have to have enough money to do it.  The Wendover airport is a stand-alone entity in the county.  That means it functions just like a business so they have to have money coming in.    

Commissioner Bateman checked on things.  Every one of the grants that have been applied for has been for a specific purpose.  Casinos have put up all of the money for matches to the grants.  

Ray asked specifically about the grant for the Enola Gay Hangar.  The Commissioners will look into this and would be happy to sit down with the department head and discuss Rays questions.

Commissioner Bateman stated they had a dedication for the Officers Club a couple of weeks ago which included pilots that had flown in that area.  

7.	ADJOURN.  Commissioner Milne moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:17 pm.  Commissioner  Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.
