 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held May 3, 2016 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Riches Earleen Paskett, Chris Paskett, Deanna Paskett, Kate Schroeder, and Calvin Hunsaker.
Mayor Randy C. Ovard opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.  The prayer was by offered Robin K. Riches, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chris Paskett.
The minutes of the April 5, 2016 Council Meeting were reviewed.  Brent G. Ovard suggested deleting paragraph four (4) on page two (2) and rewording it to read ( Summit County Weed Control sent out a flyer stating that it will be doing aerial spraying for town owned property at a charge of $10.00 per acre.  They asked the town to sign the agreement and send it back if they were interested in having it done.)  Ryan K. Mayor Ovard read Resolution 2016-209 amending the assigned responsibility for repair and maintenance of the culverts in the irrigation ditch on Main Street.
Resolution No. 2016-209
A RESOLUTION ASSIGNING RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE RAPAIR, MAINTENANCE OR REPLACEMENT OF DITCH CULVERTS ALONG MAIN STREET
WHEREAS, the culverts in some driveways that must be entered from Main Street are beginning to rust out, and the culvert in the ditch between driveways will at some point need repair or replacement, it has become necessary to assign responsibility for any repairs and general maintenance for those culverts and
WHEREAS,  The Henefer Ditch Company 1 owns the ditch, but the Town of Henefer used grant funding to pipe the ditch and it is of benefit  to both entities, the Town Council and the Ditch Company would like to declare the repair and maintenance a joint project.
NOW THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED  by the Town Council of Henefer Town, State of Utah, as follows:
Section1:  	RESPONSIBILITY OF TOWN
1.1 The Town of Henefer will split the cost of repair or replacement of the culverts in the driveways (caused by normal wear and tear) of property that must be entered from Main Street with the Henefer Ditch Company 1.
1.2 Henefer Town will not participate in the expense for replacing concrete, asphalt or other surfacing to those driveways.
Section 2:	RESPONSIBILITY OF PROPERTY OWNERS
2.1	Anyone owning property which must be entered from Main Street is responsible for resurfacing  the driveway after culvert replacement or repair.
2.2	Any damage due to negligence, construction, or any other reason that is caused by the property owner or by anyone asked to do any work by the property owner, is the responsibility of said property owner to repair or replace.
2.3	The Town will require a Culvert Replacement Agreement to be signed at the time of issuance of a building permit.
Section 3:	RESPONSIBILITY OF HENEFER DITCH COMPANY 1 AND THE TOWN OF HENEFER
3.1	Any damage that is caused by normal wear and tear that occurs in the sections of ditch between driveways will be the responsibility of the Henefer Ditch Company 1 and the Town of Henefer jointly.  The cost of repair or replacement will be equally divided between both entities.

Chris and Deanna will be responsible for the presale of tickets, setting up, cleanup and being responsible for money they take in.  The town will find eight people to help with serving, and will also make sure the information goes out on the 4th of July flyers.  All food booths brought in for the 4th of July will be closed at 2:00 pm and the town concession stand will also be closed.  Chris and Deanna Paskett will also advertise on face-book.
Richard Bullough, from the Summit County Health Department did not attend the meeting.
The Summit County Weed Representative did not attend the meeting.
The next item on the Agenda was the interviews for the position of summer-hire.  Three applications were turned into the Town.  Braxton Northrup was unable to attend the interviews.  Kate Schroeder and Calvin Hunsaker attended.  The applicants were interviewed separately.  Both applicants, when asked why they wanted the job, told the Council that as it was close they would not have far to go and would therefore be very convenient.  Each of them told the Council that they had experience mowing lawns, working with flowers and all other tasks that they would be asked to do.  Both applicants told the council that they were willing to be available when a job needed to be done but each of the applicants had a few days when they would be involved with other activities and could not be available.  The Mayor explained to them that they could bring cell phones with them to work, but were asked to only use them in case of emergency.  They were told that they are required to wear long pants, and safety glasses, and could not take any passengers with them in the town truck.  They Mayor would like them both to attend the June 7, 2016 Council Meeting to go over their assigned duties.
Robin K. Riches asked if there was anyone who could help assemble the new benches for the Henefer Heritage Park.  Both Mayor Ovard and Ryan K. Mosher told Robin that they could help on Saturday.  Mayor Ovard told Robin that Robert P. Richins would spray the weeds in the gravel driveway by the DUP building.  Robin was also reminded that the monuments must be paid for by the 30th of June.  
Kay H. Richins told the Council that he was getting a street sweeper from Kamas and that he would be getting asphalt from Geneva Rock to patch potholes.
The Council discussed increasing the Fourth of July Budget to $25,000 for the future years.  Due to the increase in the cost of entertainment more funding will be necessary.  Kay H. Richins made a motion to increase the 4th of July budget to $25,000 per year.  Robin K. Riches seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Ryan K. Brent G. Ovard explained the vouchers that will be given out to the townspeople for a free pick-up load of waste to be dumped at the landfill.  This will take the place of the town bringing in dumpsters.  Each household will have to pick up a voucher and have their name placed on a list so that the town can have more control in keeping other communities from abusing the program.
Brent G. Ovard told the Council that Kory Richins will put in the valve on the water line in Franklin’s as soon as the weather is dry enough for him to work.
The Council discussed the situation of a person in Henefer Town who was upset over a decision made by the Planning Commission and the Town Council concerning a four-plex being built across from his property.  He felt the parking designated for the four-plex was illegal, but after re-evaluating the planning ordinance, the Planning Commission and the Council ruled that it met the regulations outlined in the ordinance.  The person, being very upset, then started parking large trailers in front of the Town Planner’s home and also certain Council member’s homes.  The Mayor suggested and the Council agreed that no action should be taken at this time.  The Mayor and Council did not want to escalate the situation and thought it best to do nothing unless it became a safety issue or that legal consultation became necessary.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
