Zone Change Application Narrative 
 
General 
 
It is proposed to change 1.83 acres of property owned by Kent Frei to Planned Residential Development 
(PD-R). The site is located along the western boundary of the city, bounded by Snow Canyon Estates 
Subdivision on the East and North, Little League Drive and Snow Canyon High School on the south and 
Lava Cove Drive and the Tuacahn Wash on the west. The site is currently zoned R-1-10. The project is 
located at the intersection of Lava Cove Drive and Little League Drive and is currently vacant land. 
 
Project Density & Land Use Plan 
 
The proposed project includes 16 single family residential townhomes with 2 car garages for parking, and 
a landscaped open space area in the southeastern portion of the project. The proposed project density is 
8.7 dwelling units/acre. The City Zoning Ordinance allows for a base density of 8 units/per acre in the 
PD-R zone with bonus density allowing up to 12 units/per acre. A Land Use Plan and a Colored Site Plan 
is attached showing the proposed unit layout, driveway areas and landscaped open space areas. The 
proposed project includes 0.51 acres (28%) in privately owned/limited common area, 0.29 acres (16%) in 
driveway and parking area, 1.03 acres (56%) of landscaped open space area.

Building/Unit Sizes & Exterior Elevations 
 
The proposed 3 bedroom single family townhomes are 2,250 sq. ft., with two car enclosed garages. 
Proposed floor plans and exterior building elevations are shown on the attached building exhibits. 
 
Building/Unit Separations and Setbacks 
 
Building setbacks are designed to meet city zoning requirements for planned developments, with 25-foot 
minimum building setback from public streets, 20 feet minimum separation between buildings, and 10 
foot minimum building setbacks from all other property lines. 
 
Private Recreational Amenities 
 
The project incorporates a landscaped common area in the southeastern portion of the site. A homeowners 
association will be established to maintain the landscaping. The association will file separate Articles of 
Incorporation, Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&R’s) and Operation and Management 
Budgets prior to recording the final plat. 
 
 
 







Topography, Soils and Existing Utilities 
 
The site generally slopes from north to southwest and into existing storm drain within Lava Cove Drive. 
A Geotechnical Report has been prepared for this site. Additional information is available from the 
Engineer upon request. All public utilities are available in the Lava Cove Drive and Little League Drive 
right-of-ways. 
 
Drainage & Floodplains 
 
A drainage study will be prepared for the project to accompany detailed site grading and drainage plans. 
Drainage improvements plans will be submitted and approved by the city staff prior to commencement of 
grading operations on the site to address the site surface run-off and groundwater drainage.  A portion of 
the property lies within the FEMA 100 year floodplain and will be filled above the 100 year base flood 
elevation.  The developer will work with city staff on the necessary permits to accomplish this task. 
 
Common Area Landscaping and Privacy Walls 
 
Landscaping common areas are indicated on the site plan. Landscaping shall consist of sod, shrubberies, 
trees, decorative stone, boulders and flower beds consistent with those found in the general area and in 
keeping with the desert landscape of Santa Clara. 
 
Street Lighting and Signage  
 
A street light will be installed at the intersection of Lava Cove Drive and Little League Drive in 
accordance with city standards. Each building will have decorative entry lighting on the building exterior. 
A project sign may be installed at the intersection of Lava Cove Drive and Little League Drive at the 
entrance into the development.  A sign application will be submitted and approved by city staff prior to 
any placement. 
 
Traffic Access 
 
Driveway accesses will be provided from Lava Cove Drive and Little League Drive. 
 
Summary 
 
With the close proximity to schools, public parks and walking trails, this proposed zone change 
application is a good fit for young couples looking to start their families, and older couples looking for a 
possible second home to enjoy the great weather and activities associated with Santa Clara City and 
Southern Utah.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF SANTA CLARA ZONING MAP BY REZONING 1.83 
ACRES LOCATED AT NE CORNER OF LAVA COVE DRIVE AND LITTLE LEAGUE DRIVE.  
 
