The Division of Water Quality (DWQ) of the Utah Department of Environmental Quality is pleased to announce that the Draft 2016 Integrated Report (IR) on the conditions of Utah’s surface waters of the State (e.g., streams, lakes, etc.) is open for public comment.  To meet our obligations under the Clean Water Act, DWQ compiles all existing and readily available data every two years to identify the surface waters that meet and fail to meet the designated beneficial uses assigned to a waterbody in DWQ’s water quality standards.  Beneficial uses that are reported on in this Report include potential source of drinking water, primary and secondary contact recreation, aquatic life, and agriculture.
