Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 7:00pm.  Mayor Swenson offered the opening prayer and Carole Larsen led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS
Drew LeRoy – Restrooms/showers are especially needed at the Welcome Park.  Climbers will benefit as well as everyone else.  Right now the climbers are showering at Food Ranch.  He charges $4.00 if they have a towel and $5.00 if they do not have a towel.

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Carole Larsen moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Janet Tuttle – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Kirk McQuivey – aye.  Motion passed.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Kirk McQuivey moved to approve minutes of previous meetings.  Second Janet Tuttle.  Motion passed.

4.  JULIE WILSON – RESTROOM/SHOWERS AT WELCOME PARK
Julie Wilson appeared before the council to discuss the restroom/showers at the Welcome Park.  She doesn’t want the restroom to be an eyesore.  Castle Dale has eight sets of restrooms.  Ferron has five sets of restrooms and Huntington has three sets of restrooms.   We should not ruin the beauty of the park because the restroom is not maintained.  Senator Hinkins commented that the Rest Area in Emery looks pretty good.  What money is left after construction can be used for anything we want.

5.  ORANGEVILLE CITY LIBRARY – DONATION

We will see about getting letterhead from the city attorney and send the next letter from him.
