VISITORS:  Ryan Savage, Launa Albrecht and Deputy Eric McArt.

1.  WELCOME:  Mayor Albrecht

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Led by Mayor Albrecht

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion for approval of minutes from the April 13, 2016 Town Council Meeting was made by Councilmember Harward and seconded by Councilmember Rickenbach.  Motion carried upon unanimous voting by Councilmembers Harward, Rickenbach and Foster. 

4. PENDING BUSINESS:  None

5. MARTINEZ PROPERTY – Christy Finley:  Mrs. Finley was not in attendance, so at the request of Mayor Albrecht, Clerk Bybee explained that the Martinez property was for sale, and that Mrs. Finley thought she had a buyer for the property, who may want to add on to the current residence.  The property does not have irrigation water, and does not meet the current zoning requirement of two acres.  

6. TREASURER BUSINESS:  a. Payment of Bills – Bills to be paid were reviewed.  Motion for payment of bills as presented was given by Councilmember Rickenbach.  Second was given by Councilmember Foster and motion carried following unanimous votes from Councilmember Rickenbach, Foster and Harward.  

b.  Preliminary 2016/2017 Budget:  Treasurer Warner reviewed the proposed preliminary budget.  Following a brief discussion, motion to approve the preliminary budget for 2016/2017 was made by Councilmember Rickenbach and seconded by Councilmember Foster.  Motion carried following affirmative voting by Councilmember Rickenbach, Councilmember Foster and Councilmember Harward. 
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	A budget public hearing will be scheduled for June 8, 2016 at 6:30 p.m.

7.  PARK GRANT – Launa Albrecht:  Mrs. Albrecht expressed that she would like to see the Glenwood Town Park playground equipment updated and improved.  She stated that she had been in contact with Central Valley and found out that their new playground equipment costs were $110,000.  They worked with Great Western Parks, a division of Game Time in Logan Utah, and they offer a 50-50 match program.  Game Time covered 50 % of the cost involved, because Central Valley was rural, and not a revenue generating city, much like Glenwood.  Central Valley raised part of the needed funds by holding a silent auction and a dinner, and also applied for grant money to reach their goal of $55,000.  

Mrs. Albrecht stated that she had been in contact with other companies as well as Great Western Parks, who were aware she was shopping around and she felt that they would all be willing to do some bargaining with Glenwood Town.  She said that she would be happy to make it all happen, and felt like a realistic time table would be about one year.  

Mayor Albrecht expressed appreciation for Mrs. Albrecht’s willingness and explained that with the flood channel project in the works, CIB and CDBG would probably be out of the question for funding.  Mrs. Albrecht stated that she was looking in other areas for funding, and explained that there were grants available for projects that would benefit disabled children.  She stated that she was willing to apply for and write grants.  

Mayor Albrecht said he was aware of federal funding recently given to states, and that parks and recreation were mentioned as being eligible for the funding.  He said he would get the website information to Mrs. Albrecht.  

It was agreed to get funds in order first, and then plan the design for the playground.  

Mrs. Albrecht said she would appreciate any fundraising ideas.  Councilmembers were very agreeable with Mrs. Albrecht’s proposed project and thanked her for her enthusiasm and interest.  

8. FLOOD CHANNEL:  Mayor Albrecht reported that there was no news from NRCS or McMillan.  He said he had communicated with Bradley Bartholomew regarding the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant, and had been informed that our NOI did not meet the FEMA priorities for the current grant cycle.  Mr. Bartholomew stated that as it stands, our project would be at the bottom of the list as it does not include green infrastructure or restoration.

The mayor stated that he would turn in the application anyway, as it would demonstrate to CIB that Glenwood Town had made efforts to obtain other funding.  
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A discussion was held regarding the consideration of Engineering Companies.  Mayor Albrecht reported that the main office for Ensign Engineering was located in Sandy Utah, 
and owned by a number of individuals.  He said most of their projects have been fairly large and were located in the northern part of the state.  He explained that he had not requested a resume from Ensign because of the quality of workmanship previously provided.     
	
	Mayor Albrecht referred to Jones and DeMille Engineering as an excellent firm with high 	quality workmanship.  Council was then referred to a packet from Savage Surveying, 
	citing their project experience and outlining the qualifications of their employees.  

	Mayor and Council were in agreement that if money was to be considered, Savage
[bookmark: _GoBack]Surveying and perhaps Ensign would more than likely be more reasonable than Jones and DeMille.  Councilmember Rickenbach questioned Mr. Savage about itemizing bills and was told that if Glenwood Town wanted bills to be itemized they would be glad to do it.  

Mayor Albrecht expressed concerns about payments having to be made before funding was received.  Mr. Savage explained that up front they would come in and scope out the project, do the calculations, and then submit an engineer’s estimate.  He assured Council that any requirement to pay for services would be contingent on the project actually being done, and that his company would be on the hook for whatever they spent until funding was received. 

Mayor Albrecht explained that the flood channel project was the priority, but that in the event that funding could not be obtained for that project, he would like to have an alternative to rebuild and reshoulder 100 East, as well as do the drainages.  

Councilmembers agreed with Mayor Albrecht that if funding could not be obtained for the flood channel project, an alternative road project should be in place.  No road money will be spent this year, but will be banked in order to have better funding in place before attempting to acquire CIB or CDBG funds.  

Motion was made by Councilmember Harward to approve Savage Surveying for the upcoming flood channel and road work.  Second was given by Councilmember Rickenbach, and unanimous votes were received from Councilmembers Harward, Rickenbach and Foster.  

Timing was discussed with Mr. Savage regarding application dates.  It was decided to meet together and determine exactly what the proposed projects would entail before deciding on application dates.  
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9.  PARK:  Councilmember Harward reported that things were going well at the park.  A brief discussion was held regarding a July 24th celebration and fundraising efforts.  More discussion on the subject will be held at next month’s meeting.  

10.  CEMETERY:   Mayor Albrecht asked Ryan Savage to come up with a ball park figure for new cemetery mapping.  Mr. Savage said he would contact the Town office with the information.  

11.  ANIMAL CONTROL:  No business

12.  CULINARY WATER:  It was reported that water tests were satisfactory.  

13.  STREETS:  A brief discussion regarding the Wolverine project and any effects to Glenwood roads was held.  Mayor Albrecht explained that approximately 40 truckloads about the same weight as a cement truck were expected, and that the major traffic would take place in a 10-15 day period of time.  He stated that Wolverine would be placing additional speed limit signs which would be left in place and that he had requested signage warning of large trucks ahead.  

Deputy McArt suggested that Glenwood Town request an electronic speed limit sign from Wolverine.

Mayor Albrecht stated that he would meet with Councilmember Foster and Don Bybee to assess drainage issues.  

14. ZONING:  A brief discussion was held regarding the notices given to Jerry Brown, Dwight Brown and Allen and Waldo Martinez.  Council was in agreement to move forward with abatements for the Jerry Brown and Martinez properties. It was reported that Mr. Billingsly would turn in abatement estimates for consideration before proceeding.  Mayor Albrecht recommended that a budget for abatements be included in next year’s budget. 

15.  ADJOURNMENT:  Moved, seconded and approved to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.
