1.  Call to Order.  Mayor Allred calls the room to order and welcomes the guests.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance.  David Ence leads the Pledge of Allegiance.

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  No one has any disclosures or declarations of conflict of interest.
5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM MARCH 10, 2016 TOWN BOARD MEETING AND THE SPECIAL MARCH 16, 2016 MEETING.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the minutes from the above stated meeting.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the minutes from the March 10, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the minutes from the March 16, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Cornelius moves to approve the minutes from the March 16, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  2017 BUDGET-TEMPORARILY ADOPT AND SET DATE FOR PUBLIC HEARING.    Mayor Allred asks the clerk to talk about the budget.  The clerk asks if there were any questions pertaining to the 2017 Budget.  No one has any questions on the 2017 budget.  The Clerk recommends having the 2017 budget public hearing at the next Town Board meeting which is June 9, 2016.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to temporarily adopt the 2017 budget and set the date for the public hearing for June 9, 2016.  Councilor Allred moves to temporarily adopt the 2017 budget and set the date for the public hearing for June 9, 2016.  Councilor Batty seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
[bookmark: _GoBack]7.  GAIL POLITICA-NUISANCE ISSUES AT RED LEDGE CAMPGROUND.  Mayor Allred turns the time over to Gail Politica.  Politica states that she would like to hand the time over to her lawyer first and then she will finish up.  Scott Burns said he will be brief.  He states that Politica came in to see her a month ago, and he has talked to her a couple of times since then and again tonight, and she said that things had gotten better.  He didn’t know what type of approach to take.  She talked about the bathroom getting clogged up, throwing eggs and revving their engines until one and two in the morning.  Scott Burns said that is not the Kanarraville I know, and not the neighbors I know.  He said she said since the city had an attorney she felt she needed one, but I don’t see an attorney tonight.  He states that we know Gail a lot better than he does and for a lot longer, and he thinks she wants to be a good citizen and good neighbor.  She feels like sometimes it is just hard.  He told Gail that sometimes you have to get along to get along.  And he thinks all she wants is to be a good neighbor but to have folks help her.  He asks what the curfew is.  Politica said they don’t have a curfew.  Councilor Allred said unofficially it is 11:00 to 7:00.  Councilor Allred said he talked to the Sherriff yesterday and the sheriff said they recognize it as 11:00 to 7:00.  The last call Politica made to the sheriff was at 9:15, for bouncing basketballs too loud.  It wasn’t Deputy Anderson, it was Deputy Devon, he came down and talked to the kids and he said he was mad he didn’t bring his basketball shoes to join in.  Burns asks Politica if it was 9:15.  She said it was, but it is an hour to two hours to get here.  And she had already gone over to talk to the kids and the officer who showed up, did not show up for at least an hour and a half.  They are shooting more basketballs the whole time.  They are revving up their ATVs and this is after she got over there at 10:30.  Every time she goes over to ask them to hold it down, they play hide and seek across this whole town.  Politica states you guys don’t know how lucky you are that none of your kids have gotten in an accident  yet because they drive crazy then they laugh about it.  She said she has had garbage bags emptied on her front yard several times, she has two cars vandalized, her bathrooms vandalized and a trailer vandalized.  Now she has a security system there.  The next time any of this stuff happens…she has been egged twice.  She adds that the Iron County Ordinance is 10:00 to 7:00.  Councilor Allred said we are incorporated.  We are not the county.  Politica said but the park is a public park and you guys are saying people can go over there all the time, but yet at this parking lot up here they have to be out by 10:00.  Councilor Allred said  he will come down and talk to the kids, but the sheriff said they will not be coming in with lights and sirens for a nuisance issue because it’s not life threatening.  Councilor Allred said the Sheriff looks at it as you are taking resources from the county to come down here for a nuisance.  What if someone has a heart attack and dies and we have a paramedic down here talking about basketballs being dribbled.  