Commissioner Burdick moved to go into and out of closed session for the purpose of discussing pending or reasonably imminent litigation at 9:05 A.M. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Landfill Department Update
Landfill Director Hal Giles & Uintah Basin Standard Reporter Nichole Nelson joined the meeting at 9:55 A.M…
Director Giles stated that DEQ suggested that they put up a wind fence on the east side of the Landfill.  He also stated that it’s Wasatch County’s free dump week so there are lots of loads coming in.  
Consideration Of New Utah Posting Requirements For Reasonable Accommodation For Pregnancy, Childbirth, Breastfeeding Or Related Conditions
Payroll & Benefits Administrator Becky Caton joined the meeting at 10:00 A.M…  Commissioner Burdick excused himself from the meeting at 10:01 A.M…
Administrator Caton stated that this was discussed in last week’s meeting and no changes have been made.  This is an adaptation of a policy we have in our manual.  Commissioner Todd motioned to adopt the new posting requirements as presented.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Funding For Safety Apparel
Public Works Director Ben Henderson joined the meeting at 10:03 A.M… Commissioner Burdick rejoined the meeting at 10:04 A.M…
Director Henderson stated that the crusher crew has safety concerns about the vests so they are considering safety shirt styled vests and asked this to be on the agenda so they know if employees need to pay for them or if the county does.  Each employee in his department receives a $125 uniform allowance so they could pay for it that way.  Chairman Winterton suggested that the county provide the vest styled shirts for the Road Department.  Director Henderson stated that he will get them ordered.
Public Works Update
Director Henderson reported that the Red Creek Road project is half completed; they have the culverts in and the road base down.  They restructured it and raised the road in some areas so that the rain moves towards the hill not the pond.  He also reported that they should be done with the Moon Lake Road project next Wednesday and they will take the zipper to Yellowstone today.
Consideration Of Allowing The Beer Wagon At The 2016 Duchesne County Fair
Duchesne City Mayor RoJean Rowley & Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 10:18 A.M…  Clerk/Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 10:21 A.M…
Mayor Rowley stated that she supports the Veterans and having the beer wagon at the County Fair that is the only way that the American Legion raises money.  The money goes for many things such as flags at the high school, flags along main street, Boy’s State, crosses at the cemetery and many other projects.  Commissioner Burdick stated that they have discussed other means of sources for funding but our insurance company is pushing us to get rid of the beer wagon due to the liability.  Mayor Rowely asked if they could proceed with the beer wagon this year and figure something else out for next.  Attorney Tingey stated that they require almost all of the vendors at the fair to carry insurance, but if we have a contract with them, it would help with the liability.  Auditor Evans stated that there were problems in the past with the beer wagon, but they have been resolved.  Official Mott stated that due to the timing, he would like to see the beer wagon continue this year.  Commissioner Todd stated that he would like to know how much the American Legion made last year off of the beer wagon.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to allow the beer wagon at the Duchesne County Fair this year to fund the American Legion & look at other options next year.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of A Building Department Vehicle
Official Mott stated that he has a 2010 Ford Escape with 123,000 miles on it and the air conditioner doesn’t work.  It would cost $1,200 to repair it, but the car is only worth approximately $5,000.  He will get a quote from JT Enterprises and go from there.

Centennial Event Center Update
Event Coordinator Kody Abbott joined the meeting at 10:49 A.M…
Coordinator Abbott presented the attached update sheet and stated that he received a bid for the riding arena from ClearSpan in the amount of $187,889.  He reported that he met with Marcie Tucker from TriCounty Health and they discussed designated smoking areas at the fairgrounds.  Commissioner Burdick suggested that they receive an update on how much money has been brought in and the cost of operation and maintenance.  Coordinator Abbott stated that he hasn’t had any luck with getting volunteers to clean the Event Center and so he is going to try to get community service people to help.

