Mayor Cottle called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Councilmember Wangsgard was excused from the meeting.
Approval of Agenda
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the agenda as written COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH MOVED TO APPROVE THE MEETING AGENDA AS OUTLINED. COUNCILMEMBER CRAW SECONDED THE MOTION, WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Approval of Minutes
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the March 1, 2016 meeting minutes. COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH MOVED TO APPROVE THE MARCH 1, 2016 MEETING MINUTES AS WRITTEN.  COUNCILMEMBER HATCH SECONDED THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Public Comment:
There was no public comment at this time.

Agenda items:
Discussion on water hook-ups- Scott and Melissa Swenson
Scott and Mellissa Swenson explained that they are purchasing land here in Trenton and would like a water hook-up.  They have been told that Trenton has a moratorium on new water hook-ups but would like a letter stating that one will be available when the spring redevelopment is completed.  They asked if they could begin building and then hook into the town water system when the moratorium was over.  It was explained that a new home would require a Zoning Clearance, and that part of the clearance process is obtaining water hook-up approval.  The Swenson’s asked how long the redevelopment project would take; Councilmember Craw stated that the town was hoping to have it completed by this fall.  They asked for a letter that states a water hook-up will be issued after the project has been completed.  The council stated that they would have a letter written stating that water hook-ups would be issued once the water situation was taken care of.  Councilmember Craw stated that they were welcome to check with him to keep updated on the status.

Recreation department update- Councilmember Hatch
Councilmember Hatch stated that the Easter Egg Hunt went great; Kami Egan has volunteered to be in charge of it next year.  Councilmember Hatch is planning for Cinco de Mayo; she stated that it would be held May 5 at 7 p.m. at the town park.  She stated that Lee’s would be catering Enchiladas and that town residents will be asked to bring other Mexican dishes to share.  She also shared that plans for the 24th are coming along.  She will be posting more information online, on the Trenton Friends and Neighbors Facebook page, as it becomes available.

Councilmember Craw reviewed water issues that occurred during the month of March.  He stated that there have been further problems, some pipe separation; at the Amagla interconnect building that he is working on fixing.  He also stated that the town was awarded funding through the CDBG program which will go towards the remaining transmission line update.  Councilmember Craw stated that he needed Mayor Cottle signature on the engineering contract.

Councilmember Brough stated 800 South needs road grading but he is going to wait until it dries up to have it done.
