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Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Trenton Town Council held on Thursday May 19, 2016 at 7:30 p.m., in the Trenton Town Hall, 17 East Main Street, Trenton, Utah.

Mayor Cottle called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  

Approval of Agenda
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the agenda as written COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH MOVED TO APPROVE THE MEETING AGENDA AS OUTLINED. COUNCILMEMBER CRAW SECONDED THE MOTION, WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Public Comment:
Rob Smith verified with the Council that the resolution regarding the ballot issue on the Water Conservancy District would be put on the June agenda.  The Council stated that they would have it on the June agenda. 

Agenda items:
Eagle Scout Project, repaint “T” on the hill-Jorgen Smith
Jorgen Smith stated that he is working on an Eagle Scout Project and that he would like to repaint the “T” on Trenton Hill.  He asked if the town would contribute $150-$200 toward the project.  The council stated that they would.  Councilmember Craw suggested that it would be cool to have the “T” lit for the 24th.  Macall Smith stated that they had talked about lighting it the night before the celebration during the night-time glow run.  The Council stated that they liked the idea.  Councilmember Wangsgard suggested talking with Pauline Udy about the details, explaining that Pauline had helped with the project the last time it was painted.

Alice Sparks clean-up of trailers/unfinished construction of home on 400 West under the Nuisance Ordinance- Councilmember Wangsgard
Councilmember Wangsgard stated that she has talked with the attorney about dealing with the two abandoned mobile homes and the unfinished house on the property owned by Alice Sparks.  She explained that under the town’s Nuisance ordinance the town can have them cleaned up and removed.  Councilmember Wangsgard explained the process.  She stated that first the Council would need to vote to pursue abating the Nuisance, next a letter would be sent out informing the property owner of the decision as well as what needed to be done in order to abate the nuisance.  Mayor Cottle asked Andrew Sparks what the plans for the house are.  Mr. Sparks stated that he plans on removing both abandoned mobile homes and that the other house just needs to be skirted and then would be finished.  Mr. Sparks stated that he would come to the June meeting with a plan for abating the nuisance.  The Council asked that the issue be put on the agenda for the June meeting.

Councilmember Craw discussed a break in the transmission line that he will be repairing.  He stated that he felt it was an old break in the line but that it is just coming to the surface because he sees no changes in the inflow numbers.    

CDBG 2nd public hearing
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Cottle opened the 2nd Public hearing for CDBG program at 7:53 p.m.  Mayor Cottle stated that this hearing is being held to allow all citizens to provide input concerning the project which was awarded under the 2016 Community Development Block Grant Program.  The city has amended its capital investment plan and decided to apply for funds on behalf of the Transmission Line from the splitter box to Goody spring.  Mayor Cottle stated that Councilmember Craw would be the Project Manager.  The Mayor explained that the application was successful in the regional rating and ranking process and the Transmission Line has received $160,000.00 in funding.  Mayor Cottle explained the project to those in attendance.  Mayor Cottle asked for any comment, questions and concerns from the public.  There were no questions.  Mayor Cottle stated that copies of the capital investment plan are available if anyone would like a copy.  There were no comments and the hearing was adjourned at 7:57 p.m.

Mayor Cottle updated the Council on the funding for the three town redevelopment project.  He stated that the Drinking Water Board approved the increase in funding.  This will allow for the project to be done right.  He stated that the engineer felt that the project could still be completed with the initial budget, but if needed the additional money would be available.  He stated that they are looking at starting August 1st this will allow the town to get through most of the summer without having to cut out Big Birch, allowing for more available water this summer.
