Resolution 2016-03-01- 1.	Resolution 2016-03-01- A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF $632,000 WATER REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2016, FOR THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS; AUTHORIZING ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS AND ACTION; AND RELATED MATTERS. Scott Archibald explained that this resolution is authorizing Trenton to first take out a loan for $632,000 and then enter into an Interlocal agreement with Clarkston and Newton obligating each community to each be responsible to payback 1/3 of the loan as well as costs that may be incurred as a result of the project.  The council discussed the reason for Trenton taking on the full dollar amount of the loan, explaining that with Trenton’s per capita income being lower than Clarkston’s or Newton’s per capita income the rates and grant amounts were more favorable if done entirely in Trenton’s name.  COUNCILMEMBER CRAW MOVED TO PASS RESOLUTION 2016-03-01, WITH COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH SECONDING THE MOTION AND ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Easter, Cinco de Mayo and  July 24,2016- Councilmember Kim Hatch- Councilmember Hatch stated that the Easter Egg hunt is scheduled for March 26th at 9:00 a.m., and that Kami Egan is ready to go
She is still considering the Cinco de Mayo celebration and if she wants to go ahead with it
Councilmember Hatch also stated that the 24th of July Celebration is going to be a great one this year with lots of fun new things happening for the event. 

New sign for Cemetery- Councilmember Kim Hatch
Councilmember Hatch is working on the new sign for the cemetery she explained that it would be freestanding and look similar to the welcome to Trenton sign on 1600 South near the McKendrick’s home

Councilmember Craw reviewed water issues that occurred during the month of February.  He stated that the large water leak was found and repaired and the storage tanks are now full once more.  He stated that he has finished the repairs at the interconnect building and is planning on testing it tomorrow

Councilmember Brough stated that he has some pot-holes around town that he will be having filled; he went on to say that he feels that the gravel roads in town are getting close to being ready for grading and that he will be keeping a close eye on the them in order to ensure that road grading occurs at the ideal time.

Mayor Cottle stated that he has had a request from a customer to have their meter, which was changed from an idle status to a regular status in recent months, returned to the $10 a month idle meter rate.  The Council felt that this was not a possibility at this time due to every idle meter having a rate increase.
