6. Invocation/Opening Remarks - Mayor Tim Young invited anyone in the audience or the governing body to offer a prayer or opening remarks.  A prayer was given by Councilman Sanford Randall. 

7. Minutes Review/Approval - The minutes were emailed with the agendas.

Tom Wigginton invited the Council to attend the public hearing held during the Planning Commission Meeting for Amendments Zoning; Penalty, on Tues. June 7.  

9. Payment of Bills - Questions and answers were directed to the following bills:

43328: Bill Board in Moab is a two year contract which is paid upfront by the City but the cost is shared with Blanding and San Juan County. A new board has been posted with a website address which will direct browsers to the other websites to track analytics. Manager Bailey said the Travel Council has been helping to cross promote tourism in this area.

MOTION was made by Councilman Blaine Nebeker to acknowledge review of the payables as presented. The motion was seconded by Steven Duke and passed unanimously.  

 

10. Consider San Juan Strike Force Inter-local Agreement


Chief Black said the new San Juan County attorney changed some of the wording in the agreement. This agreement is between Blanding, Monticello, San Juan County, and the Highway Patrol. Councilman Nebeker asked the purpose of the task force. Chief Black explained that officers are certified state-wide but work in a jurisdiction. Money is granted through the task to be used mainly for drugs enforcement. A commander is appointed by the governing board but it has always been someone from the Sheriff Dept. Councilman Randall said a few years ago, there were a lot of burglaries and task force recourses were used. He said anything that is on the forefront can be assisted by the task force. Task force funding helps with wages, training, and man power. Councilman Randall said most of the work done is completed within city limits. He gave an example that two of his officers were sent to Reno for one week and all expense was paid by the task force funding. Chief Black said there is a large training budget that can be accessed through the San Juan Strike Force.

13. Consider Vehicle Lease Option

Manager Bailey said he has been exploring the way the City handles the vehicle fleet. A company is offering 1 year lease contracts wherein they buy the car and then resell it and the client leases the depreciation amount. Manager Bailey asked the Council if they are comfortable leasing as opposed to owning and maintaining. He said there are a few cities operating with this same type of contract with the same company. He suggested trying it with a portion of the fleet. He explained the difficulty for law enforcement because of the equipment needs and wiring that has to be done for police cars. Mayor Young said it would be good thing to try this for a year. Manager Bailey proposed equipping all three of the public works with the leased vehicles and selling the other trucks. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Sanford Randall to approve the vehicle lease option for three vehicles. The motion was seconded by Councilman Blaine Nebeker and opened for discussion.
