Welcome and Approval of Minutes

Goal #1 — Legislative Priorities for 2017

The Board discussed sending a letter to the National Juvenile Defender Center, inviting them to provide
technical assistance regarding guidelines for representation for youth in delinquency court. Pam
Vickrey volunteered to contact the Center regarding processes and requirements. We should invite
Senator Weiler and Rep. Snow to the SB167 workgroup meeting or to a UBJJ meeting. The Board
decided on the following as priorities for goal 1:

1. Confidentiality of Records — tighten up the statute

2. Expungement of Juvenile Records

3. Review and Implement SB167 Juvenile Offender Amendments - This bill adds a specific list of
previous offenses and conditions to the statute that allows for the direct filing of charges in district
court; adds a new option to the serious youth offender statute; creates guidelines for housing a minor
convicted in district court in a juvenile secure facility; requires that the court determine that a minor is
knowingly and intentionally waiving counsel; and sets a presumption that juveniles are not to be
shackled when appearing in court unless ordered by the court.

The Board has created the SB167 Working Group and is focusing on effective ways to implement the
right to counsel provision. The SB167 Working Group will be part of the Legislative and Policy
Committee for which Debbie Whitlock will chair.

2016 Title Il Application (tape 1:13)

Notes

The 2016 application is due June 1*. Ongoing priorities are: planning and administration, compliance




monitoring, jail removal, state advisory group, juvenile justice system improvement, delinquency
prevention, court services (has no funding), DMC, and Indian Tribe programs. The anticipated Title II
award is $464,578 minus PREA penalty of 5% ($22,229), plus $44,236 required match which leaves a
balance of $486,595. Pam Vickrey made the motion to approve the 2016 Title Il Application Program
Areas and budget allocations. Dawn Marie Rubio seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

DMC - Toni reported that they are in the process of working on an annual plan and want to revamp the
cultural competency curriculum. Toni has reached out to Susan Burke and Dawn Marie Rubio to put
together some common objectives on the curriculum. The DMC Subcommittee is working to keep
DMC on the radar and engage the community on DMC issues. The Subcommittee is looking at data
from the last three years on Native American youth in custody.

DTWT — Van Nguyen reported on DTWT in Nindy’'s absence. The awards luncheon was held on April
29"and was a great success.

CJJ Annual Conference — Toni stated that the CJJ conference was great. One of the important topics
was human trafficking. The Utah DMC team and Dr. Moises Prospero hosted a poster session to
highlight the School-Based Law Enforcement Training Curriculum.

Troubled Youth Conference — Was a big success with 834 people in attendance. Pat Berckman
thanked UBJJ for their monetary support for scholarships.
