I. Call to Order
George calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
 
Board members present are:  George Sumner, Lee Bollwinkel, Elizabeth MacGregor, Chad Anderson, Wayne Johnson, Lucy Hansen and Joedy Lister,.
Board members not present are Melanie Grayson and Landon Allred.
County staff member present is Craig Cheney.

George explains to the audience that the Park Authority is a non-profit organization deemed to manage and maintain the park.  The board is made up of non-paid volunteers.  Park is funded by Salt Lake City and Salt Lake County.

II. Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests Approval

Jacob Bowman, 26th National Veteran Wheelchair Games
Jacob and Shaun Vincent are here for their third meeting about their wheel chair races on the park road on the morning of July 2.  As discussed in the last meeting, they will be bringing in two semi-truck trailers full of the racing hand cycling equipment the evening before and will park the trucks on the north part of the park road.  Port-a-potties will also be brought in the day before and delivered to the park.

Wayne makes a motion to approve the 26th National Veteran Wheelchair Games using the park road on July 2 subject to:
posting signage giving the public an 8-day advance notice of the park road being closed to vehicular traffic.  
Joedy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Devaki Murch, Salt Lake Running Co.
Devaki is here to request holding a 5k run on September 3.  Last month they had mentioned having two starting lines and running in opposite directions since this is going to be “Holy War (blue vs. red)” event.  However, they are not going to use this format.  They are not requesting that the road be closed.

Chad makes a motion to approve the Salt Lake Running Co. 5k event on September 3.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Will Radar, Real Salt Lake

Will is here to request holding youth soccer camps on June 6 through 9 and August 8 through 11.  This area is successful for them and they are focusing more on recreation-level kids as opposed to competition-type camps.

Wayne makes a motion to approve RSL soccer camps on the week of June 6 and August 8.
Chad seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Ericka Nielsen, IHC

Ericka is here to request holding a 5k run for IHC employees and their families.  This is not a fundraiser.   They are expecting up to 450 participants and they will stay in the pedestrian walkway. 

Chad makes a motion to approve IHC 5k run on August 13.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Craig will check with the Utah Firefighters Society to make sure the Big Field Pavilion is available in the morning.

Ryan Zumwalt, Highland Football

Ryan is here to request 4 home game dates for the Ute Conference Football Highland district.  September 24 at the main soccer/lacrosse field is not available.

Chad makes a motion to approve game dates provided Ryan works with Craig on availability.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.



Megan Jensen, Runtastic Events (The Haunted Half)
Megan is here to request holding their second Haunted Half which ends in the park.  It is the same event as last year.  No roads will be closed.  The half marathon ends in the park with a loop around the park and then a cut across the grass just north of the creek down to the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion.  The 5k run starts in the park, goes out into the neighborhood and then follows the half marathon back into the park.  We did not have any issues with this event last year.

Chad makes a motion to approve the Runtastic Events event on October 22 where the races end at the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Tyler Zollinger, Rec Fuszion

Tyler is requesting to hold a free, public event and to bring a slip and slide, bubble machine, inflatables and games to the park.  He would like to use the slip and slide on the sledding hill.  This event will help to promote his events at Taylorsville High School in August.  Tyler says the bubble machine is grass friendly.
Wayne says no slip and slides are allowed in the park.  

Lucy makes a motion to approve the Rec Fuszion event on June 4 at the grassy area below the sledding hill, subject to:
paying the “athletic field” fee and not bringing a slip and slide activity to the park.
Wayne seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Vaughn Carrick, Live Nite Events, Reggae Rise Up

Vaughn’s event request includes vending and alcohol which is not compatible with the park’s policies.

Darla has come to the meeting to request that the planter boxes on the south side of the building be removed.  Their height allow homeless people to stay on the patio without being seen.

The board discusses the removal.  If the boxes have a footing, that would be an issue to remove those.  The irrigation would have to be modified.  George asks if Wayne can get an estimate for its removal.

Another option would be to just re-do the vegetation so it isn’t so high.

Darla asks about a group that wants to hold a concert on the south lawn.  Because that doesn’t fit in with the current agreement, it would have to be considered a special event and approved by us.  She also asks about a church group that wants to have the east gate open so that they can park directly into the park.  No, they will have to enter the park the normal way to park in the park.

George asks for any comments.

Joedy wants to clarify the discussion about George’s projected budget balance through the end of the year.  Lance found a mistake and the projected balance will be about $145k instead of $5k.  Joedy also wants the last sentence removed in the discussion about someone requesting the cost breakdown of the new restroom.

Lucy makes a motion to approve the April 14 meeting minutes subject to
corrections being made as discussed above.
Joedy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed; Elizabeth abstains.

Garden Club held is Iris Society event and didn’t have any parking issues.

George met Josh Ashdown, SL City Police Dept., at SH Community Council meeting and discussed parking signage at the park.  Worst part is from the river to the hill.

Salt Lake City needs an invoice for $140,000 for the third restroom.

We have received the financial statements from Eide Bailly and Craig has an electronic version of them.

George talked to Holli from Architectural Nexus and they are working on the prices for the pavilions.  They will be coming to the June meeting.

George will not be at the June meeting.  Chad will conduct it.

Joedy has looked at the mayor’s budget.  Moving capital project funding into operational budget.  In December, we applied for CIP main road slurry coat funds, but it isn’t in the budget.

VIII. Other Business

Wayne says the third restrooms will be done by the first week of June.  Joedy wants to send a “thank you” letter of appreciation to the City and County for the new restrooms. 

Lee asks if the City has given comments on the new By Laws document.  Wayne says it was sent over to Rusty.  

The 4th of July event will be on June’s meeting agenda.  The Chamber of Commerce seems to be a good fit.
