Commission Chair Will Talbot opened the meeting
Trent Wilde offered an opening prayer, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Jeff Knowles was present concerning the Piute Trail Committee.  He presented them with a report of Motorized Trails use data of Paiute and Great Western Trails. There is specific information concerning Piute County.  Milo Medley has presented one in the past as well.  This report will be kept on file at the clerk’s office if anyone would like to view it.  Commissioner Bushman also gave some insight on this report.  Commissioner Will Talbot asked Jeff where the committee stood on narrowing the trails.  Jeff informed him that most trails are 60 inches wide.  There are few that have been reduced to 50 inches. Jeff is trying to get the river road by Marysvale opened.  Commissioner Blackwell thinks that this will happen soon.  Commissioner Blackwell thanked Jeff for the report presented and feels it is great information.  
Sheriff Gleave has nothing to report at this time.  Commissioner Bushman asked how he felt his Forest Service meeting went on Friday.  Marty thought it went ok.  The Forest Service wants the ranchers to redo their appeal because it was not documented from Jason Kling.  This is not the ranchers fault, and the Sheriff does not feel the ranchers should have to do this.   Commissioner Bushman said Rowley was supposed to answer that.  He attended the AOI meeting in Kingston after, felt like everything was good, and handled.  The acting ranger that took Jason Kling’s place was present as well as Sheriff Gleave, Deputy Gayler, and Commissioner Rick Blackwell.  Commissioner Bushman thinks the commission needs to request a meeting with Mr. Pedilla.  Commissioner Bushman would like the county attorney to get a FOYA together concerning this allotment, and why it is not getting resolved.  Sheriff would like all three commissioners, him, as well as the county attorney to go visit the main person Terry Pedilla.  Terry Pedilla agreed to schedule this.
The commission asked EMS Director Kristi Fautin if she had anything.  She said no and that everything was running smoothly.
Deputy Matt Whittaker was present concerning Emergency Management. Jeff Gallagher was also present.  He issued a Promulgation document that the commissioners need to sign.  It is concerning having emergency disaster plans in place if something does happen in the county.  Jeff thinks it would be worthwhile to have some practice exercises.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve, adopt, and sign the PROMULGATION Emergency resolution pertaining Piute County.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.

County attorney Scott Burns had to leave the meeting at this time.
Trent Wilde was present and addressed the commission.  He presented the commission with a briefing paper concerning the Cutleaf Vipergrass that has now been placed on the noxious weed list.  He explained this.  Commissioner Blackwell asked if we had someone to spray the weeds.  Kali informed them that this would be discussed in the Special Service District meeting on Thursday.  The grant for weed help for $20,000 was also presented to be signed.  Trent would also like to bring in anyone who knows of weed problems.  Down in Thompsonville by Bret Esplin is covered with Russian thistle. Commissioner Bushman wanted this brought to Trent’s attention.  People from surrounding counties will be brought in for this project.  They will include Garfield, Piute, Sevier and Wayne Counties.  Private land owners need to be contacted by the local weed board. Trent was under the assumption that the USU extension officer would just be an advisor.  Dan Springer is still interested in being the weed supervisor.  Trent also mentioned the Turkey farms.  USU does have a poultry specialist form San Pete.  He will come down and visit with commission concerning any issues or questions that they have.  The local Turkey Farms are having a bacterial issue.  He brought up the meeting concerning the commissioners of both Piute and Wayne County with his supervisor Margie.  All parties thought the meeting went well.  She informed Trent that the commissioners would let him know how to proceed.  The commissioners would like a monthly report concerning what is going on in the county.  Trent is willing to do this.  Commissioner Talbot informed Trent that the meeting was nothing against him, and was very informative.   Commissioner Bushman mentioned to him to create a Piute County Extension Facebook page.  He likes that suggestion and will be looking into it.  He would like to have a good working relationship and thinks this is attainable.  The commissioners agreed. 
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to approve, and sign the Noxious Weed Grant for $20,000.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Forest and Lela with workforce services were present. As well as Steve. Lela presented the commission with an information agenda to look over before the June 30th meeting at 9:00 with the Lt. Governor.  It will be held in the commission chambers.  Lela informed the commission this is a by invitation only meeting, but not to turn anyone away.  It should include any key players that the commission wants at the table concerning Intergenerational Poverty.  Lela said that the commission usually issues the invites.  They are also opening the meeting, closing and asking for questions.  Commissioner Bushman asked if they needed a lead official.  They have put down all commissioners.  Invites should go to partners in education, law enforcement, DCFS, child protective services, as well as the workforce services.  Central Utah Counseling Center, as well as mayors and city councils should also be invited.  The commission will put a letter together.  Lela would like to be cc’d when the invites go out.  There can be several invites issued during the time frame.  Lela suggests inviting anyone who could help take part in addressing this issue.  Certain factors that contribute are mental and physical healthcare, as well as educational.  Early childhood development grants as well as others will be discussed also at this meeting.  Forest thinks that meeting like this and having open communication is a good thing to hopefully break out of this cycle.  He is excited to see the Lt. Governor coming and getting involved in these small counties.  They have kicked it off in other counties and their response has been amazing.  It is an issue that impacts so many people.  It has been very beneficial.  Lt. Governor Spencer Cox has a real passion for this topic and brings a lot to the table.  Would like the first invite to go out the first of June as well as a week before.  He is very supportive in all of Utah but especially in Rural Utah.  
