	Mr. Jeff Salt spoke under “Citizen Public Input” asking the Council to look into improving the County’s animal control ordinances dealing with feral cat colonies and cat hoarding. There is no longer a limit on the number of cats a person can have as long as they are licensed, but some people do not license their animals.  He lives next to a neighbor who hoards cats, keeping 40 cats on property that is less than 5,000 square feet.  He has been working with Animal Services to address the problem, and Animal Services did take 20 cats away, but there are still 20 cats left.  A feral cat permit requires the permission of a property owner, but there is no requirement to get approval from surrounding neighbors who suffer the impact of defecation, urination, and hungry and sick cats.  These cats are a nuisance to surrounding neighbors.  If someone cannot take care of their cats, they should be prohibited from having them.

	Council Member Newton stated the Council would look into this and get back to Mr. Salt.

	Ms. Alexandra Eframo spoke under “Citizen Public Input” delivering a thought, and requesting that Council Members address each other by Council Member.  She also stated cats and dogs must be on leash; they cannot run wild.  She was also concerned with the Utah Transit Authority (UTA) paying its top executive $320,000 a year and rewarding its employees with $60,000 bonuses.  She did not think employees performed extraordinary work for that.  Common sense says UTA should be using smaller buses because the buses used are not even full.

	WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County (the “Agency”) on May 24, 2016 approved and adopted the Magna Commerce Park Community Development Project Area Plan (the “Plan”) after having prepared the Plan and having held a public hearing on the Plan pursuant to Section 17C-4-102 of the Utah Community Development and Renewal Agencies Act (the “Act”); and

	WHEREAS, Section 17C-4-105 of the Act requires that a community development project area plan approved by the Agency under Section 17C-4-104 of the Act must be adopted by ordinance of the legislative body of the community that created the Agency before it may take effect; and 

	WHEREAS, Section 17C-4-106 of the Act provides that certain notice is to be given by the community legislative body upon its adoption of a community development project area plan.

NOW THEREFORE, the County Legislative Body of Salt Lake County Council ordains as follows:

	SECTION I.	Adoption of the Project Area Plan.  The Salt Lake County Council adopts and designates the Magna Commerce Park Community Development Project Area Plan dated May 24, 2016 and approved by the Agency by resolution on May 24, 2016 as the Official Community Development Project Area Plan (the “Official Plan”) for the Magna Commerce Park Project Area, as shown on and described in the map and legal description contained in the Plan, which Plan is attached hereto as EXHIBIT A and incorporated herein by this reference.

	SECTION II.	Findings.  The County concurs with the findings of the Redevelopment Agency that adoption of the Plan (a) satisfies the public purpose of providing for community development opportunities; (b) enhances public infrastructure; (c) provides a public benefit as identified in the Plan; (d) is economically sound and feasible; (e) conforms to the community’s general plan; and (f) promotes the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the Magna Township of Salt Lake County.

	SECTION III.	Publication of Notice and Effective Date of the Plan.  County and Agency Staff are hereby authorized and directed to publish or cause to be published the notice required by Section 17C-4-106 of the Act, substantially in the form attached hereto as EXHIBIT B, whereupon the Official Plan shall become effective under Section 17C-4-106 of the Act.

	SECTION IV.	Implementation of the Plan.  Pursuant to Section 17C-4-106 of the Act, the Agency may proceed to carry out the Official Plan as soon as it becomes effective.

	SECTION V.	Effective Date of Ordinance.  This ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after its passage and upon publication of the ordinance or a summary thereof in a newspaper published and having general circulation in Salt Lake County.

	Section 3:  This ordinance shall take effect fifteen (15) days after its passage and upon at least one publication in a newspaper published in and having general circulation in Salt Lake County, and if not so published within fifteen (15) days then it shall take effect immediately upon its first publication.
