Preventive Health and Health Services Block Grant

Grant Goals:

1. Achieve health equity and eliminate health disparities by impacting social determinants of health;

2. Decrease premature death and disabilities due to chronic diseases and injuries by focusing on the leading preventable risk factors;

3. Support local health programs, systems, and policies to achieve healthy communities;

4. Provide opportunities to address emerging health issues and gaps.

Requirements and Health Advisory Committee Role:

1. Must have Advisory Committee with diverse representation in place.  The UDOH Health Advisory Committee serves this role.  Committee must meet at least twice annually.

a. Advisory Committee’s role is to:

i. Make recommendations to the Utah Department of Health on the development and implementation of the Utah plan, including:

1. Assessments of the public’s health;

2. Priority activities to make progress toward achieving the Healthy People 2020 objectives;

3. Funding allocations to support the activities;

4. Coordination of activities conducted by state programs with other relevant programs and entities; and

5. Data collection and reporting related to PBG activities and funds.

2. Must hold an annual public hearing on the Utah plan for the Preventive Health and Health Service Block Grant (PBG), and, if necessary, other public hearings on revisions to the plan.

3. Objectives and activities must directly link with national Healthy People 2020 objectives.
