Stephne Hanson gave an overview of the license transfer applications.  Staff recommends approval.

Stephne Hanson asked the commissioners to strike new applicants #2 Copper Kitchen and #3 Old Town Cellars.  Mr. Nielsen noted that there are two club licenses available and invited the applicants to come forward and address the commission.  The applicants came forward and made brief presentations to the commission.  As they will not be operational until August, #2 Water Witch Bar in Salt Lake City relinquished their summer seasonal club license during their presentation.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a summer seasonal club license to #5 Diamond Concessions @ Usana in West Valley City.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant club licenses to #3 Strap Tank Brewing Co. in Springville and #5 Eating Establishment in Park City.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion.

Ms. Smith asked the representatives from #5 Eating Establishment when they will need the license and they responded July 2016.

Ms. Smith made a substitute motion to grant club licenses to #3 Strap Tank Brewing Co. in Springville and #4 Finca in Salt Lake City.  Mr. Berube seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Margaret Hardie gave an overview of the previous applicant #1 Wild West Retreat & Cowboy Cookouts @ Escalante Showhouse.  She noted that it is in proximity to a park and will need a variance.  Permission was received with one letter of opposition.  Staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to approve a limited service restaurant license along with a proximity variance for #1 Wild West Retreat & Cowboy Cookouts @ Escalante Showhouse in Escalante.  Ms. Smith seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. Hardie gave an overview of the balance of the applications asking the commissioners to strike #5 Susie’s Branding Iron and noting #4 Even Stevens will be considered separately.

Mr. Berube moved to grant limited service restaurant licenses to #1 Pranzo Italiano in Clearfield, #2 Browning’s in Dutch John, #3 Red 8 Restaurant in Lehi, #6 Arches Thai in Moab, #8 Cous Cous Express in Salt Lake City, and #11 Blondie’s Diner in Springdale; and conditional limited service restaurant licenses to #7 Johnny Slice in Salt Lake City, #9 Sasa Kitchen in Salt Lake City, and #10 Veneto in Salt Lake City,.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Margaret Hardie gave an overview of #1 Timberline Inn and #2 Red Rock Grill & BBQ stating staff recommends approval.  Consideration of #3 LaFrontera will be handled separately.

Ms. Smith moved to approve a beer only restaurant license for #1 Timberline Inn in Beaver, and a conditional beer only restaurant license for #2 Red Rock Grill & BBQ in Huntsville.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

In regards to limited service restaurant license #4 Even Stevens in Logan; the location is in proximity to the Logan LDS Tabernacle.  A public hearing was held with no opposition; however, consent from the governing authority of the community location was not received.  

Ms. Page summarized the statute and outlined the actions required when the governing authority of the community location does not give written consent.  The license applicant must establish:  1) there is a substantial unmet public demand to consume an alcoholic product within the geographic boundary; 2) there is no reasonably viable alternative for satisfying the unmet demand; and 3) there is no reasonably viable alternative location.  Ms. Page also gave examples of situations that do not meet statute requirements such as financial investment, ignorance of the law, competitive advantage, customer requests, etc.

The statute also applies to beer only restaurant applicant #3 La Frontera in St. George as they are in proximity to a LDS Church and did not get written consent from the governing authority.  The location was previously licensed and received a letter of consent to the variance, but due to a gap in licensing and a change of license type, a new variance is required.

Michael McHenry came forward to address the commission regarding Even Stevens in Logan.  He gave an overview of their business and explanation of their location choice.  He stated that the City of Logan brought the location to them.  Mr. McHenry added that Logan does not have a craft casualty brand like Even Stevens.  Ms. Page reminded Mr. McHenry and the commissioners of the statutory elements.  Mr. Nielsen noted that there are a number of alcohol licenses in the area and asked if they would like to come back and address the specific elements of the statute as the proximity requirements are a high bar to meet and the commission must make accurate factual findings.  It was agreed that consideration of #4 Even Stevens in Logan will be continued to next month.

Terry Montano from #3 La Frontera in St. George came forward to address the commission.  Ms. Montano explained that it is a smaller restaurant in a strip mall where another alcohol license is located.  They didn’t realize there may be a proximity issue as the location had been previously licensed.  It was agreed that consideration of beer only restaurant applicant #3 La Frontera in St. George will also be continued to next month.

Ms. McDermott stated that staff is willing to meet with the applicants to assist them in preparing for the next meeting.

Margaret Hardie gave an overview of the applications noting staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to approve beer recreational licenses for #1 The Acoustic Space in Salt Lake City, and #2 Amphitheater at Studio Ranch in Tooele City.  Ms. Smith seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Margaret Hardie gave an overview of the application stating staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to approve a tavern license for #1 Kick N It Sports in Murray.  Mr. Berube seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Doug Murakami stated that the qualitative research with the focus groups has been completed.  A formal report is expected within the next month.  

Mr. Murakami also noted that after working through the procurement process, a new five year contract was awarded to R & R Partners to produce the underage drinking campaign.


OPERATIONS UPDATE:

a.	Package Agency Audits.

Mr. Meier stated that one package agency was audited and found to be in compliance.  He also noted that Gertrude Bray from the Eureka package agency passed away.  She was a good operator and will be missed.  The inventory has been returned to the state and the department is accepting applications for a new operator in Eureka.

No new items were listed but 102 items are being considered.

David Higley gave an overview of the April 2016 financials.  Year-to-date retail sales are up $24,805,352 (7.42%) and case sales are up by 139,684 cases.
