
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JUNE 20, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Uintah Basin Standard Reporter Nichole Nelson joined the meeting at 9:05 A.M…
Director Henderson reported that they finished Gate Canyon.  Neilson Construction will finish compacting and spray for dust control.  He will meet with Jones & DeMille to go over the crack seal project in Talmage to see where they are with it.

Director Henderson also reported that his department had a good safety meeting this morning with Moon Lake Electric.  His estimated savings by using the zipper is $15,000 per quarter mile because they weren’t trucking.  It would cost $20,000 a month to rent.  Uintah County has two and they suggested going with the 6 footer. 
Consideration Of Bids For Sanders & Plows With One Dump Bed For Two Trucks In The Road Department
Director Henderson stated that they need to go back to the original bumper to put plows on these trucks.  The dump bed will cost $18,700 and the plow and sanders is $10,770.42 per truck.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the bids for sander and plows and one dump bed for the two trucks.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Bid From Les Olsen Company For A Printer At The Road Department
Director Henderson stated that they have old equipment that has all been handed down from other departments and the printer jams a lot.  Commissioner Todd suggested contacting IS Department Director Kent Ogletree for a solution.
Discussion For Scope Of Work & Pricing On Neola Rodeo Grounds Chip Seal & Road Paving Projects
Director Henderson stated that Clint Curtis put together several perspectives and Jones & DeMille has preliminary quotes.  He asked how he should proceed.  The commissioners agreed to have him move forward with the bid process to do the overlay and chip seal. 
Consideration Of CKC Bid For Crack Seal Project On County Road 32 & Funding Approval
Director Henderson stated that this is on the road going to Gate Canyon.  There are a lot of cracks and this bid is for the crack seal; he is expecting a patch bid also.  Commissioner Burdick stated that CKC is owned by his niece’s husband and he is not benefiting in any way from this.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the bid from CKC.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Commissioner Burdick recused himself.  Both commissioners Winterton & Todd voted aye and the motion passed.  Commissioner Burdick abstained from voting. 
Consideration Of Broker RFP Proposals
HR Director Melissa Yergensen & Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey joined the meeting at 9:40 A.M…
Director Yergensen stated that this is in regards to benefits; we have used Galligar as our broker since 1996.  She advertised it for two weeks and received 3 bids all from local companies.  She recommended having each of them come in and give a presentation.  She will get it scheduled. 
Consideration Of A Compensation Study
Director Yergensen stated that we have a program called TechNet and she attended a meeting with them last week.  She has deleted the old process that was done by the prior director and she would like to start it again.  TechNet will help with the study.  She feels that when the oil field picks up, it will be hard to recruit and retain employees.  Chairman Winterton stated that he would rather put the money that would be spent to do this again towards wages. As a commission, they get beat up over wages especially over the deputy wages compared to other small similar counties.  Director Yergensen stated that there is a lot that she could do herself and the job descriptions are done.  Commissioner Todd suggested that they move forward with getting prices.

Consideration Of An Agreement For HVAC Services With Trane

Attorney Tingey stated that he has not reviewed this agreement yet.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Consideration Of Agreements With Questar Gas

Supervisor Jenkins stated that these agreements are for new service at the new EOC Building and the Building & Grounds Building.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the agreements for service on the two new buildings.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Other-

Ilene Jensen with Upper Country Water joined the meeting at 11:44 A.M…

Mrs. Jensen stated that she came in a few weeks ago about their project in Altamont.  She wants to get bids out for demolition before July and she needed to find out what in-kind work is that was discussed in the prior meeting.  She also wanted to know if they could get a break on the Landfill fees to dispose of the debris.  Commissioner Burdick stated that they are unable to help with the disposal fees.  We can grade it and bring road base in. Chairman Winterton stated that if we help, we would have to pay from the county coffers since we share it with Wasatch County.  We might be able to store some of the cement at the Landfill if it doesn’t contain rebar.  Mrs. Jensen stated that she will find out. 
Consideration Of A Draft Letter Regarding The Duchesne County Tax Sale

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde, Recorder Shelley Brennan & Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 11:57 A.M…
Recorder Brennan stated that she is concerned about setting a precedence of fixing these kinds of problems.  This letter puts it back in the hands of Mr. Jared Cole who purchased the property at the tax sale. Commissioner Todd motioned to send the letter.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Action Regarding The Division Of Oil & Gas Directive To Reclaim Or Provide An Updated Mine Plan For The Cedar Buttes Mine Asphalt Pit

Attorney Tingey stated that we have an asphalt pit in Whiterocks.  Chairman Winterton stated that the desire was to bring it up to date, but there needs to be a site plan.  Attorney Tingey stated that we need to reclaim it or do a site plan and mine it.  Administrator Hyde suggested calling Paul Baker for a list of engineers who do site plans.  Commissioner Burdick stated that he will contact Civil Engineering to see if they can do it.
Consideration Of Ordinance No. 16-352, An Ordinance Adopting And Updating The Procurement Code

ORDINANCE NO. 16-352
AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AND UPDATING THE 

DUCHESNE COUNTY PROCUREMENT CODE
WHEREAS, Utah Code Section 63G-6a-101, as amended, authorizes the County to be exempt from the State of Utah Procurement Code by adopting its own procurement code; and 

WHEREAS, Duchesne County’s current procurement code needs to be revised to conform to current market and standard conditions.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of County Commissioners for Duchesne County that the Duchesne County Procurement Code, as defined in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated by reference is adopted. 

This Ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after publication.
