Mayor Jerry A. Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

Present at said meeting were Mayor Taylor, Council members Louise Barnes, Guy Graham, Marlene Stowe, Melani Torgersen, Greg Allen, City Attorney Barry Huntington and 
City Recorder Stephanie Steed.

Mayor Taylor led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Taylor opened the Public Hearing.

2016-01 RESOLUTION (2016-17 BUDGET)
Mayor Taylor explained the Budget and asked if there were any questions or comments from the public. There were no questions or comments from the public. 

2016-02 RESOLUTION (2015-16 REVISED BUDGET)
Mayor Taylor explained the Revised Budget and asked if there were any questions or comments from the public 

ELAINE LOTT
Ms. Lott asked why the Sales and Use Tax is down where we have the Resort Tax. City Recorder Steed explained the Resort Tax is a different line item. Ms. Lott said the Sales and Use Tax is only up by $2,000.00 from the previous year and asked if that is a normal increase. Mayor Taylor said from last year it is actually down. City Recorder Steed explained we still have one month to collect taxes so it will still increase. Mayor Taylor said the Sales and Use Tax will increase by the end of the fiscal year.   

MARTY HENRIE 
Mrs. Henrie asked why the Airport Budget is so high. City Recorder Steed explained this is a grant for the Airport Master Plan. Mrs. Henrie asked if the City still owns the hanger at the Airport and if we are collecting rent for it. Council member Allen said we have a rental agreement with an individual to do the mowing, weed eating and spraying. Mrs. Henrie asked if it is being done. Mrs. Henrie asked when the contract is up and if there is a waiting list to rent the hanger. Council member Allen said we can pull the agreement and see when it is due for renewal.  

2016-03 RESOLUTION (FINANCE ROAD IMPROVEMENTS)
Council member Barnes explained Resolution 2016-03. This Resolution is to get a loan through the State Infrastructure Bank to chip seal the roads. The City receives around $70,000.00 a year in Class C Road funds that can roll over from year to year. Council member Barnes said currently we have $300,000.00 in our Class C Road Fund. Council member Barnes explained in order to chip seal all the roads in town it will take more than the $300,000.00. Council member Barnes explained the loan from the State Infrastructure Bank will be $275,000.00 with 1.83% interest over a five-year period. Council member Barnes said Class C Road Funds can only be spent on roads and equipment to maintain the roads. Council member Barnes said we will be able to pay back the loan with the funds we receive from Class C Roads each year. Council member Barnes asked the public if they had any questions or concerns about the loan. 

MARTY HENRIE
Mrs. Henrie asked if the $20,000.00 on the budget is for Class C Roads. City Recorder Steed explained that is for maintenance on the roads. City Recorder Steed said the Class C Road Fund Budget is $633,056.00.  

2016-04 ORDINANCE (IMPLEMENT FINES AND PENALTIES ON TAMPERING WITH WATER METERS)		
Council member Barnes read Ordinance 2016-04 (attached). Mayor Taylor asked if there were any questions or comments from the public. There were no questions or comments from the public. 

Mayor Taylor closed the public hearing at 6:12 p.m.

ADOPTION OF 2016-17 BUDGET
Mayor Taylor asked the Council if they had any question or concerns about the budget. 
Council member Torgersen made a motion to adopt Resolution 2016-01 (2016-17 Budget). Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Barnes, Stowe, Allen and Torgersen voting aye.

ADOPTION OF 2015-16 REVISED BUDGET
Mayor Taylor asked the Council if they had any question or concerns about the revised budget. Council member Stowe made a motion to adopt Resolution 2016-02 (2015-16 Revised Budget) Council member Allen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes, Stowe and Torgersen voting aye.

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 2016-03 (FINANCE ROAD IMPROVEMENTS)
Mayor Taylor asked the Council if they had any question or discussion about the finance for the Road Improvements. Council member Barnes made a motion to adopt Resolution 2016-03 (Finance Road Improvements). Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Barnes, Stowe, Allen, Graham and Torgersen voting aye.
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DECISION OF ORDINANCE 2016-04 (IMPLEMENT FINES AND PENALTIES ON TAMPERING WITH WATER METERS)
Mayor Taylor asked the Council if they had any question or discussion about Ordinance 2016-04 (Implement Fines and Penalties on Tampering with Water Meters). Council member Graham made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2016-04 (Implement Fines and Penalties on Tampering with Water Meters). Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Barnes, Stowe, Torgersen, Allen and Graham voting aye.

Mrs. Henrie asked for an update on the peacocks. City Attorney Huntington said the individual with the peacocks has been given a nuisance citation. City Attorney Huntington said this case will go to court in July. Mrs. Henrie asked if someone complains can it be one complaint or two complaints from the same home. City Attorney Huntington explained it has to be two complaints and they should not come from the same home. 

Mrs. Henrie asked about dogs being housed in Panguitch at the pound. Mrs. Henrie asked if Panguitch City did this to be nice or if Escalante City had to pay a fee. Mayor Taylor said we have never received a bill from Panguitch City for housing the dogs. Mayor Taylor explained Escalante City has done a couple things for Panguitch City to help them out in return. Mayor Taylor said Escalante City has taken our Street Sweeper over to help Panguitch City sweep their streets. Mrs. Henrie said Panguitch City said they will not accept any more dogs in their pound from Escalante City. Mayor Taylor said we need to look at getting our own dog pound.

PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Council member Stowe asked City Recorder Steed if we have any new projects approved through the City Office. City Recorder Steed said nothing has come in this week.

Council member Stowe said, at last week’s Planning and Zoning Meeting, Drew Parkin gave an update on his Affordable Housing Plan. 

KATHLEEN AND ROBERT PRICE - NEW HOME - 180 SOUTH CENTER
Council member Stowe explained this project. Mr. and Mrs. Price’s Project meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the Municipal Project Approval Form for Mr. and Mrs. Price. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Stowe, Torgersen, Graham and Barnes voting aye. 

ANGELIQUE GRIFFIN - FENCE - 300 SOUTH 800 WEST
Council member Stowe explained Ms. Griffin’s project. This Project meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. ANIMAL ORDINANCE
Mayor Taylor asked the Council if anyone has had a chance to read through the animal ordinances from Panguitch City. Mayor Taylor said there is some talk about limiting the number of animals on your property. Council member Barnes said if you have five dogs and take care of them, there is no need to limit the number allowed. Council member Allen said he believes if an animal is taken care of, we shouldn’t limit the number allowed. Council member Allen said if the animals are not being taken care of then it becomes a nuisance problem. Council member Allen explained, if a farmer wants to run his cows on his property for a short time, we should not limit the number allowed. Council member Allen said the animal problems should be handled case by case and settled in court. Council member Allen said, if we start limiting animals per square feet, then it is taking away from our freedoms and he is against that. Council member Torgersen asked about having a work meeting to discuss this item. Council member Stowe said she would like the City Council to have a work meeting with Planning and Zoning. This item was discussed at length and a work meeting will be scheduled for the end of August before the regular Planning and Zoning Meeting.
