BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING #6

Mayor Mike Crawford opened the Budget Public Hearing #6 at 6:35 pm.

a. THREE PERCENT (3%) STATUTORY EMPLOYEE WAGE INCREASE.




b. FOUR PERCENT (4%)  GARBAGE INCREASE RESIDENTIAL/COMMERCIAL.




c. THREE PERCENT (3%) WATER INCREASE RESIDENTIAL/COMMERCIAL.




d. THREE PERCENT (3%) SEWER INCREASE RESIDENTIAL/COMMERCIAL.

Motion made by Councilmember Radine Murphy, seconded by Councilmember Gordon Stewart to approve purposed budget increases of three percent statutory employee wage increase, four percent garbage increase residential/ commercial, three percent water increase residential/ commercial, and three percent sewer increase residential/ commercial. All in favor, motion passed.


II.   DISCUSSION DECISION WITH RESPECT TO THE TAX LEVY SCHEDULE OF 0.003226 FOR THE FISCAL  YEAR 2016-2017 AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.
