Business: Kevin made a motion to approve the minutes, Blair seconded it and the motion passed unanimously.
	Jodi Mills will be the new clerk beginning July 1, 2016. She will be a contract employee making $2500.00 per year. Blair made a motion to approve Jodi’s contract, John seconded it and the motion passed unanimously.
Financials: Loralie was reimbursed $68.97 for pizza for the weed grant workers. Standard Examiner was paid $36.25 for the budget notice. Utah Local Government Trust was paid $100 for the treasurer’s bond. Wilber Ellis was paid $806.30 for the weed grant. Annette was paid 2,500.00 for her salary.
Animal Feeding Operations and Contained Animal Feeding Operations (AFO/CAFO): Don Hall with the Department of Environment quality (DEQ) and Division of Water Quality (DWQ) did a presentation about AFO/CAFOs to the board. He reviewed the federal and state rules concerning AFO/CAFOs and DWQ’s responsibilities. DWQ is delegated from the EPA to oversee the CAFO program in Utah. DWQ routinely inspects large CAFOs to determine compliance, but only inspects small AFOs following a complaint or when DWQ suspects non-compliance. During a recent visit west of Ogden, Mr. Hall observed some AFOs that looked like they may not be in compliance and sent them a letter explaining his concern. Mr. Hall explained that according to AFO/CAFO requirements all discharges (the addition of any pollutant to any waters of the state) are prohibited and subject to enforcement and large CAFOs need to be permitted. If permitted and proper waste storage capacity is provided, the permit allows for discharges in the event of a 25-year, 24-hour storm event and a chronic storm system.
	The board asked when dairies need to be compliant and how long they have. They also asked if there was any leeway or funding available to help bring them into compliance. They also asked the process that DEQ follows in contacting the AFCOs. 
	The board discussed the presentation from Mr. Hall and felt their questions were unanswered and they were still unclear what they need to do. They will continue to monitor the situation.  
Budget:  The board discussed the budget as presented. John made a motion to approve the budget, Blair seconded it and the motion passed unanimously. The clerk will bring a copy of the budget to the meetings to make sure payments are in budget or determine if the budget needs to be amended before the expenditures are made. 
Weed Grant Update: The spraying for yellow star thistle is finished. Loralie provided pizza for the workers and was reimbursed $68.97.
NRCS Update: In Weber County there are 9 CSP, 15 cropland irrigation related and 1 high tunnel. In 2016 there were 2 AFO/CAFO, 15 cropland irrigation related, 2 high tunnel, 4 pasture irrigation related and 3 energy applications for funding.  Currently the Huntsville project will receive funding to finish and North Summit Irrigation has been selected as a strategic proposal for 2016. 
Resource Coordinator Update: Loralie has been attending the Weber River partnership meetings and encouraged the supervisors to attend the next meeting on July 20th at 9:00 a.m. The Weber River partnership is looking for help planning the symposium that will be held on October 18-19th.  
	Because of the delinquencies from the self-evaluation, Loralie created the policies needed. John made a motion to approve the policies, Blair seconded it and the motion passed unanimously.
