We, the undersigned owners of certain real property lying
contiguous to the present municipal limits of Hyrum City hereby
submit this Petition for Annexation and respectfully represent the
following:

T That this petition is made pursuant to the requirements of
Section 10-2-403, Utah Code Annotated, 1953, as amended (UCA);

2. That the property subject to this petition is a contiguous,
unincorporated area contigucus to the boundaries of Hyrum City and
the annexation therecf will not leave or create an unincorporated
island or peninsula;

3. That the signatures affixed hereto are those of the owners of
private real property that:
a. is located within the area proposed for annexation;
b. covers a majority of the private land area within the
area proposed for annexation;
c. covers 100% of the private land area within the area
proposed for annexation if the area is within:
1. an agriculture protection area; or
2 a migratory bird protection area; and
d. is equal in value to at least 1/3 of the value of all
private real property within the area proposed for
annexation;

6. That this petition does not propose annexation of an area
that includes some or all of an area proposed to be incorporated
in a request for a feasibility study under Section 10-2-103 UCA or
a petition under Section 10-2-125 UCA if:
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[image: image4.jpg]a. the request or petition was filed before the filing of
the annexation petition; and

b. the request, a petition under Section 10-2-109 based on
that request, or a petition under Section 10-2-125 is
still pending on the date the annexation petition is
filed;

P That the petitioners have caused an accurate plat of the
above described property to be made by a competent, licensed
surveyor, which plat is filed herewith; and

8. That the petitioners’ annexation be contingent upon the
property adjacent to or near State Highway 165 be zoned C-1
(Commercial HWY 165) upon annexation, and that the other annexed
property2 be zoned residential (either R-A, R-1, R-2, R-3, R-4, or
R-5) upon annexation.

9. That historical and current uses of petitioners’ property,
including animal or boarding rights, be grandfathered in and shall
not be restricted or made to comply with any zoning or other
municipal restrictions.

10. That the petitioners agree to pay the City upon request and
before the annexation process is completed for all reasonable
expenses it has incurred due to the annexation). Itemized
expenses to be shown to Petitioners upon request. The petitioners
understand if payment has not been made to the City by specified
dates it could delay the annexation process.

That any water/irrigation shares be dedicated to the City
upon subdivision of the parcels, at which time shares or rights
equal to 3 acre feet of water per acre of ground be dedicated in
proportion to the subdividing acreage parcels.

12. Alternatively from dedicating said shares mentioned in q 10,
the subdividing parcel owner be allowed to purchase
water/irrigation shares from Hyrum City for a reasonable market
price. These shares shall then be dedicated back to Hyrum City in
satisfaction of 1 11.

13. That water, sewer, or utility lines do not need to be hooked
up to Hyrum City lines but may be hooked up to other municipality
lines, and that residents with water, sewer, or utility lines do
not need to modify them to connect with Hyrum City lines.
Petitioners may also use septic systems if they choose.

WHEREFORE, the Petitioners hereby request that this petition
be considered by the governing body at its next regular meeting,
or as soon thereafter as possible; that a resolution be adopted as
required by law accepting this Petition for Annexation for further
consideration; and that the governing body take such steps as
required by law to complete the annexation herein petitioned.

Pursuant to Section 10-2-406, U.C.A., Hyrum City, Utah, hereby gives notice as follows:

On May 31, 2016 a petition proposing the annexation of real property located between approximately 550 North and 900 North (4400 South) between 550 East and 800 East (58.15 acres) has been filed with Hyrum City by Curtis Knight.

On June 2, 2016, the Hyrum City Council approved Resolution 16-21 accepting the Petition to be further considered and authorizing the Petition to be certified.

Any protest must be filed as herein stated by no later than August 8, 2016

If no protests are received, the Hyrum City Council will hold a public hearing on Thursday, August 18, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. in the Hyrum City Civic Center 60 West Main, Hyrum, Utah to consider a request to annex this property.

UTAH STATE CODE 
PROTEST TO ANNEXATION PETITION

10-2-407 Protest to annexation petition -- Planning advisory area planning commission recommendation -- Petition requirements -- Disposition of petition if no protest filed.

(1) A protest to an annexation petition under Section 10-2-403 may be filed by:

(a) the legislative body or governing board of an affected entity;

(b) the owner of rural real property as defined in Section 17B-2a-1107; or

(c) for a proposed annexation of an area within a county of the first class, the owners of private

real property that:

(i) is located in the unincorporated area within 1/2 mile of the area proposed for annexation;

(ii) covers at least 25% of the private land area located in the unincorporated area within 1/2

mile of the area proposed for annexation; and
(iii) is equal in value to at least 15% of all real property located in the unincorporated area within

1/2 mile of the area proposed for annexation.
(2)(a) Each protest under Subsection (1) shall:

(i) be filed:

(A) no later than 30 days after the municipal legislative body's receipt of the notice of certification under Subsection 10-2-405(2)(c)(i); and

(B)(I) in a county that has already created a commission under Section 10-2-409, with the commission; or

(II) in a county that has not yet created a commission under Section 10-2-409, with the clerk of the county in which the area proposed for annexation is located;

(ii) state each reason for the protest of the annexation petition and, if the area proposed to be annexed is located in a specified county, justification for the protest under the standards established in this chapter;

(iii) if the area proposed to be annexed is located in a specified county, contain other information that the commission by rule requires or that the party filing the protest considers

pertinent; and

(iv) contain the name and address of a contact person who is to receive notices sent by the commission with respect to the protest proceedings.

(b) The party filing a protest under this section shall on the same date deliver or mail a copy of the protest to the city recorder or town clerk of the proposed annexing municipality.

(c) Each clerk who receives a protest under Subsection (2)(a)(i)(B)(II) shall:

(i) immediately notify the county legislative body of the protest; and

(ii) deliver the protest to the boundary commission within five days after:

(A) receipt of the protest, if the boundary commission has previously been created; or

(B) creation of the boundary commission under Subsection 10-2-409(1)(b), if the boundary commission has not previously been created.
(3)(a)(i) If a protest is filed under this section:

(A) the municipal legislative body may, at its next regular meeting after expiration of the deadline under Subsection (2)(a)(i)(A), deny the annexation petition; or

(B) if the municipal legislative body does not deny the annexation petition under Subsection (3)(a)(i)(A), the municipal legislative body may take no further action on the annexation petition until after receipt of the commission's notice of its decision on the protest under Section 10-2-416.

(ii) If a municipal legislative body denies an annexation petition under Subsection (3)(a)(i)(A),the municipal legislative body shall, within five days after the denial, send notice of the denial in writing to:

(A) the contact sponsor of the annexation petition;

(B) the commission; and

(C) each entity that filed a protest.

(b)(i) If no timely protest is filed under this section, the municipal legislative body may, subject to Subsection (3)(b)(ii), approve the petition.

(ii) Before approving an annexation petition under Subsection (3)(b)(i), the municipal legislative body shall:

(A) hold a public hearing; and

(B) at least seven days before the public hearing under Subsection (3)(b)(ii)(A):

(I) (Aa) publish notice of the hearing in a newspaper of general circulation within the municipality and the area proposed for annexation; or
(Bb) if there is no newspaper of general circulation in those areas, post written notices of the hearing in conspicuous places within those areas that are most likely to give notice to residents within those areas; and

(II) publish notice of the hearing on the Utah Public Notice Website created in Section 63F-1-701.
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
