Agenda Item Sunrise Engineering – Discussion of Water Tank Project. Application for Grant/Loan for New Water Tank located at 1B-0277-0075

Topics Discussed 

Project Application with Division of Drinking Water

Doug Nielson and Justin Atkinson of Sunrise Engineering discussed the Division of Drinking Water Board decision pertaining to Wellington City’s New Water Tank. The board kept firm with its decision to reward funds for this project at 20% Grant and 80% Loan. Based on the Engineers calculations Wellington City would need to raise its culinary rates by $8.02 per connection to cover the costs associated with the project. In addition to the Water Tank, the City would need to raise the culinary rates by an additional $5.42 per connection for Phase 2 of the project, which includes removing the old asbestos lines from the system. 

Sunrise Engineering also discussed the Cities option of seeking a private loan to repair the current water tank. According to engineering estimates the City should expect to raise Culinary rates by $10.50 to $11 per connection for both phases of the project. Mayor Powell and Councilman Willson agreed to meet with Zions Bank to determine the City’s eligibility to receive a private loan.
