Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Councilwoman Noyes nominated Councilman Sanslow as Mayor Pro Temp. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 2 – Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Councilman Sanslow asked everyone present to join him for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from April 20, 2016. Councilman Willson seconded the motion and motion carried with Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Cathy Childs – Utility Account Overage

Cathy Childs came before the City Council to request an adjustment on her April 2016 Utility Bill. Childs explained that minor leak has been found in her home, resulting in a slightly higher than usual culinary water bill. 

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 1.3270.0.1 for April 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 4. Discussion to Support Upcoming Baseball and Softball Tournaments in the Carbon County Area 
	
Councilman Sanslow discussed the upcoming Black Diamond ‘Lil Digger’s Baseball Tournament. The Tournament is scheduled for August 11th to the 13th. Sanslow asked for the Councilmembers to support preparing the fields for this event. Councilman Willson made a motion to allow various organizations to use the fields for tournaments. Councilman Wells seconded the motion and the motion carried with Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 5. Appointment of Cody Austin as a Volunteer Fire Fighter with the Wellington City Fire Department

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve Cody Austin as a Volunteer Fire Fighter with the Wellington City Fire Department. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.


Agenda Item 6. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Wells made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and motion carried with Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor. 

e. Council Reports

Councilman Sanslow expressed his appreciation for recent donations by Dugout Mine and Councilman Tatton for necessary Pee-Wee Field repairs. 

Councilman Willson asked Councilwoman Noyes if she has heard from the Carbon High School Band about preforming for the Pioneer Days Celebration Dinner on Friday evening. Noyes stated that the director of the band planned to contact her soon with an answer. It was suggested the City offer the band $1k for an hour of performance. 

Councilman Wells discussed Wellington Canal Company’s request for the City to have watering turns for the upcoming watering season. Availability of water is not the main concern behind the request. Using turns allows the system to run more efficiently. Councilmembers discussed individual who may need to water on a different day. It is advised these individuals call the City prior to switching from their designated day.

Councilwoman Noyes described her efforts to have decorative rocks aligning the road to the cemetery. Noyes also mentioned her desire for the City to hire a temporary employee during the spring months. Noyes also reminded everyone of the plans to have a community clean-up day in the cemetery. The scheduled day is the Friday before Memorial Day. Councilmembers also discussed the process of having unused graves return to the City. For example the burial rights to some unused graves were purchased over 60 years ago. The individuals who purchased these graves are deceased, and the City has no ability to determine next of kin. 

Councilman Sanslow mentioned that he purchased two picnic tables for the Knight Ideal Pond. These items were purchased from the Public Surplus.

Councilman Wells made a motion to adjourn. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and motion carried with Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor.
