Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if anyone was present who wished to address the City Council. No one from the public came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 – Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilwoman Noyes made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from March 2, 2016. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Opening of Sealed Bids for Two Metal Shade Canopies to Cover Two 12X12 Concrete Pads at Knight-Ideal Fishing Pond (850 E 300 S, Wellington, UT 84542)

The City Recorder read the bids received for the two metal shade canopies to cover two 12X12 concrete pads at the Knight Ideal Fishing Pond (850 E 300 S, Wellington, UT 84542). The bid amounts received were as follows:

Agenda Item 4. Awarding of Bid for Two Metal Shade Canopies at Knight Ideal Pond

Councilmembers noted that there were discrepancies among the bids as only some included labor. Other inconsistencies included the size and material quoted. Councilman Willson made a motion to table the bid awarding for two metal shade canopies at the Knight Ideal Pond. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor. 

Agenda Item 5. Resolution 2016-03 – A Resolution to Receive Funds from the Division of Water Quality for the Planning Advance Water Quality Board Hardship Grant

The City Recorder explained that Wellington City needed to approve Resolution 2016-03, to receive funds from the Division of Water Quality for the Planning Advance Water Quality Board Hardship Grant. These funds will reimburse the City for payments made to Johansen and Tuttle Engineering for the Sewer Master Plan Study. Councilman Willson made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-03. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor. 

Agenda Item 6. Sunrise Engineering – Justin Atkinson Update on Water Tank Application 

Justin Atkinson of Sunrise Engineering provided councilmembers with an update on the funding for a new water tank. An application for assistance was submitted to the Division of Drinking Water in mid-March. The financing committee at the division held a meeting via phone. Atkinson noted that unfortunately Michael Grange, of the Division of Drinking Water, was unable to attend the phone conference. Gary Kobzeff attended the meeting in his place. The financing committing proposed an eighty/twenty loan/grant mix through federal funds. Atkinson noted that additional requirements are needed for projects receiving assistance from federal funding. 

Sunrise Engineering, discouraged with the news, reached out to Grange for assistance. Grange, who also assumed Wellington City would receive more favorable funding, suggested that Wellington City prepare a letter for the financing committee. This letter would allow the City to seek more favorable funding by explaining all extenuating circumstances. In turn Grange also plans to explain the City’s position to the committee. Once that letter is received the Division of Drinking Water Board will hold a public hearing via phone. Atkinson offered to assist Mayor Powell in writing the letter, to which Councilman Wells agreed. 

Agenda Item 7. CIB Capital Project List – Updated Amounts 

The City Recorder explained that Justin Atkinson of Sunrise Engineering has recently updated the City’s CIB Capital Project List. Atkinson explained that the anticipated sewer and culinary projects are split up on the list, as they will be two separate projects. Councilman Sanslow made a motion to approve the updated/amended CIB Capital Project List for 2016. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor. 

Agenda Item 8. Rick Houskeeper – Utility Account Overage 2.2040.0.1
The City Recorder introduced the utility account overage for Houskeeper. It was explained that Houskeeper did show up on the continuous leak report. Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 2.2040.0.1 for March 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 9. Brian Dirk – Utility Account Overage 3.1360.0.2

Utility customer Joyce Dirk came before the council to ask for assistance with her March 2016 utility bill. Dirk has found a leak at her property and as a result was billed a higher usage amount. Dirk explained that Blue Stakes has been called, and the family is looking into repairing this break. Councilman Wells expressed the urgency to repair the line, and noted any assistance provided would only be for one month.

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 3.1360.0.2 for March 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 10. Cindi Thayn – Utility Account Overage 2.1980.0.3 

Utility customer Cindi Thayn came before the council to ask for assistance with her March 2016 utility bill. The amount billed to Thayn was higher than her monthly average. The City Recorder explained this could be attributed to a slow leak. Councilmembers debated the accuracy of the meter. Mayor Powell agreed to have the Public Works department change out her meter in the morning to verify its accuracy. 

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 2.1980.0.3 for March 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor. 
	
Agenda Item 11. Wellington City Ball Park and City Park – Scheduling Conflicts

Councilman Willson introduced agenda item 11, a scheduling conflict between Wellington City Ball Park and Wellington City Park. It is anticipated that the traveling teams in Carbon County plan to hold a tournament the weekend of August 11th – 13th. A family has already rented the Concession and Pavilion for that weekend. Mayor Powell assured Willson that Rory Bradley and Kory Moosman, the individuals responsible for scheduling the fields, are to report to Councilman Sanslow. In turn Sanslow will verify the availability of the concession/pavilion. Mayor Powell also stated it will always be treated as a first come first serve basis.  

Agenda Item 12. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Wells made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor. 
	
e. Council Reports

Councilman Sanslow informed the Council that the fishing pier at the Knight Ideal Fishing Pond is complete, and complemented Rodney Pierce of RCP Construction on this project. Sanslow urged everyone to take a moment to go visit the pond to see its progress.

Councilman Willson asked for a status on the new City Slogan, as residents are anxious to begin Pioneer Day preparation. The City Recorder reassured him the vote for the slogan will take place at the next City Council Meeting.  

Councilman Wells briefly discussed the possibility of the secondary water being made available to residents on the upcoming Monday or Tuesday. Wells also questioned whether Mayor Powell received a bid from ERO Stout on repairing the current water tank. Councilmembers agreed that given the news from Sunrise Engineering, this may end up being the City’s only route to fix the current water tank issues. 

Councilman Willson asked Mayor Powell if Wellington City planned to move forward with requesting assistance to purchase a new fire truck. Mayor Powell indicated that the City does plan to request assistance with a truck, and will move forward with the necessary application.

Agenda Item 14. Adjourn

Councilman Wells made a motion to adjourn. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor.
