Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if anyone was present who wished to address the City Council. No one from the public came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 – Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Sanslow made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from March 16, 2016 with the addition of the word “not” on page one, line 11. Councilman Willson seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, and Noyes in favor.

Councilman Willson made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from April 6, 2016 with the addition of the word “not” on page one, line 11. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Awarding of Bid for Two Metal Shade Canopies at the Knight Ideal Pond 

Councilman Sanslow discussed his decision to advise the City to move forward with awarding the bid for the two metal shade canopies at the Knight Ideal Pond to Southeast Blasting & Concrete. Sanslow explained that the bid would actually be $500 less as the bids included taxes. Kirk Dimick of Southeast Blasting & Concrete has already turned in all the necessary papers to the City. Councilman Sanslow made a motion to award Southeast Blasting and Contract for its submitted bid to build two metal shade canopies at the Knight Ideal Pond. Councilman Wells seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 4. Brent Wilder – Utility Account Overage 

The City Recorder introduced the utility account overage for Brent Wilder. It was explained that Wilder did show up on the continuous leak report. Wilder also came in to the administrative offices to discuss the leak. Wilder did indeed have a leak over the winter months, which he has since repaired. 

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 2.1700.0.1 for March 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 5. Robert Killpack – Utility Account Overage

Robert Killpack came before the City Council to request an adjustment on his March 2016 Utility Bill. Killpack explained that in the late fall he repaired a leak. As a result of the leak he was charged with a higher usage. 

Councilman Wells made a motion to approve an adjustment for the culinary water rate bill on account 5.2060.0.2 for March 2016. The account will be billed at the City’s wholesale rate. Councilwoman Noyes seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 6. Sarah Perry – Business License at 446 W 500 S #24. Zone MH  

Councilman Tatton introduced Sarah Perry and her request to obtain a Home Occupation License. Tatton explained this is not a new business, and that the company that employs her as a courier is requiring it for worker’s compensation. None of the items in this courier business are housed at her home. Instead, Perry picks up the items from a warehouse, and delivers them to various pharmacies around the county.
 
Councilman Sanslow made a motion to Sarah Perry for a Business License at 446 W 500 S #24. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 7. Patty Rigby – Carbon School District, Lunch in Wellington City Park

Patty Rigby came before the Council to discuss the Carbon School District’s upcoming summer lunch program. Wellington children qualify for the program this year because the community has a 58% free/ reduced lunch population. In the past the summer lunch has been held at Wellington Elementary, but because of the school’s location the only kids attending were dropped off by an adult. 

The summer lunch program provides free lunch to anyone 18 years and under. This can even extend to individuals traveling through Wellington City. Adults interested in staying for the meal must pay a $3.75. The school district plans to serve the meal all summer, five days a week from 11:00 AM to 12:00 PM. The district will also reimburse the City for any electricity used during meal times. Councilmembers asked that the school district verify that the park is available each day, as there are some days it will be in use. All councilmembers agreed this is a great program.

Agenda Item 8. City Slogan and Pioneer Days Celebration - Theme

Councilmembers and the Mayor agreed to have a silent vote for the new city slogan. To begin each member selected their top five preferences for the new slogan. After eliminated some of the potential slogans, the councilmembers and Mayor selected their two favorite slogans. The top two slogans were “Where Nature Smiles for Hundreds of Miles,” and “Corridor to Utah’s Best,” with the later having one less vote. Councilman Sanslow made a motion to accept “Where Nature Smiles for Hundreds of Miles” as the new City Slogan. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor. 

Janet O’Berto and Brad Allred came before the Council to discuss the Friday night entertainment and dinner for the Pioneer Days Celebration. Grab N Growl of Roosevelt, Utah will cater the event. Allred is still communicating with Eric Dodge to determine his availability to return as the entertainment. Should Dodge not be able to attend, Allred is also communicating with Charlie Jenkins. Jenkins has performed in the past, and indicated he would love to return for the event. Councilmembers discussed potential times to start the dinner and entertainment. Peczuh Printing also offered to print up, and donate the posters for the upcoming event. 

Councilmembers discussed sending out letters for donation requests. It was suggested that the letter requesting donations for the entertainment indicate that the Fire Department will send out a donation request letter at a later date. Councilman Willson also has spoken with Rory and Sarah Bradley about spearheading the parade. The couple happily agreed to help out with this event.

Agenda Item 9. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Wells made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor. 
	
	b. Police Reports
	
Captain Feichko came before the Council to provide an update on the Police Department. In comparison to the prior year, the department is issuing more citations, both traffic and non-traffic. Approximately 50% of the arrests made were drug related. Feichko also discussed Officer Sackett’s recent certification. Sackett is now able to test drugs. Feichko would like to purchase the necessary equipment so that these tests can be performed in Wellington. Currently Sackett is taking the drugs which need testing to the Price City Police Department. Although Price City does not mind Wellington City using its facility for these tests, Feichko explained that eventually the City needs its own equipment. These tests are necessary, and if they are conducted by the state they take longer. The estimated costs for the equipment is $1k, and it was suggested that the equipment be stored, and the testing be conducted, in Police Department’s evidence room.

Captain Feichko also discussed a current issue regarding radios in Wellington City. Dispatch is unable to hear 100% of calls coming from within the City limits. This issue is with both the City’s equipment, and Price City’s equipment. Feichko is looking into purchasing updated radios to resolve this issue. The Fire Chief offered to lend the Police Department its new radios to determine if it is a better fit. 

Captain Feichko ended by complimenting Officer Anderson on his outstanding performance. Anderson is willing to learn, and eager to help out as needed; both of which have helped out the department. 

c. Fire Repots 
	
The Fire Chief, Johnny Powell, provided the Council with an update on the Fire Department. Recently, select firefighters attending HZMAT trainings,; several more plan to attend a Railroad Disaster Training in June in Price. Powell also requested to approve Cody Austin as a Volunteer Fire Fighter. 

Chief Powell also discussed some recent vehicle issues, which have been sorted out. During a fire two of the trucks broke down. One of the pumps would not engage, and the other pump would not disengage. Powell plans to submit an application to the Community Impact Board (CIB) to request assistance in purchasing a new Fire Truck.

e. Council Reports

Councilman Sanslow discussed this plans to fix up the Pee Wee Field behind the City Hall. Councilman Tatton has donated money to help purchase paint for this project.
	
Councilman Willson suggested the City consider refunding the Wilder family for their flag purchase for Veloy Wilder’s funeral. Councilmembers agreed, and discussed a time to set out the flags. 

Councilman Wells discussed the availability of water for the upcoming season. Wellington Canal Company plans to implement water turns for those outside of Wellington City. 

Councilmembers also discussed an estimated bid from Ero Stout to repair the current water tank. Shane Clifford is still working to obtain a settlement from Arrowhead Construction’s bonding company. Councilmembers agreed the goal is to determine what alternative is best for the City as a whole

	Councilwoman Noyes expressed her interest to have a cleanup day at the Cemetery.
Potential dates of the Thursday or Friday before Memorial Day were discussed. 

Mayor Powell discussed the recent secondary line break near the City Park. The break was attributed to XL Cable, and as a result Emery Telcom is reimbursing the City for the necessary labor and materials required to repair the break. 

Councilman Sanslow mentioned that he attended the County Commission meeting earlier that evening. During the meeting it was discussed that the counting is looking to receive a grant to repair Ridge Road. The county would be required to have a 25% match. 

Agenda Item 14. Adjourn

Councilman Wells made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor.
