Councilmember Donaldson noted Mayor Blackham had asked to be excused, and had asked him to start the meeting.  A motion was called for a Mayor Pro-tem.

Approval of Mayor Pro-tem

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve Councilmember Jensen as the Mayor Pro-tem for the evening.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-1 vote.  Those voting aye were Councilmembers Andersen, Carlisle, Donaldsen and Hill.  Councilmember Jensen voted nay.
7:00-7:30 p.m. Public Hearing to Receive Public Comment and to Reopen the 2015-2016 Budget including Budget Transfers

Councilmember Carlisle made the motion to open the public hearing to receive public comment and to reopen the 2015-2016 budget including budget transfers.  Councilmember Andersen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.
7:05 p.m. Public Hearing open
Discuss and Proposed Approval of Donation for Kaylee Hill, Arts Camp ~ Kaylee Hill
Kaylee announced she is going to do a summer youth theatre intensive which is a one week theatre camp intended to boost the confidence of the youth in our community not only in the performing arts but in themselves.  She gave a summary of the camp activities and what the expenditures would include to provide this camp.  She noted the strong athletic presence in the community and expressed her wishes to build and broaden the arts programs within the community and schools.  This will take place July 6-11.
Councilmember Andersen made the motion to support Kaylee in her efforts and approve a $150 donation to the Summer Youth Theatre Intensive.  Councilmember Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Councilmember Hill abstained from the voting.

The Councilmembers encouraged Kaylee to approach the Recreation Board for a donation. 

7:12 p.m. Kaylee Hill left
Gunnison Valley Fire Dept., Discuss Fire District Fees ~ Fire Chief, Jed Hansen

Chief Hansen stated he had recently attended the District meeting, and reported the District is getting to the point that they are needing to increase the fees to fund the District.  He noted it had been 10 years since the fees had been increased and there was a proposal to increase the fees by .50¢ this year and .50¢ next year.  He noted it is currently $2.75/month.  Chief Hansen reported this would just be for the support right now, and if they did happen to change the department status by going to their own taxing entity then that would 
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change this.  This would help fund the  District for the next two-three years while they work on getting the Special Service District in place.  Chief Hansen explained the CIB money that has really helped fund the District previously has greatly decreased with the low oil prices, and he wasn't sure how much help they would be in the future.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen questioned the timing of the proposed fee increase noting the cities ran on fiscal year budgets and the budgets would already be set for most of the cities at this point causing  the budgets need to be posted and opened in public hearings to allow for this.  Chief Hansen felt this would be billed on a calendar year budget since the County runs on a calendar year and would start 2017-2018.  Chief Hansen stated this fee would be county wide explaining that currently the incorporated cities paid into the District through the water bills and the unincorporated areas paid through the power bills with Rocky Mountain Power so if there was no power hooked up to the house then they were not paying into the District, but were receiving service from the District. He stated they had looked at billing this fee on the taxes noting there were 40,000 parcels in Sanpete County by reports of the County Auditor, Ilene Roth.  He reported the problems they have had obtaining money from CIB noting CIB does not like the fact there is no legal way of making sure the loans are paid back, but if they went to the taxing authority then there would be more of a guaranteed payment so the taxing authority would benefit them greatly.  He then reviewed the funding they have received from the Fire District to date and how much it has helped the department.   Chief Hansen need to know if Gunnison City would support this proposed increase so he would know what to tell the Fire District so they will know whether or not to move forward with the proposed increase.  He noted they are waiting to get answers from all of the other communities as well.  They are putting a committee together with representatives from both ends of the county to help with all of this.  Councilmember Hill noted this is a nice service that is provided, and this seems like a minimal amount to pay for coverage.  This increase would raise the present revenues of $320,000 to about $360,000 next year and to $400,000 the next.  Chief Hansen reported they have gone three years without a house fire, and have now had five since the first of the year.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen would like Chief Hansen to keep the City informed as things move forward and keep the updates coming to allow for the City to schedule a public hearing to allow for this proposed fee.  Chief Hansen credited the previous Fire Chiefs, Van Malmgren, Maynard Jacobsen and Kevin Hansen for getting things set up so well for the department.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen felt the Fire District has served the City well.  Councilmember Andersen thanked Chief Hansen and all of the department for their services and all they do.

