Prayer was offered by Matt. Meeting called to order at 7:12 p.m.  Bills have been approved and signed.  The 6:00 public meeting only had Mike Ferrell attend and he brought the revised water ordinance to be approved.  He has just left.  Minutes were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  Not all have read the minutes for April 4th Town Council Meeting.  Matt made a motion to approve minutes as emailed. Russ seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved for April 4, 2016.

Approval of Cemetery Ordinance:  
	Matt made a motion to approve the cemetery ordinance as written.  Russ seconded the motion.  Voting was unanimous.  The ordinance is being signed by the town board members. 

Marlow arrived at the meeting at 7:14 p.m.

Approval of Water Ordinance:
	Chad made a motion to approve the water ordinance as revised here this evening.  Marlow seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  The ordinance is being signed by the town board members.


Report on request for Ashgrove Cement to help fund LED street lights:
	Kenalou Evers presented the request for help to fund LED lights for the town at Ashgrove’s Community Advisory Committee meeting held in April.  She didn’t get much feedback.  We will wait to see if anything comes of the request.

Number of Flags for holidays and locations:
	We need one at the town hall and the fire station, not at the cemetery.  Russ made motion we have two flags – one at the town hall and other at the fire station.  Matt seconded the motion, motion passed.

2016 Budget Review:
	2016 Budget review worksheets were given to town council members to work on this month.  They are to email any revisions to Danette prior to the June 2nd town council meeting.

2017 Budget:
	2017 Budget worksheets were given to town council members to work on this month.  Their proposed 2017 budget numbers are to be emailed to Danette prior to the June 2nd town council meeting.

Schedule Public Hearing to receive public comment on the 2016 fiscal Year Budget revisions and 2017 Fiscal Year Budget:
	Hold town council meeting on June 2nd to finalize the budget revisions and the 2017 budget.
	Hold the town meeting on June 9th at 6:00 p.m. for public comment and then approve the budgets.  Russ can only be here until 6:30 that night.
	Change town council for July to July 14th from July 7th.  
All council members are in agreement with the above meeting times.

Departments
Roads/Cemetery:
	Russ is looking for help to clean up the cemetery before Memorial Day.  Several options were suggested.  Judi suggested scheduling the prisoners to come help clean up around town before Labor Day or maybe the juvenile program could do it.  
	Matt would like to have the entry sign at the cemetery installed before Memorial Day.  They need something to lift the sign high enough to attach it to the bases. There may be people in town that could help. 
	The roads – Russ got a call telling him the bases for the speed signs have been installed.  Russ needs to contact Kent Sorensen with Rocky Mountain Power to see what the cost will be to run the power off the pole to the sign base on the East end of town.
	Chad is concerned about the railroad trimming trees along the railway to keep the railway more visible to vehicle traffic at crossings.
	Russ still needs to get the road project on Center Street at the canal finished.

Water:
	The revised ordinance was approved tonight.  There are 3 projects needing done - 1) The Spence connection at the bottom of the canyon needs to fixed – it has needed to be repaired for a long time.  Todd wants to fix the connection and 2) put in a valve in case we need to dump our spring water in an emergency.  3) Our overflow station on the tanks on the hill has over-flowed and started eroding the hill away.  It needs to be repaired and Todd knows what needs to be done there.
Karl wonders if the flow should be controlled up at the springs and turn the excess water to Fool Creek.  Our pipes are at capacity now – the most we’ve ever had.  We have approval to put water down the well but it is only during the winter months.  
Chad asked if we can we put these three jobs out for bid.  We want them done in a timely manner.  Chad would like to have these projects completed by the end of July.  He will need at least two bids.  He will have Todd bid and get another.  Along with the water, is it worth it to look into buying our own excavator and tractor to use when making repairs?  Karl thinks it may be hard to justify but it is worth looking into.  A lot of our meters are old and we need to start replacing them.  Trailer and a mini-excavator – Chad will get three bids for these.  Russ suggested getting a backhoe attachment to put on the Kubota.  Chad will look into this and do some comparisons.  
	We need a bigger pump to chlorinate the increased amount of water we now have in our system.  Kay suggested we get a new pump and repair the old one to use it as a spare.  The pump we have now is operating at its max.  The air lock problem went away.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	For now, Karl asked that they divert some of the water to keep the flow where it needs to be.  

Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning:
	We have $3,000 people have donated to the renovation of the town hall.  The renovation will not be taking place so these people have been contacted and gave their approval to use the money for repairs and maintenance on the town hall.  Russ wants to use the money for sprinkler system.  Danette suggested using the money to re-do the chapel floor.  Judi agreed.
	The concession stand door and the restrooms now have the same key – the locks have been replaced.
	Marlow is thinking of improving the rodeo grounds before Leamarado day.  He would like to finish some fencing at one of the gates.  Matt said some of the fencing still needs to be painted.  Trees need to be planted on the West side.
	Marlow has had complaints about people speeding along Cottonwood drive.  Russ suggested speed bumps.  
	Russ is going to check out the entrance lighting at the town hall and replace the lights that are out.
	Marlow asked if we would hire summer help this year.  No decision made.
	Chad made mention of the ball field continuing to deteriorate.  Russ is working on it.  
	The town is in need of a new flag, ours is getting tattered on the end.  Russ will order one.
	Semi’s parking at the fire station – should we ask them to park on the South side of the building so as not to block the access to the emergency entrance and the fuel tanks.  Matt thinks we would get complaints if we park them next to the houses on the South side and they don’t block the doors when they currently park. Marlow suggested we keep an eye on this to make sure they are not interfering with the functioning of the fire house.  


Fire Department:
	The Pruitt’s built a small train a few years ago and they don’t want to store it anymore.  They would like to donate it to the town.  Does the town have a place to store it?  Could it be stored in the concession stand?  The concession stand is only used during Leamarado Day.  Other things are stored in there and Russ doesn’t think there is room, but they will look at it.  
	Matt has all the supplies he needs to make the fire station handicap accessible for when we use it as a voting location.  He will complete the project before the primary elections in June.

Miscellaneous:
	Karl has a letter from a man in Canada asking about where the smelter was in Leamington.  Karl let him know where it was and told him he could help him further if he needed.  The man is going to get the town copies of articles he has collected concerning the smelter.  We will put them in the museum and maybe a copy to the museum in Delta.

	 Russ made a motion to adjourn.  Marlow seconded.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
