Tammie Morgan led us in the pledge of allegiance and Jennifer Webb offered the opening prayer.  

Next month’s volunteer assignments:   
Mayor Tim Heyder called for a motion to accept the agenda.
Randy Branch made a motion to accept the agenda as it is written.  Michael Morgan 2nd.   All council members present voted yes.

Proper Conduct of a Public Meeting

Eagle Projects
Elijah Anderson
Elijah would like to put cement pads under the bleachers at the park for his eagle project.  He is asking the town council to help him with funding the project.  The total cost is going to be around $800.00.
Clayton Owen
Clayton would like to rebuild the benches at the park and paint them.  His is also asking the town council to help him with funding also.  His project is around $700.
Mike Morgan asked if they were getting any other funding.  Elijah indicated that OSI is helping him.  Mayor Heyder stated that the scouting program is a great program.

CDBG Grant 2016
The grant is underway and Tammie is working on the environmental review.  Mayor Heyder asked if we could look at getting more grant funds for the fence in front of the park.  It is a hazard.  Eric indicated that we may have enough funds with this new project we are starting to do something with the fence.  Mike Morgan will get ahold of the people in Logan that he knows to see how much it would be to replace the fence. 
Water
Tammie presented a utility billing policy to the council to review and we will put it into place next council meeting.

Fire
Andrew stated nothing needed to be addressed.

Planning & Zoning

The council is reviewing the ordinances that the lawyer has gone through.  There is a lot of them.  Mayor stated it may take a couple months to go through them before they go and sit down with the lawyer.  There is a lot of good things in them but some things that don’t pertain to us.
