1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Councilmember Barnett.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Councilmember Burrows.

4. MINUTES APPROVED.  The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held May 24, 2016 and made the following corrections. 
Motion: Approve the minutes of the meeting held May 24, 2016, Action: Approve, Moved by Bryan Burrows, Seconded by Kathy Christensen. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yea = 5).

5. EXPENDITURES.  The Council reviewed the May 2016 Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal. Motion: Approve Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal for May 2016, Action: Approve, Moved by Richard Barnett, Seconded by Kevin Arrington. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yea = 5).  Yea: Kevin Arrington, Bryan Burrows, Richard Barnett, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson.
6. GOLF COURSE UPDATE. Todd Mullen invited each Councilmember to come out to the golf course and take a free lesson from him.  He discussed some of the things that have been happening at the golf course.  He reported that the Men’s League numbers are better than the last few years, but the Women’s is just average because most Tuesday evenings we have had poor weather until just the last couple of weeks.  The weather has also affected our numbers this spring.  In May, we had 16 bad weather days and most of those days have been on Friday, Saturday and Sunday which are 3 of our busiest days.  In spite of that, the green fee numbers were better in May this year than they were last May. 

Mr. Mullen has updated the website for the golf course that just became live one week ago. With this new point of sale, it will help build a database so that text and email reminders can be sent of events.  

He started a new class for juniors the end of March and he had 150 juniors attend this class.  He believed that if we can get the kids playing that their parents will start playing golf also.  He held a junior camp a week ago and he had 105 juniors participate in that.  

Mr. Mullen felt that things at the golf course are going great.  He wants the golf course to continue to grow and he believed that it is heading in the right direction.  The condition of the golf course is fabulous; it is in great shape.  He had a comment from a customer that heard that Cove View is back and that makes him feel good.
Councilmember Nielson asked how many employees we have at the golf course.  Mr. Mullen stated that there are 3 full-time employees and about 15 part-time employees that he has to keep under 29 hours a week.  

Councilmember Arrington noted that one thing that Council has discussed during the budget sessions is the proposed increase from the $140,000 to $150,000 in temporary wages and asked Mr. Mullen if he could address this.  Mr. Mullen stated that our employees make $9 to $10 an hour and we felt that increasing that wage a little would keep them motivated in staying because their hours are limited.  They do deal with customers and their jobs are demanding.  Hopefully this would help the employees be more committed to the golf course and motivated.  If we can do this, they will be more passionate about their jobs and hopefully we can keep them.  

Councilmember Arrington had a recommendation for Mr. Mullen.  The County has been trying to work with our restaurants and hotels and get them on Trip Advisory which is something that tourists us to find places and things to do.  If we could get the golf course there it would help because the things to do item for Richfield is lacking.
Mr. Mullen reported that the new practice facility is being worked on.  The grass has been planted and is growing.  There are a lot of people excited about it.  It will give us more space for people to use.  He is hoping that it will be in use by the time the high schools start practicing.       
7. PROCLAMATION SUPPORTING LOCAL FIRST UTAH’S INDEPENDENTS WEEK ADOPTED.  Kristen Lavelett explained the Independence Day campaign which is one of their summer education programs that will begin July 1 and run thru July 7.  The purpose of this campaign is to help educate people about the importance of shopping local.  They have some businesses who have signed up to be part of the Local First Utah.  

Councilmember Arrington asked if there was a fee for businesses to join.  Ms. Lavelett stated that joining Local First Utah is free, but there is small fee to participate in this campaign because of the material that has to be shipped to them.  She thought the cost was $20. She discussed some other grants which her organization has received for outreach to rural communities.  
Motion: Accept proclamation supporting Local First Utah’s Independents Week in Richfield sponsored by Local First Utah for the week of July 1 thru July 7.  Action: Approve, Moved by Connie Nielson, Seconded by Kathy Christensen. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yea = 5).  Yea: Kevin Arrington, Bryan Burrows, Richard Barnett, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson.   
8. PLANNED ADDITIONS AT THE HOSPITAL APPROVED. Mr. Creamer explained that the Planning Commission has reviewed and approved this project.  Their only concern was the amount of parking for the facility.  Cade Hunter noted that the parking had been addressed with the piping of the Cottonwood Drainage ditch on the north.  This and other designated parking to the south will provide adequate parking for the facility including the additions and expansion.  

There was some discussion about this project bringing other doctors to the area.  Brent Schmidt stated that there would be some correlation there.  We are getting an OBGYN later in the fall.  

He reported that a ground breaking will be held on the June 23.
Motion: Consider approving the addition of a women’s center and the expansion of the emergency room as recommended by the planning commission. Action: Approve, Moved by Kevin Arrington, Seconded by Kathy Christensen. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yea = 5). Yea: Kevin Arrington, Bryan Burrows, Richard Barnett, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson.    
9. BID FOR PASTURE LEASE OPENED AND AWARDED. Two bids were received to lease the City’s 5-acre parcel of land by the sewer lagoon.  The bids were as follows:  Jim Brown with a bid of $600 per year for 3 years and John Schena with a bid of $505 per year for 3 years.  Motion: Award bid for 3-year pasture lease to Jim Brown for $600 per year, Action: Approve, Moved by Kathy Christensen, Seconded by Bryan Burrows. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yea = 5).  Yea: Kevin Arrington, Bryan Burrows, Richard Barnett, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson.

10. OTHER BUSINESS. Councilmember Nielson reported that the Miss Richfield pageant will be held June 25 at 7:00 p.m. at the Sevier Valley Center.  
Councilmember Arrington reported that Commissioner Tooter Ogden was named to the Community Impact Board and Commissioner Ogden wondered if there were any projects the City is looking at funding with CIB.
Councilmember Arrington reported that Sevier Valley Center is going thru some growing pains.  Some of the more private groups are seeing rent double and even triple in cost.  He prepared a short description of exactly how the SVC was structured in terms of the partners.  Most people on the Snow College committee had no idea of why the building was built and how.  
A special Council meeting will be held next Tuesday at 7:00 p.m. to adopt the budget.
