
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JUNE 27, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken  Burdick, Sheriff Dave Boren, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Landfill Director Hal Giles, And Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Director Giles reported that there was a fire at the Landfill on June 17th, but it was on the burn pit so they think a hot ash caused it.  There were three fire departments that responded, Tabiona, Altamont & Duchesne.  On July 7th, Chet Hovey is coming out to do test well monitoring and gas monitoring.  He will also do pot holes and submit a plan to the state.
Director Henderson reported that they will be done in Reids Ranch this week and then start filling pot holes throughout the county.  He presented a spreadsheet of an analysis on the asphalt zipper from the time they had it.  He feels that the six foot asphalt zipper would benefit them.   
Consideration Of A New Printer For The Road Department
Commission Todd excused himself from the meeting at 9:15 A.M…
Director Henderson stated that he spoke to IS Director Kent Ogletree about a new printer and he felt that it would be a good purchase even though there are things that they don’t need.   Chairman Winterton stated that they can pull the fund out of Fund 41.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the purchase of a new printer for the Road Department.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of County Road Projects For The Summer & Discussion Of Landscaping At The Justice Center & Direction On The EOC & Maintenance Buildings
Director Henderson stated that he was told that the judges want grass in the detention pond.  Chairman Winterton stated that this is not up to the judges and suggested that this be put on hold for now. 
Director Henderson stated that they will patch holes in the fall in Moon Lake.  Chairman Winterton stated that the Ute Indian Tribe has an asphalt zipper so they will talk to them about it.
Discussion Of Defa’s Forest Service Road Project For Funding & Approval
Commissioner Todd rejoined Combined Commission Meeting at 9:26 A.M…
Director Henderson stated that the road is fine dust and it’s in bad shape.  There are a few options that he will look into. The Forest Service is ready to move forward and it’s two miles long.  We have $35,500 from RAC. Ryan Jones is leasing a pit in Tabby and has offered to crush for $7.00 a ton if we supply a loader and an employee. Commissioner Burdick stated that he feels that’s a little pricey.  Director Henderson stated that he will see what he can do about the rate, but to haul it from our pit would be costly.  We will start around the 24th of July.  We will stick with 5,000 tons and have the Forest Service provide everything over.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to work with Ryan Jones to see if we can come to an agreement on the 5,000 tons. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of Keeping Of Livestock
Resident Scott Iorg & Trent Potter with Farm Bureau joined the meeting at 9:40 A.M…
Mr. Iorg stated that his fence was taken down between him and another property owner so his cows got out.  He was told that even though the neighbors took down the fence, they are still his responsibility. Sheriff Boren stated that Mr. Iorg is responsible for his cows. You can sue for damages to whoever tears your fence down.  If cows keep getting out and you choose not to do anything about it, you can be charged with reckless endangerment or they will stray pen the cows and bill the owner for the associated costs. Open range only has to do with BLM, the Forest Service and Historical Property. Attorney Allred stated that open range is only in designated areas. The state has a map of where these areas are.  
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:51 A.M…

Mr. Potter stated that Utah is a fence out state.  Once Mr. Iorg is made aware of a fence being down, he needs to rectify the issue. Sheriff Boren stated that their Animal Control Officer usually handles these types of situations, but he has been out for a few weeks and the officers aren’t aware of the laws.  If this is an ongoing issue, Mr. Iorg will get a letter from his department. Commissioner Todd suggested that Sheriff Boren follow-up on this with Mr. Iorg and Officer Jared Harrison. 
Sheriff Boren & Mr. Iorg were excused at 10:15 A.M…

Administrator Hyde stated that he has not seen an open range map ever in his twenty years with the county.  He would like to see where they are. The county zoning ordinance that applies to our 28% of private land in our county not Indian or federal land.  It says that you have to fence in your animals unless it’s been formally designated as open range. Commissioner Burdick stated that people misconstrue open range, so they think that they can be anywhere. Attorney Allred stated there are historical areas, but it’s his understanding that there aren’t very many and he doesn’t think that there are any in our county; he was told that it’s really rare. When Mr. Potter stated that we are a fence out state which is incorrect.  We are a weird hybrid; you have to fence in, but before you can seek damages, you have to fence out. 
Discussion Of The Bridge Near Starvation Reservoir
Duchesne City Mayor RoJean Rowley joined the meeting at 10:18 A.M…
Mayor Rowley stated that she spoke to Larry Montoya with the State of Utah who said that if the county would assume the bridge then they would agree to leave it and we could use it for the ATV trail.  If the bridge could stay where it’s at, it would solve the detour problem. Chairman Winterton stated that they haven’t heard when they are going to start on this.  They will find out what the status is on this. 
Centennial Event Center Update & Operating Hours
No discussion was held.
Consideration Of A Draft Letter Regarding Directive To Reclaim Or Provide An Update Mine Plan For The Cedar Buttes Mine
Administrator Hyde stated that after the discussion last week on this, he prepared a letter that has been reviewed by Director Henderson and Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey. The letter requests to suspend mining operation.  Chairman Winterton suggested striking out the word permanently to leave the door open to a future decision.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the letter with the adjustment.  Commission Todd seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of An Agreement With Questar Gas
Chairman Winterton stated that this is for the Justice Center.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the agreement with Questar Gas.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of An Agreement For HVAC Services With Trane
Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the agreement with Trane.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Vouchers

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:40 A.M… 
The commission reviewed voucher #135708 dated June 22, 2016 in the amount of twenty thousand seven hundred thirty four dollars and twenty four cents ($20,734.24) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office.  The commission also reviewed vouchers #135709 through 135763 dated June 27, 2016 in the amount of one hundred twenty one thousand  six hundred one dollar and sixty two cents ($121,601.62) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Tax Adjustments – Assessor
Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the tax adjustments as recommended by the Assessor’s Office.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of Adding A Vehicle To The County Fleet
Commissioner Burdick motioned to add a vehicle to the county fleet due to a need that has arisen.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Assessor Greg Garff & Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 10:47 A.M…
Clerk Auditor Evans stated that the figures have been sent to the state.
