HELD JULY 19, 2016


Chairman Bitner called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.

	
ROLL CALL.  The Board Secretary called the roll which showed Board Members Wade Bitner, Chairperson, Shawn Milne and Myron Bateman present.  Also present were Scott Broadhead, Attorney and Marilyn Gillette, Board Secretary.

PROPOSAL FOR PARTICIPATION IN TAX INCREMENT FINANCING BY THE DESERET PEAK COMMERCIAL DISTRICT FOR PROJECT "PURPLE". Randy Sant, Economic Development Consultant, discuss the possibility of a company referred to as Project "Purple" coming to Tooele County in the Reckitt Benckiser building.  The previous company (Reckitt Benckiser) had a 15 year incentive for the company and the building.  Mr. Sant is asking the Commission to consider granting the remainder of the incentive to this new company.  Reckitt Benckiser left after 2 years.    

Mr. Sant reviewed the options that Tooele County could offer the company.  He asked for approval to enter into an interlocal agreement with Tooele County, Mosquito Abatement, the Tooele County School District and Grantsville City.  We can then enter into a new Participation Agreement with Project Purple. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Board Member Milne made a motion to authorize Randy to go ahead with the plan as he has laid it out:  approve the proposed $3.27 million cap, not to exceed 13 years or 60% participation with the terms of 100 employees within one year, 300 within 5 years with 60%  of those employees being full time with benefits.  the company must remain in the building for the term of the agreement.  He also gave Randy approval to write up the agreements and meet with the other taxing entities.  Commissioner Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.

3.	ADJOURN.  Commissioner Milne moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:57 p.m.  Commissioner Bateman seconded the motion.  all concurred.
