
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JULY 11, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Sheriff Dave Boren, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Sheriff’s Department Office Manager Cynthia Wardle, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Consideration Of A Contract For 8th District Court Bailiff & Security Services

Office Manager Wardle stated that the contract has increased by thirty five thousand dollars ($35,000) due to the increase in hours allotted to cover court five days a week.  This increases the perimeter and security checks.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the contract for Bailiff and Security Services.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of Robbins Gravel Pit

Director Henderson stated that he has been working with DEQ to file proper paperwork required to run our crusher. He will work with Goodfellow to get the documents completed.  There are also things that need to be followed-up on with Air Quality and Storm Water Mitigation.  Ronald Robins has offered $2 a ton royalty to crush in his pit.  Director Henderson will do test digs on the north end; he feels that it makes sense to utilize that pit.
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Director Henderson reported that in Argyle Canyon there is a waterline on the Timberline Road and asked how much involvement they should have since the right of way is only 30 feet.  Chairman Winterton stated that it’s a County D’ Road so we don’t maintain it.  It would need to be upgraded to County standards for us to accept it.   
Discussion Of Dust Suppression Bids & Approval For Gateway Road, Rock Creek Road, & Van Tassell/Young Road In Tabiona
Director Henderson stated that he received two bids for three miles of dust suppression.  Dust Busters is out of Evanston, Wyoming and their price is excellent at $3,000 a mile.  Desert Mountain is in Salt Lake City with a bid twice as much as Dust Busters.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the bid from Dust Busters for dust suppression up to three miles.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of Sole Source Letter & Purchase Of Asphalt Zipper
Director Henderson stated that he feels that the asphalt zipper will give them what they need and if they need the miner, they can rent it for $20,000.  The best time to use the zipper is in April-May and then chip seal to have a much better road.  This machine has more teeth and would do a much better job.  If we purchase it out right, it would save 4% which would equal about $40,000.  He feels that it would pay for itself in savings.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the purchase of the asphalt zipper.  Commission Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of The Bridge At The Shepard Property At The Head Of Antelope Canyon
Director Henderson stated that he received scopes of work from Troy Ostler with Civco Engineering and Jones & DeMille Engineering. Mr. Ostler has a good rough estimate of $120,000 to buy the bridge.  There might be state funding available and money left from the Tabiona Bridge Replacement project since they aren’t replacing all three bridges. He will get the bids out. 
Discussion Of Reid’s Ranch Upper Red Creek Project & Update On Labor & Material Costs
Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler joined the meeting at 9:59 A.M…
Director Henderson presented a break down sheet on the Red Creek Project and stated that he used FEMA numbers to determine the associated costs.  Director Lefler stated that FEMA rates are high, but they will only reimburse a certain amount of money.  Director Henderson stated that they should be done in Red Creek this week. We have received complaints from Bandana Ranch and there are culverts that need to be put in.  Chairman Winterton stated that they held a meeting several years ago with Reid Ranch and made an agreement to gravel the road and maintain it to the culvert.  Past that, it’s a County D’ Road, but we don’t maintain it; it goes to Forest Service property.  Commissioner Todd suggested that they look into seeing how much it would cost to put gravel down past the culvert to the turn. 
Discussion Of Bids On The Head Walls For The Fairgrounds Parking Entrance & How To Proceed
Director Henderson stated that bids came in higher than anticipated.  The advertisement was placed and he received two bids, one from Kielebasa Construction and the other from Nelco.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent.
Consideration Of Bids For The Sewer & Road Projects At The Justice Center
Director Henderson stated that he received bids from Nielson Construction, Staker Parson, and Nelco with Nelco being the lowest at $464,626.55.  The engineers estimate came in at $476,490.50 so Nelco’s bid is where we figured they would be.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to award the bid to Nelco for sewer and a rod project.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Waiving Penalty & Interest On Personal Property
Assessor Greg Garff, Deputy Assessor Brandi Moon & Shawma Zubiate joined the meeting at 10:16 A.M…
Mrs. Zubiate stated that she was late paying this by one day so she received penalties in the amount of $330.04 for Machine Works and $295.43 for Zubiate Hot Oil.  They have never been late in the past 16 years of business, but her mother was in the hospital and so she paid it a day late.  Assessor Garff stated that according to statute 59-2-3-7, the county cannot do anything about the fees unless they have adopted an ordinance stating that they can make changes.  Chairman Winterton stated that according to the statute, their hands are tied.  They will have the Attorney’s Office look into this to see if we can do something in the future.  If they find something that can be retroactive, they will send her a check. Commissioner Todd stated that they are compassionate about her situation, but according to the state, we can’t do anything.  
Mrs. Lisa Wood joined the meeting at 10:27 A.M…

Mrs. Wood stated that she received the paperwork, but she was overwhelmed with what to do, so she never got to it.  The equipment is all so old so she didn’t know what to appraise it all at.  Deputy Moon stated that the penalties and interest are $92.42.  She will work with Mrs. Wood so that she knows what to fill out and how much to estimate the equipment at.  If she would’ve turned in her documents, she would’ve been exempt and the taxes would’ve been waived.  Chairman Winterton stated that they just found out that their hands are tied because they haven’t adopted an ordinance allowing us to do so.
IS Department Update On Website & Computer Upgrades
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree & Recorder Shelley Brennan joined the meeting at 10:39 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that they ran out of hardware space and they are one day behind on the database.  He is working with Valcom to get the issues resolved.  Windowns 10 upgrade was free for one year and it’s up on the 29th of July.  It will cost over $200 per user after that.  Security Survey wants to come in and update us on what they found.
Consideration Of Landscaping & Fencing At Myton Duplex
Agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Consideration Of An Agreement With The State Of Utah For Predator Damage Control
Chairman Winterton stated that this is an annual contract for coyotes in the amount of $5,000 and a reimbursement of $2,500.  Commissioner Todd motioned to enter into an agreement for Predator Damage Control.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Vouchers

Treasurer Stephen Potter joined the meeting at 11:09 A.M… 
The commission reviewed vouchers #135764 through 135897 dated July 11, 2016 in the amount of five hundred seventy nine thousand  twenty dollars and seven cents ($579,020.07) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Tax Adjustments – Assessor
Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the tax adjustments as recommended by the Assessor’s Office.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
