GARFIELD COUNTY SHERIFF DANNY PERKINS – UPDATE
Garfield County Sheriff Danny Perkins gave an update and presented last month’s event analysis for Deputy Jared Dunton, Deputy Eric Dunton and Deputy Ray Gardner. Sheriff Perkins explained they have been busy and Bryce Canyon is still projecting over two million visitors this year.

Sheriff Perkins said they have used the State Codes on dog citations and Panguitch City said we can still use the dog pound for emergencies. 

Sheriff Perkins said the balloon fest was last weekend, the half marathon is this weekend in Bryce and then the Tour of Utah will be August 2, 2016 in Escalante. Sheriff Perkins said the sheriff office will be bringing over the incident command trailer for the Tour of Utah. 

KARIN SIMMONS - ROAD CLOSURE - 100 WEST
Mrs. Simmons said the Canyons Art Festival is asking permission to close 100 West from Main Street to 100 North. Mrs. Simmons explained she contacted Alan Torgersen with South Central Communications and Michael East gave them permission to close the road in front of their office. Blaine Porter asked Mrs. Simmons if she has contacted the neighbors about the road closure. Mrs. Simmons said she will contact them tomorrow. Mayor Taylor said we will need to make sure and leave access for emergency vehicles. Council member Barnes made a motion to close 100 West between Main Street and 100 North on Friday and Saturday for the Arts Festival. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council member Torgersen, Stowe, Graham and Barnes voting aye. 

KARIN SIMMONS - ARTS FESTIVAL DONATION
Mrs. Simmons asked the City to donate $3,000.00 in event money to match what Garfield County gives in grant money for the Arts Festival. Mrs. Simmons explained they are advertising a lot more this year (budget attached). Council member Torgersen said she feels this is a good way to bring more people to town.
