MINUTES OF MILFORD CITY 

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS MEETING

405 South Main, MILFORD, UTAH

Wednesday, July 13, 2016 6:00 PM

The Milford City Board of Adjustments meeting was called to order by Chairman Bridge at 6:00 p.m.
Present:  Chairman Lola Bridge; Members Jennifer Cox, Norm Davis, Audrey Conard: Zoning Administrator, Lisa Thompson.

Absent:     Gary Mayer
Visitors:    Leona Shurtliff; Karrie Davis
Petition for a variance by Leona Shurtliff to install the sidewalk at Silver Sage Subdivision (600 South 700 West) 3’ east of property line to avoid fiber optic line.
Chairman Bridge stated that the Board of Adjustments is authorized to grant a variance only if these apply:

· Literal enforcement of the zoning ordinance would cause an unreasonable hardship for the applicant that is not necessary to carry out the general purpose of the zoning ordinance; and
· There are special circumstances attached to the property that do not generally apply to other properties in the same district; and
· Granting the variance is essential to the enjoyment of a substantial property right possessed by other property in the same district; and
· The variance will not substantially affect the general plan and will not be contrary to the public interest; and
· The spirit of the zoning ordinance is observed and substantial justice done.
Chairman Bridge educated the members with a summary of the situation.   The property located at 600 South 700 West has a fiber optic line located on the east side.  Leona has requested a variance to install the sidewalk, curb and gutter 3’ to the east to avoid the fiber optic line.  If granted the sidewalk will not be in line with the existing sidewalk at the LDS Church.  Lisa has spoke with Kelly Rollins regarding this and he feels like after you make the required grade/slope for the sidewalk you would only be close to 2’ over the fiber optic line.  He states that it is recommended to have at least 4’ coverage.  
Leona explained to the board that before they can get the subdivision approved a sidewalk, curb, and gutter must be installed.  The City give them 3 years to complete the improvements and also required her to deed lot 3 to them until the improvements are done. She doesn’t feel it would be feasible for her to move the fiber optic line.  Leona explained her frustrations with the City not approving this subdivision.  
Jennifer stated she has concerns with the water coming off the church through the dip and having to round the corner.  She is afraid the water is not going to drain correctly and back up into Lot 1.  Leona explained Kelly should put the correct grade on it so it will drain properly.  Audrey asked where the fiber optic line is located at on the church property and Norm explained it runs right on the inside of their sidewalk. 
Norm stated he went up and walked it and can’t see where the fiber optic line varies over enough to have to move the sidewalk 3’. 
Leona stated she doesn’t feel the water will come up onto Lot 1 because the lot sits up much higher.  Jen stated in her newer subdivision they have drainage issues and after a storm there is standing water in different spots.  

Audrey asked if this variance is granted what will happen with the property to the south.  Lisa explained that if the variance is granted we need to put in our motion it shall continue down 700 west until it reaches 900 south.   
Norm suggested at the corner of 600 south and 700 west (in front of lot 1) instead of having the sidewalk make a 90 degree turn install the sidewalk at an angle so the water will divert easier.  Jen stated her concerns with the road not matching up with the church as well.  Jen explained that she would like to look at all avenues because of problems that can occur in the future.  

Jen asked Leona what it would take to move the fiber optic line.  Leona replied $25,000.  Leona stated they have argued with the company about the agreement and tried to get them to come in and move it but were denied.
Lisa suggested to the board that they get together and meet with Kelly and let him explain as a contractor why he feels that it be moved 3’.  The board agreed.  Lisa will set something up this week and get in touch with everyone.
MOTION:  Member Davis made a motion to table this variance until the board can meet with Kelly Rollins onsite. Member Cox seconded the motion, and all were in favor.
