MINUTES


Call to Order: 7:02 pm by Mayor Dan Spencer
 
Present: Those attending were: Mayor Spencer, Jarad Brinkerhoff, Lorraine Chamberlain, Deone Baird, Donald Davis, Ellen Lamb and Mike Chamberlain. Also present were Kade Iverson, Everett Lamb, Derik Brinkerhoff, Casey Franklin, Paul Cox, Michelle Cox Scott Stapley and Deputy Kelly Lamb

Review of Minutes from regular town board meeting held on May 26, 2016. There were a few typos that were corrected. A Motion to accept the minutes as corrected was made by Jarad Brinkerhoff. Deone Baird seconded the motion. All voted YES. MOTION PASSED.

The Bills and financials were reviewed. Jarad Brinkerhoff made a Motion to pay the bills. Deone Baird Seconded the motion. All votes YES. MOTION PASSED.

Business:

Budget FY 2017: Jarad Brinkerhoff made a MOTION to approve and accept the proposed Budget 2017  by line item as recommended at the Budget Hearing held previously. Motion was seconded by Deone Baird. All voted YES. MOTION PASSED. Budget 17 is officially adopted.

Vote to accept certified tax rate as stipulated by Kane County Clerk Auditor Carla Johnson. Motion was made by Jarad Brinkerhoff and seconded by Deone Baird to accept the certified tax rate of 0.001784 as set for and approved by Kane County Clerk. All voted YES. MOTION PASSED.

Mayor Spencer read a RESOLUTION Adopting Final Tax Rates and Budgets, Report 800.  A Motion was made by Jarad Brinkerhoff to Adopt Resolution. Motion seconded by Don Davis. MOTION PASSED.

Kade Iverson stated that he wishes to put in a few motor home places for Everett Lamb to rent some trailers to earn money for his LDS mission.   Ordinances were discussed. Don brought up building permits. Kade has a permit for the shop he is building on this lot. This project will be for recreational  trailers. Lorraine Chamberlain suggested Kade decides what he wants to do and then bring info to planning and zoning.

Casey Franklin has bought a 1995 single wide mobile home and will be moving it from Robinson’s to John Brinkerhoff’s back lot. This was approved by planning and zoning. Casey was cautioned to adhere to the correct setbacks and to keep the building inspector informed.

Water Concern: Paul and Michelle Cox are very concerned about the water at their house. It is generally discolored and “gross”. They are the dead end of the water line. Mike presented a plan to loop the line back to the Maxwell’s. Paul said he thinks moving the meter 10 feet will solve the problem. Discussion ensued. Dan suggested they try Paul’s idea first. Mike was directed to get the supplies. Paul will use phone company equipment and they will work together to complete this project.
Ron Terry and Rochell Schillins also complained about the recent discolored water. They were on the agenda but did not show up.  A discussion followed regarding insurance and liability.

Mayor Spencer: The Mayor opened discussion regarding meter reading and an electronic meter read system. There were several options discussed.  We will need about 200 meters and the cost will be close to $30,000 Lorraine is looking into Grants funded by the Bureau of Reclamation. Options and solutions were discussed.  The Board will continue to pursue this issue.

Departments:
Water: Jarad Brinkerhoff: Nothing further. Mike reported on the recent water discoloration and water shortage. The problem has now resolved.  The entire system is now balanced and in good shape The water study in Lydia’s is in progress.  Mike raised concerns about the Lydia’s spring flow levels.  He thinks the flow has slowed considerably over the years.
Apple Festival: Lorraine Chamberlain. The festival is moving forward.  Jorja Hernandez and Clara Maxwell have 2 quilts to auction this year. Jorja would like the town to help cover cost of a Western Legends booth. She will advertise the Apple Festival and sell raffle tickets at that event. The Apple festival will be September 30 and October 1 this year.
July 4: Plans were finalized for the 4th of July party.  All the venues, ie: games and parade etc will be Monday July 4. The FIREWORKS DISPLAY will be Saturday July 2 at dusk at the Ball field.
Streets and Roads: Dan Monett has been working on the projects. 2 are completed.
Parks and Cemeteries: Deon Baird. Deone and her husband Donald Baird have been working to get the playground rubber-fill installed.  Discussion: boards and/or edging.  The riding horse has been broken off its stand. And everything needs longer watering times. 
Fire Department: Don Davis reported that Chief Dan Monett has been recertifying as a wild land fire fighter. Don needs firefighters to volunteer at ball field on the 2nd of July for the fire works show.
