PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


Mayor Chavez directed the Pledge of Allegiance.




The regular meeting of the Helper City Council was called to order by Mayor Chavez at 6:00. 




APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES April 7 and 19, 2016.

Council Member Harwood moved to approve the minutes of April 7 and 19, 2016. Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams and Harwood all voting yes.    
 




JACKIE COOMBS DISCUSSION ON THE UAMPS PROGRAM.

UAMPS representative Jackie Coombs presented a pamphlet to council with a UAMPS overview.  Ms. Coombs explained the program can help provide information and power needs to Municipalities.  Ms. Coombs stated the program is here to help the city understand contracts and purchase power at the lowest and best cost.  UAMPS is involved with several different power projects such as nuclear, solar and gas fueled power plants.   The program cost is $1330 per year plus one service such as Power Pooling which is $1400 per year.   Council stated they would like to study the information before making a decision. 



ROGER AND RUTH METZGER DISCUSSION ON CAR SHOW. 


Ruth Metzger presented council with an update on the Arts Festival Car Show.  The event will be the same as last year with the Burn Out on Friday, August 19 at the Main Park.  The Car Show will be set up on Main Street Saturday, August 20 from Locust Street to Ivy Street.  Council Member Harwood was concerned the construction may be up by the Main Park causing some detours.  Ms. Metzger asked if the police could be at the Burn Out giving breathalyzers to the drivers.  During the Car Show on Saturday they will need a tent in front of 255 South Main. 

TIFFANY VAN SICKLE DISCUSSION ON SUBSTANCE ABUSE PROGRAM.

Prevention Coordinator Tiffany Van Sickle presented information on the Communities That Care Coalition.   Carbon County is rated one of the highest counties in the state for substance abuse.  The coalition will help prioritize needs, implement strategies and programs to work together to combat the problem.  Ms. Van Sickle stated all the cities are participating in the program. The funding of $10,000 with a matching 3 year grant will be used to hire part-time coalition coordinator. The coordinator acts as a communication agent between the two boards, taking minutes of the meetings and sending out emails.  Funding will also be used for training and technical assistance. USU will be the fiscal agent responsible for managing the funding and hiring a part-time coordinator. A Team Leader Board consisting of local entities within the county will meet quarterly to review the recommendations of the Community Board.  The Community Board meets once a month and consist of all types of community members, parents, business owners, etc. The Community Board is responsible for compiling a community needs assessment that will be reviewed by the Team Leader Board and put into action.   Council responded if this program could stop or even slow substance abuse it would be worth the $650.  Council Member Wheeler will represent Helper on the Team Leader Board.  


Council Member Dornan moved to approve $650 for the Communities That Care Coalition.   Council Member Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    

ERICA ALFORD DISCUSSION ON BASEBALL TOURNAMENT. 

Erica Alford presented flyers for the Black Diamond Big Diggers Baseball Tournament on August 11-13, 2016. Ms. Alford stated maps will be printed with all the local attractions for the participants in the tournament. Sponsorships will be available for purchase, this will consist of the sponsors name on a T-shirt, our website and posters at the playing fields.     

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON CONSTRUCTING A WALL IN THE WPA MUSEUM ROOM.

Museum Director James Boyd explained the plans for constructing a wall to protect the WPA paintings from direct sun light.  Mr. Boyd stated the adviser from the State Historical Department suggested to install a wall to help bock some of the harmful sunlight coming into the room.  The wall will be bolted to the floor and ceiling for easy removal if needed.  Mr. Boyd told council he had obtained a grant to cover the cost of installing the wall. 

Council Member Williams moved to approve installing a non-permanent wall in the WPA room.   Council Member Dornan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    


DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON TENTATIVE BUDGET FOR 2016-2017.

Mayor Chavez instructed council to review the budget and suggest where if any cuts or revenue increases can be done. Council Member Wheeler wondered if there had been budget cuts in the past.  Mayor Chavez stated there has not been huge budget cuts in the past and last year’s budget is short right now.  Mayor Chavez suggested the fire revenue could be higher because of the new fire contract with the County.  Council Member Dornan asked if the Fire Department could charge the drivers insurance company if our Fire Department was called to that accident.  Council Member Harwood stated the Fire Department has never charged a drivers insurance for any call. 


