PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


Mayor Chavez directed the Pledge of Allegiance.




The regular meeting of the Helper City Council was called to order by Mayor Chavez at 6:00. 




APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES May 5, 2016.

Council Member Williams moved to approve the minutes of May 5, 2016. Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    
 





PUBLIC HEARING ON ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 2016-3 FOR BUDGET 2016-2017 AND ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 2016-4 AMENDING THE BUDGET 2015-2016.

Council Member Harwood moved to open the Public Hearing at 6:10 P.M.to receive comments on the 2016-2017 budget and the amending of the 2015-2016 budget.  Council Member Williams seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Dornan, Williams, and Harwood voting yes.  This budget includes transfers from the electric, water and garbage enterprise funds. The budget also contains a 3% increase to all employees with the exception of seasonal and salary employees.  There being no public comments Council Member Dornan moved to close the Public Hearing at 6:20 P.M. Council Member Williams seconded the motion. Motion Carried Dornan, Williams, and Harwood voting yes. Council Member Williams moved to adopt Resolution 2016-3 adopting the budget for 2016-2017 Resolution 2016-4 amending the current budget 2015-2016. Council Member Harwood seconded the motion. The Council roll call vote is as follows:  Dornan, Williams and Harwood in favor with no one in opposition Resolution 2016-3 and 2016-4 passed by unanimous roll call vote.


KATE KILPATRICK-MILLER DISCUSSION ON ARTS FESTIVAL.  

Kate Kilpatrick-Miller reported on updates for the Arts Festival.  Ms. Miller asked council if it was possible to use the Wells Fargo parking lot for the Children’s Art Yard.   Ms. Miller stated the Children’s Art Yard would need power if that is possible.  Ms. Miller informed council the festival will purchase a billboard wrap that contains Big John along with the festival information.  Ms. Miller asked council for permission to use the north billboard for the temporary sign.  Council agreed to allow the temporary sign for the advertisement of the Helper Arts Festival.    New this year will be a Film Festival and a Horseshoe Tournament.    The festival has received a donation of $10,000 from Scott Anderson. A painting donated by Kate Kilpatrick-Miller is being raffled for a fundraiser and Paint Nights has raised $2,200 and another one will be scheduled for June.  Carbon County Tourism will match new money up to $2,500 for advertising.   Mayor Chavez thanked Ms. Miller for keeping the council updated on the Arts Festival. 


LENISE PETERMAN DISCUSSION ON LIBRARY READING PROGRAM. 

Lenise Peterman informed council on the upcoming reading program scheduled for the months of June and July.  Ms. Peterman requested six day passes for the Helper Pool to be given out as prizes for the summer reading program. This year’s program will have   guest speakers like Chief Anderson, Fire Chief Colombo, Paws reading with Therapy dogs. The library is trying to get children into reading for the summer. The passes with be given away at the end of June and again at end of July.  The children will track how many pages they have read and there will be two different age groups.  Council Member Dornan stated he would make sure the passes are available for the reading program.



DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON ORDINANCE 2016-2 ESTABLISHING A LIBRARY BOARD. 
 
 Council Member Dornan moved to approve Ordinance 2016-2 establishing a seven member library board. Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  The Council roll call vote is as follows: Council Members Dornan, Williams, and Harwood in favor. Ordinance 2016-2 passed by unanimous vote.  

The library board has recommended Carli Chidester be reinstated.  Mayor Chavez ask council to approve the reinstatement of Carli Chidester to the library board. 

Council Member Williams moved to approve the reinstatement of Carli Chidester to the library board. Council Member Dornan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON JOINING THE UAMPS PROGRAM.

Council Member Harwood moved to approve joining the UAMPS program. Council Member Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    



DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON CERTIFIED TAX RATE 2016-2017.

Council Member Dornan moved to approve the certified tax rate for 2016-2017 set by the county of .003092.  Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    

REPORT ON WATER, SEWER, AND STORM DRAIN PROJECTS.

Council Member Harwood reported the box culverts have been installed in the wash on Main Street. All the curb and gutter has been poured from Poplar Street to Hill Street and paving should start on June 20. Knife River has three crews working on the project right now between Main Street and the eastside.  D Street, Welby Street, and Stack Street will not be getting a new water line. The current water line was changed in the early 90’s so the water line is good for at least 30 years.  Council Member Dornan asked if the covert was bigger than the old one.  Council Member Harwood stated that the covert is a little bigger but it is a clean culvert.   If the city receives the NRCS (Natural Resources Conservation Service Grant), hopefully we can use cleaning the upper wash as part of our matching funds.  Main Street soft spots bid was at .01 per ton, Franson engineers asked about the price knowing it was incorrect. Knife River said $14.92 a ton which was higher than any of the other bidders. Knife River then started hauling fill for the soft spots and quoted $26.00 a ton, so this item is under discussion. Knife River is charging the city for down time, now the city is tracking all the city time and tools used to counter that charge.
