	Discussion
	Mr. Sabins stated that we have two items to deal with today. Birthing Center Construction Rule (R432-14) and Birthing Center Program Rule.

	Ms. Richins stated that she would start with the changes made to the Birthing Center Construction Rule based on recommendations from committee members during our last meeting. (Remember everything new/changed is underlined and everything removed has a strike out).

	Starting with R432-14-3. General Design Requirements.
(4) Birthing centers with 4 or 5 more birth rooms shall comply with NFPA 101, Life Safety Code, Chapter 20, New Ambulatory Health Care Occupancies.
R432-14-4. General Construction Patient Facilities.

(14) An examination light shall be accessible readily available in each birth room.
R432-14-4.
(15) An emergency electrical lighting system connected to an on-site emergency generator which may be battery powered, is required and must include:
(a) Services shall be connected to the emergency generator to include: emergency exit signs; 
(b) Sufficient lighting to safely exit the building; and
(c) An examination light. 

(i) fire alarm system;
(ii) telephone;

(iii) nurse call;

(iv) one duplex receptacle in each patient room located to allow use of a portable examination light;

(v) one duplex receptacle at each nurse station;

(vi) heating system;

(vii) emergency lighting system;

there shall be sufficient fuel storage capacity to permit at least four hours continuous operation. 

Ms. Richins stated the longer she looked at this rule and the concerns the committee members had regarding the facility being too hot or too cold, she realized those concerns really belong in the program rule not the construction rule; which would fall under R432-550-12. Emergency and Disaster. Ms. Richins would like to take the current wording for this rule and replace it completely with the new wording underlined below.
R432-550-12



(1) The administrator shall make provisions to maintain in the event of an emergency or disaster. An emergency or disaster includes but is not limited to utility interruption, explosion, fire, earthquake, bomb threat, flood, windstorm, epidemic and injury.


(2)  The administrator shall educate, train and drill staff to respond appropriately in an emergency in accordance with NFPA 101, Life Safety Code 2009.


(3)  The administrator shall review the written emergency procedures at least annually and update them as appropriate.

(4)  Personnel shall have ready access to written emergency and disaster plans when on duty.

(5) The administrator shall review the disaster plan with local disaster agencies as appropriate.


(6)  The smoking policy shall comply with Title 26, Chapter 38, the "Utah Clean Air Act" and Section 20.7.4 of the Life Safety Code, 2009 edition.
-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

(1) The facility shall assure the safety and well-being of patients in the event of an emergency or disaster. An emergency or disaster may include but is not limited interruption of public utilities, explosion, fire, earthquake, bomb threat, flood, windstorm, epidemic, and injury.

(2) The administrator shall educate, train and drill staff to respond appropriately in an emergency in accordance with NFPA 101, Life Safety Code.
(3) The administrator shall be responsible for the development of an emergency and disaster plan, coordinated with state and local emergency or disaster authorities, to respond to emergencies and disasters as appropriate. The plan shall:

(a) be in writing and personnel shall have ready access when on duty;

(b) be reviewed and updated at least annually by the administrator and the licensee:

(c) address evacuation of occupants to a safe place within the facility or to another location;

(4) The facility must maintain safe ambient air temperatures within the facility.

(a) Emergency heating must have the approval of the local fire department.

(b) The facility shall have, and be capable of implementing contingency plans regarding excessively high or low ambient air temperatures within the facility that may affect the health and safety of the patients.

Suzanne Smith asked Ms. Richins if she is keeping the draft (15) or replacing it with the program rule? Ms. Richins stated that the Bureau will keep (15) as drafted and Ms. Smith suggested that the Bureau add that an emergency generator is not required because it has to contradict the regular construction rule, which requires a 48 hour emergency generator. The committee members agree and approve addition of the language regarding the generator to the rule draft. Section 15 would address emergency lighting and Section 16 would be added to address the generator.
Douglas Banks would like to suggest the following be added to (12)
An area for storage of facility maintenance materials and equipment shall be provided. He stated that adding the word facility makes the rule clearer. Facility maintenance materials and equipment could be files, drawings, operation manuals, cleaning supplies for example. However, Mariah Cranford stated that the cleaning supplies room commonly used in a Birthing Center has no ventilation requirements. Ms. Richins will look at adding a statement or wording that normal exhaustion is required in the area but not the 10 exchanges of air per hour. Ms. Fickett suggested we used the word adequate instead of normal.
Ms. Smith would like to suggest the following language be added to R432-14-4(10):
Hot water re-circulation is not required in birthing centers.
Ms. Richins said she would look into where this additional information fits best and will get the suggested language added.

Mr. Hoffman stated that the committee might want to address the water issue in the program rule. The re-circulation issue we can address now, however, the hot water temperature issue might need to be discussed at a later time. 

Section R432-14-4(14): An examination light shall be readily available instead of provided in each room.
Ms. Smith would like to suggest the following language be added to the draft:

Bed pan washing devices or equivalent flushing room fixtures are not required if bed pans are not utilized in the facility. 
Mr. Hoffman and Ms. Richins will look at the guidelines for this section and add an exclusion regarding bed pans in R432-14-5. Which means bed pans could still be used if needed, they are just not required.

