Others in attendance: Colleen Allen, Forrest Sims, Rhett Jeffery, Adus Dorsey, Sharon Torgerson, Jeri Johnson, Johanna Wilson, Ben Jackson, Kurt Taylor, 
Colleen Allen – Treasurer/Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen has been busy working on updating recordings so that disclosure notices can be mailed out.  

Forrest Sims – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  

Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that her office is running pretty smoothly right now.  She plans to help with getting the disclosures mailed out this week.
Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Adus reported that Carson DeMille has some questions about the bike path and would like to have the Commissioners call at some point today.  

Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners and reported that his crew is still working on the Teasdale Road project.  Rhett is planning a mutton fry for Jerry Chappell tonight about 5:30 at the road shed. There was discussion on fencing and getting the fence at the airport fixed.  It should be covered by the insurance of the person that ran through it.  Rhett will check with Layne Jones and see if he can get it done.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported on dispatching between here and Hanksville.  The Hanksville ambulance is going to cover up to the Notom turnoff.  
Commissioner Wood opened the meeting.  
There was discussion on Truth in Taxation.  Commissioner Harward explained the need for Truth in Taxation in Wayne County.  The Commissioners would like to hold the rate each year to capture all of the revenue from new growth.  The current calculation does not allow the taxing entities to collect the revenue from all of the increased value from new growth and the rate falls a little bit each year. It is too late to go through Truth in Taxation for this year but the process could begin in the fall for the 2017 budget.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to start the Truth in Taxation process this fall for next years’ budget and the proposed rate will be the rate that was used in 2015. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

There was discussion on the FY 2017 Predator Control contract with the Utah Department of Agriculture and Food.  It is a yearly contract that is signed and is in the amount of $4,000.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the signing of the contract.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Gaylen Rees and Raymond Potter met with the Commissioners to discuss the rental of the hangar at the airport.  The old hangar was torn down because it was in the flight path and the safety area.  The old hangar was built by the Wayne Flyers in 1985.  Gaylen and Raymond both were very involved in the building of the old hangar and the only reason it was torn down was because of FAA regulations.  
Carson DeMille was called to discuss the bike path project.  Carson had contacted Adus and had some questions.  

The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned at 11:50.