Section 1. Amendment 
 
WHEREAS, the petitioner, Kent Frei is requesting a zone change from R-1-10 to Planned Development 
Residential on the NE Corner of Lava Flow drive and Little League Drive and, 
 
WHEREAS, the purpose is to allow for a 16 unit townhome project on 1.83 acres which translates to a 
density of 8.7 dwelling units per acre and, 
 
WHEREAS, the density bonus criteria must be met in order to have a density over 8 units/acre and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Zoning code requires that 30% of the project area be developed as useable open space.   
A landscape plan is required as part of the PD-Residential zone plan submittal requirements. The 
applicant’s site plan states that 56% of the project area will be landscaped open space and, 
 
WHEREAS, the code requires a minimum of 2 parking spaces per unit so 16 units will require 32 
parking spaces, 16 of which must be covered spaces.   The building rendering shows that each unit will 
have a 2 car garage and, 
 
WHEREAS,  The Density Bonus criteria may allow for a density in excess of 8 d.u. /acre up to a 
maximum of 12 du/acre. An overall density of 8.7 dwelling units / acre, which is 0.7 d.u/acre over the 
base density of 8 du/acre, and therefore requires consideration of the density bonus criteria and, 
 
WHEREAS, the purpose of the amendment is to rezone 1.83 acres located on the NE Corner of Lava Flow 
drive and Little League Drive and, 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to said requirements of the Santa Clara Municipal Code the Land Use 
Authority/Planning Commission conducted a properly advertised public hearing on the amendment to the 
City’s Zoning Map on Mar. 8, 2016; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, during their regular meeting held on Mar. 8, 2016, motioned to 
recommend approval to the City Council the proposed zoning map amendment and accompanying site 
plan; 
  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Santa Clara City Council, State of Utah, as follows: 
 
Section 2.  Classification 
 
This ordinance amends the official zoning map of the City of Santa Clara, Utah.

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FY 2016-17 General Fund Budget Highlights



1- As we know from the year end FY2014_15 audit we had our second positive fund balance (unrestricted and/or unassigned) of $496,018. This is a positive swing of approximately 1.25million. We even did this without any revenue from Harmons, RAP Tax, or Room Tax.

Below shows the previous three years ending fund balance per audit:

a) 2013_14 = $147,710

b) 2012_13 = $49,000+ shortfall

c) 2011_12 = $750,000+ shortfall 

*We are not recommending a property tax increase for FY2016_17; however we are requesting the following four part-time entry-level positions: 

a) fill a new part-time entry-level (25-29 hours) administrative assistant position to help replace the vacancy of Bradi being moved out of the front office upstairs (the majority is in the Enterprise funds)

b) fill a new part-time entry-level (20 hours) administrative assistant position to help with the court and some front office

c) fill an approved vacant part-time entry-level (25-29 hours) sports field maintenance position

d) fill an approved vacant part-time entry-level (25 hours) administrative assistant in front office (Linda is moving back upstairs to spend more time as Brad’s assistant and her hours will be reduced to 30)

2- To date the recommended 2016_17 general fund budget is balanced with an 18.24% ($780,516) fund balance (reserve can be 25% per state law). We have budgeted very conservatively for new revenue regarding sales tax revenue from Harmon’s (roughly $390,000 a year to city), property tax from new growth, room tax from Paradise Village at Zion, and the new RAP tax. 

Harmon’s projected this store (#65) doing $600,000 in sales per week the first year. We are going to play it safe and budget for $500,000 a week instead. This is conservative because we are also budgeting as though 100% of sales will be food items only (3% tax) and nothing on nonfood items (6.35% tax) such as paper towels, prescriptions, food prepared and eaten from their deli, and so on. We receive ½ of all sales tax based on point of sale. We also did not budget any other new commercial in the City (Harmons still has four pads and one soon to be filled empty building (Hardware or Fitness), and the three other corners on Rachel/Pioneer are still available.



3- The FY2016_17 recommended budget of $4,279,521 has an increase of $277,635 (6.94%) from the current FY adopted budget ($4,001,886). The following shows the departments and the increase/decrease in their budgets. Every department except Swiss days, EDC, Police, and Pageant includes an increase in health insurance (1.5%), and several small salary adjustments (Parks, Admin, Court, Fire, Streets, and Building) per council approval.



Admin = $100,866 decrease due mainly to the impact fees now paying the MBA bond strait out of their accounts. We budgeted $20,000 in contingency for the Truman Slide project cash match instead of out of the Storm Water fund.

 

Police = $6,277 increase due mainly to increases in the Spillman Software Maintenance Agreement and for maintenance to our animal shelter building.



Fire = $149,867 increase due mainly to a one-time purchase of a new Brush Truck, new Radios, and small wage increases for the wildland crews.



Parks = $140,732 increase due mainly to a new pick-up for Brad, entryway signs, veterans memorial, and taking utilities from Sports Field Maintenance. We are also extending the Canyon View Restrooms to FY2016_17 due to the CDBG grant timeline.



Sports Field Maintenance = $24,368 decrease due mainly to Parks budget paying the Utilities.



Building and Zoning = $33,620 increase due mainly to swipe cards, building maintenance rising costs and increased costs in planning, engineering, and legal services. 