You are also calling the dispatch center, what if someone is calling at the same time with a stroke or heart attack?  Politica said she is not calling 911.  Councilor Allred said it is the same dispatch.  It doesn’t matter if you call 943-9445 or 0662, it is still the same operators.  Politica said your son and your grandson, (meaning Mayor Allred) don’t even have a driver’s license, and they go “we don’t have to obey any laws, because we are from Kanarra.  My dad’s a cop and my grandfather is the Mayor.  Scott Burns says he would like to speak with Politica.  He didn’t know she had been calling at 9:15.  Councilor Allred said his plans are, since he has talked to the sheriff, he asked Deputy Anderson to come down to talk to you with all of us, he plans on coming down tomorrow night and talking to all the kids and explaining to them one more time the best he can, but they are kids, and after 11:00 the sheriff said you can go ahead and call, they will still come down after 11:00, but if it is only a nuisance, they are not  going to come hauling butt for you for a nuisance.  They only thing they will get on the kids about is if they don’t have their helmets on their 4-wheelers.  I am on your side to a point but I am also on the kid’s side to a point.  Politica said we had a truce last year where they stopped playing at 10:30 then they would be quiet.  Councilor Allred said but you are making a truce with kids that don’t care what the truce is.  It has been a year and all winter and they are out and about.  The sheriff is hoping that we can work something out so you are not clogging the dispatch center and taking resources from the county that might need more emergency response.  He will personally talk to the kids.  Politica states that she doesn’t see why they have to bounce four basketballs at a time.  Mayor Allred said you can’t change that.  It has been a park since he moved here, and if you want to do a dirt fight with the kids, you will lose.  Councilor Allred said the basketball court has been there for years.  Politica said yes, but they didn’t play night games all night.  Mayor Allred said they have played night games since he moved here.  Politica said she has an offer from the Pligs, so she will sell to them.  
8.  ENOCH BUILDING DEPARTMENT-DISCUSS OPTIONS.  Councilor Allred said as of right now, Enoch doesn’t have a building inspector.  Dave Nelson has taken the Cedar City position.  Iron County Corp. is covering all the inspections in Enoch City as of right now.  We don’t know who or if they are going to hire a replacement.  They may go back to contract with Iron County Corp.  So what do we do?  Mayor Allred asks why we left the county.  The Clerk said Keith Williams made the change when he was Mayor because he was unhappy with one of their inspectors.  Mayor Allred asks if the county will take us back.  Councilor Allred said he has talked to Chad and Terry both and they would be willing to take us back.  Mayor Allred asks what the cuts were.  The Clerk said the county split was 40/60 their favor.  Enoch was 50/50 split.  Mayor Allred said at one time he tried to negotiate them down, but they wouldn’t.  Mayor Allred said he is not opposed to using the county, he wants the percentage to be fair.  The Clerk asks about the permits that are pending now, will they go to the county?  Councilor Allred said that is what it’s going to be because if anyone has to call for an inspection now they have to call the county because Enoch doesn’t have a guy.  But they can’t enforce the energy code because we’ve already grandfathered the four permits that are going, so they are going to have to leave that alone.  That is like another $5,000 on a building permit to do the energy code upgrades.  They can’t force that, but that is who will be inspecting us until Enoch decides what they are going to do.  Cedar City Corp couldn’t even find a qualified inspector.  Dave was the only one certified.  Mayor Allred thinks Iron County would be the best option but he thinks we should talk to Enoch first and see what their intentions are.  He asks the clerk to call and open the subject with Enoch then report back to him.  The clerk said he would.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion.  Councilor Shugart moves to discuss with Enoch what the options are and report to the mayor.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
9.  FURTHER DISCUSSION ON COMPACTION AND OVER EXCAVATION.  Mayor Allred asks about this agenda item.  Councilor Allred said that is all going to change.  If we go with the county it is a must.  If Enoch city gets a new inspector, they might say we need to start doing it.  Mayor Allred said let’s table it.  