Consideration Of A Minor Subdivision Plat And Deed, Dividing And Conveying County Property In The Lake Boreham-Midview Area

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 11:19 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that Duchesne County is preparing to improve the Lake Boreham Road east of Midview Reservoir.  The deed has been prepared and so has the minor subdivision plat.  Commissioner Todd motioned to authorize Chairman Winterton to sign the deed and plat, dividing and conveying county property.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Comments On The Enefit American Oil Utility Corridor Project Draft EIS

Administrator Hyde stated that the project is in Uintah County but we ask the BLM to approve the utility rights of way as requested by Enefit.  If they don’t get the rights of way, they will have to truck in the product which would increase public safety, health from emissions and cause damage to roads.  Commissioner Todd motioned in support of the letter.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding The Energy Gateway South Transmission Project Final EIS Comments

Administrator Hyde stated that they got it right and they have our full support so we agree with the final EIS.   Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the letter as presented.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Maintenance And Landscaping On County Owned Property Located At 515 S Highway 191 In Duchesne

Attorney Tingey & Administrator Hyde excused themselves at 11:34 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that this is the house that the county acquired to build the Event Center.  We committed landscaping and fencing and the funds to pay for it are part of the Event Center.  The renters can’t fulfill their end of the agreement until we do this.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve funding for landscaping and fencing at 515 S Highway 191 in Duchesne.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 16-05, A Resolution Adopting And Updating The County Procurement Code

Attorney Tingey re-joined the meeting at 11:39 A.M…
Attorney Tingey stated that the original code was confusing and nobody knew what it meant; this updated one should clear up any confusion.  Chairman Winterton stated that they have discussed the local preference portion due to an issue that was raised when the bids were awarded for garbage.  Our situation is unique where Ballard has the same zip code as Roosevelt; he doesn’t like the definition.  Attorney Allred stated that you could do it as principal place of business or make it as a totality.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent.
Discussion And Consideration Of An Appeal From The Auditor’s Tax Sale

Recorder Shelley Brennan & Duchesne County Resident Don Wickham joined the meeting at 12:07 P.M… Administrator Hyde & Auditor Evans re-joined the meeting at 12:07 P.M…
Attorney Tingey stated that the county’s responsibility is to protect the taxes being owed and to collect taxes on property.  The county is under no obligation to research what has happened in a private contract.  The zoning ordinance when it was subdivided was in violation of the law.  The law says that any subdivision that has not been recorded can become void and invalid.  The county never took the action to invalidate the deed.  The deed was recorded with the property description and the plat was never recorded.  Administrator Hyde stated that he issued a notice of noncompliance and it put a lien on that property.  Attorney Tingey stated that any invalid tax title still transfers at a tax sale, even though it’s an invalid deed.  It’s his opinion that the tax title should be in whoever’s name that bought it at the tax sale.  Mr. Wickham stated that when Diane Cramer’s house was in foreclosure, this piece was not included because she knew that she would transfer it into my name.  His property isn’t worth anything without this 56 foot piece of property because you have to have 1 acre to be able to do anything with it.  Administrator Hyde stated that commonly in the past on the tax sales if there is a small piece of property, the county usually contacts adjoining land owners to see if they want it and gives it to them; it’s too bad that this didn’t happen in this case.  Recorder Brennan stated that she has told Mr. Wickham to file quiet title action, probate it, or purchase it at the tax sale.  Administrator Hyde stated that he feels it was a title error and it should be invalidated because of the notice of noncompliance, by filing the notice that it’s unlawful for anyone to sell the property.  Allowing this to be ignored won’t allow us to enforce the terms of our own document.  The title company also missed Mr. Wickham as an interested party.  Recorder Brennan stated that they can’t fix the deed, they will have to get an order from a judge in order to do so.
Consideration Of Ratifying The May 19, 2016 Tax Sale

Commissioner Todd motioned to ratify the May 19, 2016 tax sale excluding PT-0001-0124 the Diane Cramer property.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