Cody, Chad, and Danielle with UTAH.com were present.  They caught the commissioners up on the website.    The relationship with Utah.com and the state tourism site.  Visit Utah.Com is that site. Relationship was strained up until 2014.  The digital arm is ran by utah.com.  They are a private for profit business.  State is looking into getting more people to visit to increase the transient room tax.   Commissioner Bushman says historically they have been limited at advertising because of lack of funds.  Commissioner Bushman went to legislature to have a bill for UOT rewrote for counties of the 6th class.  Agreement was reached.  Piute County got dropped to a 1 to 4 funding scenario with a 30,000 cap for three years.  Would not pay for instate or trade shows but both of those got lifted, and was the flexibility gained.  UOP funding model doesn’t allow the counties that actually need the money to establish it because of the match.  The goal of UTAH.com is to drive visitors the direction Piute County wants.  They got away from using the banner ads and integrated more stories of why the area is a unique area.  Cody showed a little video on their site.  He then went through their site with the commission.  Overall goal is to make sure they are driving our traffic the way we want.  They build a profile page, with our direction.  We pay per request that is issued.  Also pay to promote. They also have requirement for the direct ROI.  Darin Bushman asked about the costs.  $300/year- county doesn’t pay but business do.  Pay to play

Did not give us an exact amount at this time.  We would like a regional audience.  Our lakes and trail systems. The commission is pleased with their presentation.  It will be tabled for further discussion.   
Terri Peterson- South Forty RV Park- Jim and Terri presented to the commission that they were under the impression that there would be a law suit against them.  They are not happy that the county attorney Scott Burns is not present.  He had issued his apologies through the Commission.  The jamboree is a county event and has to remain this way to keep under the county insurance umbrella.  It had to remain in the commerces control.  There was an issue concerning the website that was kept by the Peterson’s.  When they chose not to continue with the jamboree the website needed to be turned over.  Terri Peterson states she was not handed over the other codes to create a new website.  She did what she had to do to create a new website. She does not feel like the website she created should be turned over to the jamboree.  Terri says she owns the website.   Commissioner Bushman read an email from Terri concerning past communication with him.  She informed him that she was good at what she does.  Terri and Darin had words, and then things were then turned over to Milo Medley.
Milo Medley also presented a reading of documented turn of events that he would like placed in the minutes of this meeting.    Clerk Kali Gleave will be placing this document at the end of the minutes for public access.  Milo mentions that she never mentioned that she was loaning the website to the committee and would be taking it back when she was done.  Terri said she has a right to buy any domain she would like to by.  Don Faulkenburg voiced his opinion.  He has Went on who is and can buy anything there.  .org was bought by Mike Medley.  Anyone can buy anything.  Milo bought the name originally.  Usually, websites are hoped to be bought in good graces and if they move on it will be turned over to those running the event.  Piutetrailjamboree.com was put into place to run the jamboree.  Terri Peterson owns the domain and is not willing to give it up.  Jim Peterson said they had to create the new website because the other one was not working.  Saying she did not have the codes is not correct because she ran all the financials.  Terri accused Commissioner Bushman of oweing the jamboree $4000 as well as the email list from the jamboree.  Commissioner Bushman is not going to give the customer information to just anyone, because it is a customer list.  Commissioner Bushman stated he had told Terri he would be happy to email of behave of the jamboree anytime.  Terri replied with she does not need Darin to be her secretary.  
Milo is extremely irritated that the county attorney is not here.  He feels this is a big waste of time without him being here.  Milo wants to reiterate two questions that he thinks needs to be answered.  They are as follows:
Milo:	Why did you establish the website www.paiutetrailjamboree.com?  
Terri responded because it was available and she can. Jim said because it was bought to run the event.
Milo:	Why would you register a website that has another entity’s name?  
Terri:	CYA to protect your business from someone else.  
Milo:	What is wrong with the original?  
Terri:	Nothing.  
Milo:	Then use it.  
It is her right to promote an individual event.  Jim wants to know if the commission thinks South Forty is going to use this site in their own personal gain.  Terri states that she promotes and helps everyone.  Jim says that if they want to sue to bring it on boys.  
Gaylen Matheson- Building Inspector-.  Dale Bagley was also present to introduce himself to Gaylen Matheson.  Gaylen introduced himself to the commission.  Kali inquired in the order of steps.  Shane Millett was also present.  The zoning administrator should be signing it first.  Shane disagrees.  He thinks he should be the last to sign.  Gaylen feels it should be someone inside the community to be the zoning ordinance administration.  Shane and Gaylen will coordinate on the steps and get something worked out.  
Mace Crane and Jason Wood were present to discuss some BLM studies.  He had a video presentation on Greater Sage-Grouse adaptive resource management that he presented. He will be pointing out how local data is used to interpret the BLM land use plan.  There are objectives for every issue, as well as implementation rules.  On a local level they are beginning into the research with a cooperate agreement with BYU to put GPS on sage grouse so they can monitor more correctly hopefully. He talked about special status species management actions as well as vegetation management actions, and fire and fuels management actions.   e had a 
Sheriff Gleave had numerous comments and questions concerning the collaring of these birds.  Mace answered these concerns to the best of his ability. 19 birds are currently collared. 10 hens and 9 roosters.