Councilmember Donaldson made the motion to close the Public Hearing to receive public comment and to reopen the 2015-2016 budget including budget transfers.  Councilmember Andersen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-7, 2016 Budget Amendment

Councilmember Hill made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-7, 2016 Budget Amendment.  Councilmember Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

7:30-8:00 p.m. Public Hearing to Receive Public Comment Regarding the 2016-2017 Proposed Budget including the Proposed Adoption of Operating and Capital Budgets for Gunnison City including the 2016 Certified Tax Rate, Proposed Fee Waivers and Donations, Fee Schedule Changes and Compensation of Statutory Employees

Councilmember Hill made the motion to open the Public Hearing to receive public comment regarding the 2016-2017 proposed budget and all that is included.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  

7:37 Public Hearing Open

Discuss Proposed Areas of Sewer Expansion ~ Councilmember Jensen
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Councilmember Andersen explained the process that had taken place to determine the areas proposed for expansion noting businessman Scott Reid had approached himexplaining he was in the process of purchasing some property and commented he couldn't build a home in Gunnison even though he has built homes all over.  Councilmember Andersen explained to Scott the need to extend the sewer to the end of his property with Scott stating he was willing to do whatever he had to do.  Councilmember Andersen then explained after Scott had run it to the edge of his property then the City would finish installing the sewer line to the end of the block.  Discussion ensued regarding where the impact fees should and could be used and what the original ordinance had stated when the impact fees had been put into place to be sure the City was in compliance with its own ordinance in doing this.  Councilmember Donaldson noted Scott would  need to pay the impact fees for his spec home, and Councilmember Andersen concurred with this statement.  The Council continued to discuss the location of the sewer line within the City.  Councilmember Andersen reported this proposed sewer line expansion would bring the sewer line to approximately 20 new building lots within the city.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen thanked Supt. Childs for attending to help with this discussion.
7:50 p.m. Chief Trent Halliday arrived
Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-6, Use of Sewer Impact Fees for Sewer Expansion ~ Councilmember Andersen

Councilmember Andersen reported this would basically be the completion of the lines that have been approved and earmark the impact fees for usage this year on the noted lines.  Recorder Braithwaite explained the items stated in Resolution 2016-6  is per State Code noting the completion date, the areas noted for completion and a reason why the impact fees have not been utilized within the required six years.  Recorder Braithwaite reported the City had received one bid so far and the amount saved would cover all three proposed streets.  Gary Keddington reported the total amount in the impact fee account was not due to be used this year, and verified it was first in, first out.

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-6, Use of Sewer Impact Fees for Sewer Expansion.  Councilmember  Carlisle seconded the motion.  The motion carries with a 5-0 vote.   

Proposed Approval of Part-time Lifeguards for Swimming Pool ~ Councilmember Donaldson

Councilmember Donaldson presented the name of Alyssa Jo Morgan from Centerfield for a part-time lifeguard position at the pool.  He reported Manager Havey has recommended her for a lifeguard position noting she has her lifeguard certification.  

Councilmember Donaldson made the motion to hire Alyssa Jo Morgan as a part-time lifeguard for the pool.  Councilmember Andersen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-5, Approval of Interfund Loan from Enterprise Fund to Another Fund in Support of Economic Development