Council Member Wheeler moved to approve the Tentative Budget for 2016-2017 with an increase in the fire revenue.   Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    











DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON TRANSFERRING SEWER LINE FROM P.R.W.I.D.

Council Member Harwood explained Price River Improvement District would like Helper City to take possession of the sewer lines on 6th North, 10th North and the line going South through the Mountain States field . 



Council Member Dornan moved to accept the sewer lines from P.R.W.I.D. as described.   Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON LOCAL CONSENT FOR ARTS FESTIVAL.  

Kate Kilpatrick-Miller told council the Arts Festival would be applying for a Three Single Event Liquor and Beer License and the local consent is part of the application.  One event will be the dance event at the Rio Theater on August 6. The second event will be the Arts Festival opening the date has not been set. The last event is the Arts Festival August 19, 20, 21.  

Council Member Harwood moved to approve the local consent for the Arts Festival Events.   Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON PURCHASING AN ONLINE BILL PAY PROGRAM.  

City Recorder Skerl explained the different programs for online bill paying and their cost with the recommendation from the City Office for Express Bill Pay.  City Recorder Skerl stated the Express Bill Pay is the only program Caselle recommends.  Instant Payments did not have as many features as the Express Bill Pay making them less expensive. 

Council Member Wheeler moved to approve purchasing Express Bill Pay.   Council Member Dornan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    


DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON RESOLUTION 2016-2 HELPER 2016 POOL FEES. 


Council Member Harwood moved to approve Resolution 2016-2 2016 Pool Fees. Council Member Williams seconded the motion.  The Council roll call vote is as follows: Council Members Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood in favor. Resolution 2016-2 passed by unanimous vote.  



DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON PURCHASING A COLORED COPIER IN THE AMOUNT OF $3181.



Council Member Harwood moved to approve the purchase of a colored copier the amount of $3,181. Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams and Harwood all voting yes


REPORT ON WATER, SEWER, AND STORM DRAIN PROJECTS.

Council Member Harwood reported Knife River has installed all of the water line from Hill Street to Janet Street. Knife River has been removing the old concrete on Main Street and found an old entrance under the Kiva Café sidewalk. The old entrance will need to be filled in with dirt before curb and gutter can be placed there.  Waste Logistics is having trouble locating some the old sewer and water lines on Main Street. The lines are off about 20 feet from where they are supposed to be.  Council Member Harwood requested pavement be installed before Memorial Day inside the cemetery.  Knife River would like to have all employees concentrating on Main Street, so pavement will not be in before Memorial Day. Sewer line on B Street for three homes will not have new lines to their homes, but will be connected to the new sewer line below their homes.  The plan was to bring the main line all the way up the B Street alley then each home could be connected.  Some of the home owners wanted a shed taken down and fence put up before they would sign an easement, so the plan will be just to leave the three home on their existing line.       
  
MOTION FOR CLOSED SESSION.

No motion was made.

REPORTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS AND HEADS OF DEPARTMENT.  

Council Member Dornan reported meeting with some of the members of the Miners Memorial Committee on the plans for Helper’s site.  The River Project is moving along and several people have commented on being able to see the river.  Council Member Dornan suggested replacing the jersey barriers on 1st West with rocks to make things more natural looking.  The pool employees are working on cleaning the pool for opening day on May 28.   The pool blankets will need to be replaced by next year and some type of shelter should be made to cover them during the day when they are rolled up.      

Council Member Wheeler reported three seasonal employees have been hired.  The parks lawnmower is having problems so we may need to replace it. The cemetery board will be updated by Memorial Day. 

Council Member Williams reported the roof at the Public Safety Building is leaking and Hanson Roofing will look at what needs to be repaired.   Badlands will be sending up a design on the Utah Power & Light wall.  

Chief Anderson reported on the robbery at Swifts Stop & Shop. 

Mayor Chavez reported all the cities have been meeting with Carbon County trying to negotiate a new Fire Contract.   



There being no further business Council Member Williams moved to adjourn.  Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried: Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood voting yes. Meeting adjourned.