Ms. Smith stated that as she looked there’s descriptions of laundry facilities in the general construction rule however the Birth Center construction rule, when it refers back to the general construction rule it does not include that general information on laundry facilities. It’s not specified so Ms. Smith would like to add language that says laundry facilities may be in a one room arrangement rather than a 2 or 3 room arrangement that are in the general rules.

Becky would like to leave the laundry requirement unspecified in case some Birthing Centers have then laundry taken care of by an outside source. That way those that do not do laundry in house will not think they are required to have a washer and dryer. 
Under section R432-14-3 General Design Requirements, Ms. Smith stated that our draft refers to section 5.2 of the 2010 edition however the most current edition is 2014. Ms. Richins stated that we have not yet adopted the 2014 version. Mr. Banks stated that maybe the rule draft should state currently adopted edition instead of a year.  Ms. Smith stated the only problem with that is the 2014 version refers to section 3.4 instead of 5.2 therefore the draft will stay the same for now.

Ms. Smith stated she would like the following sub-sections excluded under section R432-15-5. 
· Medication preparation location, which is sub-section 5.2-2.6.6. This section talks about self-medication dispensing machines, which is a lot more complicated then what is currently offered to patients at Birthing Centers. Mr. Hoffman stated that current Birthing Centers will only be held to portions of the construction rule that apply to them. Ms. Smith stated that looking over the 2010 guidelines, they differ from the 2014 version regarding this topic so she ok to strike this suggestion.
Ms. Fickett asked what the guidelines are in the 2010 version. See below:
5.2-5.6.6 Medication Preparation Location

Provisions shall be made for the distribution of medications from a medicine preparation room or area, from a self contained-medicine dispensing unit or by another approved system.

5.2-2.6.6.1 Medicine Preparation room or area
(1) The medicine preparation room or area shall be under the visual control of the staff. 

(2) The room shall contain the following:

     (a) Work counter

     (b) Hand-washing station

     (c) Lockable refrigerator

     (d) Locked storage for controlled drugs

(3) When a medicine preparation room or area is to be used to store self-contained medicine dispensing units, the room shall be designed with adequate space to prepare medicines with the self-contained medicine-dispensing units present.

Next item up for discussion

5.2-2.7.2 Staff Lounge
A lounge for staff shall be provided.
Ms. Smith is wondering if she has to provide a lounge area for her staff. Ms. Fickett stated that this goes into HR territory because employees are supposed to be provided a rest area for their 15 minute breaks and 30 minute lunch. Becky McInnis stated that the guideline doesn’t state that this rest area can’t be located in an area where other things are done, therefore if you have space in your lobby or somewhere else and the employees are informed of the rest area then that should be adequate. Ms.Smith agreed and strikes this issue as well.
Next item up for discussion

5.2-2.6.7 Nourishment Area
5.2-2.6.7.3 Provisions and space shall be included for separate temporary storage of unused and soiled dietary trays not picked up during meal time.

Ms. Smith stated that they do not have a specific meal time nor do they have dietary trays. They offer prepackaged meals for patients to eat whenever they want to. Mr. Hoffman stated that unless these guidelines pertain to you then you will not be held to them. Mr. Banks stated that in their Functional Program each birthing center can list how they provide food and drinks and where they are stored. No type of dietary service is provided. They do not provide anything that would require a Food Handlers permit. Mr. Hoffman stated that he will check with Andrew Baxter and double check how he looks at the guidelines. Ms. Fickett suggested to Ms. Smith that when she does her plan to make sure she includes all the exceptions or addresses them so it’s clear and no one can misunderstand.
Mr. Sabins stated that we can take a vote and move forward. Mr. Hoffman stated that is correct and asked Ms. Richins to go over the amendments made in section R432-14-3 again and then each member can place their vote. 

	

	Ms. Fickett motioned to accept the Birthing Center rule changes as proposed. Ms. Flint seconded the motion.  The remaining committee members in attendance and via phone voted yes.
Mr. Sabins directed committee members to go to R432-550 Birthing Centers. He stated that Ms. Richins wants to get rid of Sections 1 through 6 and replace them with Sections 1 through 4 for the Emergency and Disaster planning. Mr. Banks asked about the smoking policy that was listed in section 6. Mr. Hoffman stated that local county Health Departments have authority over this so they chose to just remove the section. 

Brent Jones stated under the new Section (2) a “to” needs to be added between limited and interruption. Also under the new Section (3)(b) he suggested “and the licensee” be removed and just left as “be reviewed and updated at least annually by the administrator”. Committee members in attendance and via phone agreed with these changes.
Mr. Banks motioned to accept the R432-500-12 Emergency and Disaster rule as proposed with amendments. Ms. Fickett seconded the motion. The remaining committee members in attendance and via phone voted yes.
Mr. Sabins moved to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Fickett seconded it.