Streets = $43,374 increase due mainly to city council allotting a $50,000 general fund increase for Street Maintenance. This was the first time in many years that city council was in a position to be able to contribute funds from the general fund to street maintenance. B&C road funds are not enough; therefore, unless the local tax option is voted in I plan on budgeting an additional $50,000 from the general fund each FY to street maintenance (council can always increase this amount based on where the GF fund balance is).



Court = $8,399 increase due mainly to additional part-time help. Ivins continues to pay 55% and share revenue at 50/50.



Swiss Days = $13,600 increase due mainly to the coordinators stipend now in this budget and for adding the dinner and renting table and chairs etc. The new coordinators have done a great job and have managed to actually break even to put on such a great event.



Pageant = $1,000 increase due mainly to cover costs



Economic Development = $9,625 increase from last year. This is mainly due to budgeting $14,000 (20% of the $70,000 RAP Tax being budgeted).



1- Budget $22,500 to go towards the Performance Rewards. This award is tied to an employee’s evaluation, performance, and goal achievement etc. Goal is to have this amount be somewhere between $15,000 and $25,000 each FY depending on the budget. Next FY I will be asking for less due to it being the third year since the salary analysis and pay for performance implementation with the time-in-position taking place (once every three years).



2- Recommend that City Council approves approximately $7,000 to be used towards a few salary adjustments; this will get two directors (admin and building) to their mid-points and a few other employees to their midpoint or a little closer to their midpoint. It includes an increase for Bradi for the added duties and responsibility with GIS, IT, City website, application development, and office manager etc. It also includes another small increase for the Fire Chief. The Fire Chief is on target to get to his midpoint FY2018_19



3- Recommend that we continue to participate in the Wild Land, Dammeron Valley, and Tamarisk/River removal programs. 



For FY2016_17 we are going to budget netting $200,000 from Wild Lands, $20,000 from Tamarisk/River projects, and $10,000 from the Dammeron project for a total of $230,000.  So far this current FY2015_16 we netted approximately $240,000 from Wild Lands, $45,000 from Tamarisk/River projects, and $12,000 from the Dammeron project for a total of $297,000. 



Next year (FY2017_18) $38,194 will be available from a fire vehicle being paid off.



4- Agreements, Memberships, Partnerships, and Donations:

   Agreements: ($59,125 total)

· CEC (community education channel): contribution is $1.00 per resident thus approximately $6,500.

· SHAC (sand hollow aquatic center): contribution is based on a percentage equal to the shortfall of the overall operating expenses.  Council capped our portion at $32,000, and if more than $32,000 it must be brought to council for approval. Last year council approved to pay $39,771.09 and we anticipate approximately $40,000 for FY2016_17.

   Memberships and Partnerships: ($8,000 total)

· Chamber of Commerce: dues are $350.

· Utah Clean Cities Coalition: dues are $100.

· Utah League of Cities and Towns (ULCT): dues are $3,050

· Site Select Plus (a.k.a. Washington County Economic Development Committee): contribution is 70cents per population, thus approximately $4,500. This is a partnership and is not a required payment but a recommended financial support. We budgeted $4,500 but site select has raised the donation to 80cents per resident thus the new voluntary amount is $5,377 based on a population of 6,722. 

   Donations: ($4,625 total)

· Snow Canyon Grad-Nite: Budgeted $500. Event gives youth somewhere safe and controlled to celebrate their graduation which benefits the city (i.e. public safety etc.)

· Toys for Tots: Budgeted $200. This organization has helped families/children in our city.

· Washington County Youth Crisis: Budgeted $1,200. We have residents who have or are currently taking advantage of this service.

· Washington County Water Fair: Budgeted $225. This helps 1,900 fourth graders to be transported to Dixie State University for the annual County Water Fair.

· Other donation(s) that meet the requirements of being a benefit to the city: budgeted $2,500. *These donations will need to come to city council for approval at time of request. 



5- Consideration of giving the permanent part-time employees four holidays (July 4th, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and New Year’s Eve) per year on a year by year basis to be approved by council during budget retreat each year. We currently have four (eight if council approves the four being requested) permanent part-time employees who work a daily schedule. This would equal 5 hours per holiday and 20 hours per year per each permanent PT employee.



6- We will see a 1.5% increase to our health insurance premium for a total increase of approximately $2,250 in the general fund.  



7- There is not an increase in our Utah State Retirement contribution for FY2016_17. 