10.  USED SNOW PLOW FROM IRON COUNTY-VOTE TO APPROVE THE $3,500.00 PURCHASE.  Mayor Allred said he is very happy with the new snow plow.  The clerk said it is all insured and ready to go.  We approved it at the last meeting, but not the cost so we need to do that now.  Councilor Allred said they fixed the sander, so we can sand the streets.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the $3,500.00 cost for the used snow plow from Iron County.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
11.  DANA REGOUSKI-TREE TRIMMIMNG IN KANARRAVILLE EASEMENT AT 76 N. 300 E.-WILL KANARRA TOWN TRIM THE TREE?  Dena Regouski states that the big cottonwood on the town property over by her house needs trimming.  It still has limbs coming down from the Mother’s Day Storm.  She has an estimate of $800.00.  Mayor Allred asks if we could do it with maintenance men.  Her is told it would require a professional.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion.  Councilor Allred moves to trim the tree on the town property near Dana Regouski.  Councilor Batty seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
12.  4TH OF JULY CELEBRATION LINE UP-COUNCILOR STONEY SHUGART.  Councilor Shugart asks if we will celebrate on the 4th which is a Monday or move the celebration to one of the weekend days.  He is told we always celebrate on the day of unless it is a Sunday.  Councilor Shugart said Jewell from New Harmony wants to have a ball game between Kanarraville and New Harmony the Saturday before the 4th.  Councilor Allred asks if the ball field will be accessible by the 4th of July.  The clerk said Keith Williams said it would be.  Councilor Shugart said he would check with Randy Williams and see if he would spearhead that.  Councilor Shugart said the line-up for the 4th will be the same as last year unless anyone wants any changes.  The line-up is:  Line up for Parade, 9:30.  Parade, 10:00.  Program, 10:30 at the Cobble Crest.  Hamburger fundraiser at Cobble Crest, 12:00.  Sports, 2:00.  Ball game, 4:30 and Dance, 8:30.  The clerk said he will get it in the newsletter.  He asks if we could get the ice machine working so we can move around the snack shack.  Councilor Shugart will get that hooked up.  Councilor Shugart said the theme for this year’s celebration will be coming.
13.  NEW TREES APPROVAL AT BALL PARK.  The clerk said he is to blame for the mix up with the trees.  Keith Williams came in to see how much money was in the Parks and Recreation budget.  He told Keith there was about $8,000 left in the parks and recreation budget, but that we needed to discuss the purchase in town board.  However the clerk didn’t write it on the agenda outline, or press the issue, and we had the money in the budget, but Keith Williams went ahead and bought the trees without board approval.  Councilor Shugart said if he is head of Park and Recreation, he should be more informed.  There are a lot of things we want to do like the snack shack at the Cobble Crest.  Also fruit trees aren’t the best choice of tree for that area.  The clerk said Councilor Shugart is right.  He apologizes for the mistake and said he should have done better getting it on the agenda, and all expenditures should be approved by Town Board.
14.  BUDGET REVIEW, CURRENT YEAR BUDGET AMENDMENTS, EXPENDITURE APPROVALS.  The Clerk reports that General Government is at 87.5%.  Public Safety is at 175.8%.  The budget amendment for the June meeting for Public Safety will be about 31,500.00 which includes the bill from Cedar City Corp.  Highway’s and Streets is at 121% so we are looking at a budget amendment there at about $3,500.00.  Parks and recreation still has $7,633.00 left.  They are at 75%.  We will not be amending that budget, but we will be amending the cemetery budget by about $3,000 as they are wrapping up the ongoing project down there.  The clerk asks if there are any questions on the current expenditures.  Mayor Allred said we still need to know how much the new trees were.  The clerk said he was still waiting on that, but he expects it will be $1,300.00 to $1,500.00.  It won’t be enough to take the Parks and Recreation budget over.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the May 12, 2016 expenditures.  Councilor Cornelius moves to approve the expenditures from May 12.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
15.  OPEN MEETING TRAINING.  The Clerk said it is time for open meeting training.  That happens every year in May.  The Clerk gives the open meeting training to Town Board which discusses open meetings, postings, agendas, closed sessions, and many other relevant topics concerned with keeping meetings open to the public.  There are no questions on the presentation.  
16.  NEW BUSINESS.  There isn’t any new business to discuss.  
17.  COUNCILOR’S REPORTS.  Councilor Allred does not have anything to report.  Councilor Shugart doesn’t have anything to report.  Councilor Cornelius doesn’t have anything to report.  Councilor Batty doesn’t have anything to report.
18.  MAYOR’S REPORT.  Mayor Allred reports that our VOC’s were within acceptable levels after our tank #1 renovation.  We need to empty it and refill it.  He feels like we should ask Tony Cornelius to drain it and re-fill it.  It is decided to ask Tony Cornelius to take care of this.  
19.  ADJOURN.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Councilor Cornelius moves to adjourn the meeting.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
The meeting adjourns at 8:20 p.m.