Mayor Pro-tem Jensen noted  this loan is for the acquisition of the Anderson property.  Councilmember Donaldson reported the asbestos report had come back clear  and the demolition permit had been put together and approved.  Recorder Braithwaite relayed Mayor Blackham's concerns regarding the traffic control measures with Chief Halliday stating this would be UDOT's concern and the contractor's responsibility to obtain the necessary permits to close any lanes during the demolition.  Councilmember Donaldson reported the Mayor had checked very thoroughly with those responsible for the landfill, and felt everything was set up there as well.  Recorder Braithwaite pointed out the rates for this loan were set per Utah Code.  It would be a 10 year loan at 1.76% which is the current rate of the US Treasury note of a comparable term.    
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Councilmember Carlisle made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-5, approving the interfund loan from an enterprise fund to another fund to enable and encourage economic development within Gunnison City.  Councilmember Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.
Proposed Approval of Ordinance 2016-2, Amending Chapter 17 of the Land Use Ordinance and Allowing for Mobile Food Vendors

This item will be tabled to allow time for the ordinance to be finished by the City's Land Use Hearing Officer (LUHO), Bruce Parker. 
Proposed Approval of Ordinance 2016-4, Amending Appendix B, Standards for Primary Building and Structures of the Land Use Ordinance

This item will also be tabled to allow for LUHO, Bruce Parker to get the ordinance finished.

Proposed Approval of Street Cleaning Services Prior to 4th of July Celebration

Supt. Childs reported he would like to get the same company, In the Green, that has taken care of this in previous years.  Recorder Braithwaite noted this has cost approximately $650-$700 in previous years and would fall under the new budget year.

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve the street cleaning services prior to the 4th of July celebration.  Councilmember Hill seconded the motion.  The motion carries with a 5-0 vote.

Supt. Childs will get this scheduled.

Future Items

Sidewalk Repair:  Councilmember Carlisle reported his efforts that have been made to get the sidewalk replaced north of the bank.  Supt. Childs stated he had called Ralph Christensen who took care of the original project, and would let Councilmember Carlisle know when he hears from him.

Councilmember Carlisle made the motion to close the public hearing to receive public comment regarding the 2016-2017 proposed budget including all of the stated items.  Councilmember Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-8, Budget Adoption including the 2016 Certified Tax Rate, Proposed Fee Waivers and Donations and Fee Schedule Changes

Mayor Pro-tem Jensen summarized Resolution 2016-8 and requested any further comments at this time.  Councilmember Donaldson felt this had all been reviewed thoroughly previously.

Councilmember Hill made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-8 adopting the Operating and Capital Budgets for the Gunnison City 2017 Budget of  $1,799,400 for the General Fund, $295,050 for the Pool Fund, $59,250 for the Pressurized Irrigation Fund, $1,099,350 for the Water/Sewer/Storm Drain Fund including transfers from the Water/Sewer/Storm Drain Fund of $133,500 to the General Fund and $13,750 to the Pressurized Irrigation Fund, the certified tax rate, proposed fee waivers and donations and fee schedule changes.  Councilmember Andersen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

Proposed Approval of Ordinance 2016-3, Compensation of Elected and Statutory Officers

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve Ordinance 2016-3, compensation of elected and statutory officers.  Councilmember Hill seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.
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Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-9, Amending Pressurized Irrigation Fees

Councilmember Carlisle reminded the Council of the review that had taken  place during the budget talks regarding this increase noting it needed to happen  due to the increased assessment rates from the Gunnison Irrigation Company.
Councilmember Carlisle made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-9, amending pressurized irrigation fees.  This will increase the Pressurized Irrigation fees by $2.00 per month per connection.  Councilmember Hill seconded the motion.  The motion carries with a 5-0 vote.
Proposed Approval of Resolution 2016-10, Amending Storm Drainage Fees

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve Resolution 2016-10, amending storm drainage fees as discussed in the previous budget meetings.  This would increase the Storm Drain fees by $2.00 per month per connection.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.
Review Plans for Gunnison Valley July 4th Celebration ~ Councilmember Carlisle

Councilmember Carlisle stated the plans were going well, and felt there were just a few loose ends that needed to be finished up.  The food vendors were discussed.  He also reported the Lions Club was on board for the auction, and the details of the concerts were reviewed.  