8- The Revenue from the RAP Tax will be divided accordingly: 80% Parks and Trails and 20% Arts. We budgeted $50,000 in FY2015_16; however, we are on track to receive roughly $68,000 by end of this FY ($54,400 Parks/Trails and $13,600 Arts). We have budgeted $70,000 in FY2016_17 which equates to $56,000 Parks/Trails and $14,000 Arts. This money is restricted for these two uses and will roll over each year (if amount is not used). 



FY2016_17 has the following RAP projects for Parks and Trails (out of $56,000):



a) Canyon View Restroom = $70,000 ($140,000 total project costs, includes $70,000 Impact Fee and $14,000 from FY2015_16 RAP Tax). This project was budgeted FY2015_16 but will not take place until FY2016_17.



FY2016_17 has the following commitments for Arts (out of $14,000):



a) Tuacahn = $5,000 per year for 20 years (2016-2025)

b) Swiss Days = $5,000 per year??? To be determined… 



9- Regarding the MBA:

Below is the $$ amounts that can be used towards the MBA payment from the following impact fees:

· Public Safety - $1,396,850. This amount can be used sooner than later since there are no projects in the near future. This is 40% of the eligible costs from public safety that can be used toward the payment of the City Hall building.

· Parks - $237,845. This amount will have to be limited as there are other pressing projects. This is 4% from the eligible costs from Parks that can be used towards the payment of the City Hall building.

· Sewer - $179,079. This amount will have to be limited as there are other pressing projects. This is 11% of the eligible costs from Sewer that can be used towards the payment of the City Hall building.

· Streets - $34,829. This is 1% of the eligible costs from Streets that can be used towards the payment of the City Hall building. *streets will meet its maximum this FY

· Storm Water - $169,520. This amount is somewhat limited due to the Hwy 91 project we are doing this year. This is 7% of the eligible cost from Storm Water that can be used towards the payment of the City Hall building.

For FY2016_17 if we only use the % allocated (see above) to the City Hall bond (MBA), based on 50 permits we get the following: $17,483 from Police, $7,812 from Parks, $1,078 from Streets, $1,972 from Sewer, and $1,812 from Storm Water for a total of $24,123. Parks has a lot of projects so I don’t recommend we take more than their percent at this time; however, we don’t have a project for public safety on the near horizon and sewer and streets we have impact fees that need to be used per state law; therefore, if council wants to use more impact fees to pay the MBA, then I would suggest the majority comes from public safety, sewer, and streets. Public Safety currently has ($175,000) and Sewer currently has ($223,000) available (as of 2/1/2016) that can be used in addition to the percentages stated above. After FY2016_17 Streets will have fulfilled its total % allocated to the MBA and will no longer be eligible to participate. See breakout below.

For example:

If we budget to have 50 permits issued (new homes) we would budget to use the following from the five eligible impact fees:

Public Safety = $17,483 which is 40% of $43,708; plus an additional $60,000 ($77,483)

Parks = $7,812 which is 4% of $195,300

Sewer = $1,972 which is 11% of $17,930; plus an additional $60,000 ($61,972)

Streets = $1,078 which is 1% of $107,750; plus an additional $32,889 ($33,967)

Storm Water = $1,812 which is 7% of $25,890; plus an additional $3,000 ($4,812)

*This totals $186,046 to help pay the MBA payment of $268,113 for FY2016_17. This leaves $82,067 to come from the General Fund. 

*When the Power and Water Impact Fee analysis is completed and adopted, they will also have a percentage similar to those above that can be paid towards the MBA.

10- With all the above incorporated into the budget, the General Fund is balanced with an 18.24% or $780,516 fund balance. As stated in #1 the total FY 2016_17 General Fund budget has increased 6.94% or $277,635 from the current 2015_16 approved budget. 









FY 2016-17 Enterprise Funds Budget Highlights



Power:		A decrease of $728,289 (-13.55) from FY2015_16. Due mainly to no large capital expenses and a slight reduction in UAMPS power purchase, engineering, power ownership costs w/UAMPS, and a reduction in transfers to the general fund. *This also includes one additional FT lineman apprentice who has been working in the power the last year on a part-time basis. The person is Dan Callahan and has been with the city for a few years and this last year he has been helping out part-time in the power department. Jack is asking that council approves him to be 100% in the power department as an entry-level apprentice. Jack will be available for your questions on Wednesday regarding all the enterprise funds etc.



Water:		An increase of $196,783 (8.93%) from FY2015_16. The majority of this is due to two final bond payments totaling approximately $276,000 that will be retired/gone in FY2017_18.





Sewer:		A decrease of $177,866 (-19.16) from FY2015_16.	Due mainly to no large capital expenses, a slight reduction in debt service, and transfers to the general fund.