8:07 p.m.  Anita Lyons arrived

Chief Halliday summarized the police coverage he had set up and Councilmember Carlisle gave his special traffic requests to Chief Halliday to take care of.  Councilmember Carlisle wanted to be sure there were no cars stopping on the hill at Hwy 89.  The parade parking was also discussed noting there would be no Main Street parking from 200 South to 100 North.  Councilmember Carlisle requested Recorder Braithwaite have the final payments for the bands ready by July 1st.  He also has the grand marshal set up.  He noted the flyers are up and the advertising should all be out.  Recorder Braithwaite mentioned the parade apps have been sent to the royalties within the county as well emailed to the City's Business Association.  
Proposed Approval of City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, June 1, 2016, Open and Closed Sessions

Councilmember Carlisle made the motion to approve the City Council meeting minutes for Wednesday, June 1, 2016, Open and Closed Sessions.  Councilmember Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.

Proposed Approval of Bills and Adjustments

Councilmember Andersen made the motion to approve the bills and adjustments as presented.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote. 

Future Items

Streets:  Councilmember Donaldson brought up the concerns he has received regarding the dust and speed problems at the G-hill.   The ownership of the property was discussed as well as the right of ways that were discussed in previous meetings.  Councilmember Donaldson stated he was almost positive the property going uphill was the City's property.  Chief Halliday reported the ATV sign had been installed just past the Child's house as they come off that hill as well as one further down for those going up the hill.  Councilmember Donaldson reviewed the history of the discussions regarding installation of a gate while still keeping access to those who are walking.  Councilmember Andersen and Chief Halliday felt this proposed gate had already been approved and just didn't get finished.  Discussion ensued regarding signage as well as a design for the proposed gate.  Access routes to the G-hill were discussed as well.  Councilmember Donaldson requested Supt. Donaldson spearhead this project.
8:30 p.m. Gary Keddington left
Pressurized Irrigation Water:  Recorder Braithwaite reported they had been receiving complaints in the city offices of people watering all day in the same place, and questioned how they would like to enforce the watering ordinance.  Councilmember Hill reviewed the pressure problem he has seen at his house noting he knew his location made his problem unique and felt most people were utilizing the correct watering times.  The Council stated they would like the complaints given to Chief Halliday for him to talk to them and take care of the first visit with a warning and a flyer explaining the rules and the problems.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen will work on a flyer for the Police Dept. to take out after Recorder Braithwaite emails him a copy of the watering ordinance.  Chief Halliday will review the new laws to determine how the new law reads before determining what the infraction would be for those who continue to go against the ordinance.  It was noted the City Code would also need to be updated to reflect these changes by the legislature. Discussion ensued regarding agricultural use and the time allowed to water versus the number of shares owned and how this is determined.  Supt. Childs reported the pond has been good so far.  Councilmember Donaldson reported the water from Peacock Springs has been a much cleaner water and has helped  his filters to stay clean.  Supt. Childs reported the irrigation company is currently delivering .2 gallon/100 shares. Councilmember Donaldson suggested Supt. Childs get the meter from the irrigation company to check on the usage of the high users.  Recorder Braithwaite noted this had already been approved. Councilmember Hill explained the importance of education regarding water conservancy.   Recorder Braithwaite noted there was a link on the City's website to learn how to "Slow the Flow".  Chief Halliday reminded the Council of the previous history of the increased usage by the citizens any time restrictions have been put into place.  The daytime watering by the schools, City, etc. was noted.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen stated the City needed to set a better example of following the ordinances while trying to get everyone else to follow them as well.   
Girl Scouts:  Recorder Braithwaite had been approached by a citizen trying to get a Girl Scout group together and requested the usage of some space in the basement once a week for their meetings.  Mayor Pro-tem Jensen suggested they get back with the Council when they have the group put together and have a better idea of their schedule and what they will need.
Closed Session

Councilmember Donaldson made the motion to move into closed session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (a) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual.  Councilmember Hill seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.
